he served in Korea before being deployed to Afghanistan for the

first time, returning in late 2007; he was called back for a

second tour of duty and arrived in Afghanistan in early June of

2010, where he was assigned to the 863rd Engineer Battalion;

WHEREAS, Cpl. Young was killed on November 3, 2010 while

serving his country in Nar-Kariz, Kandahar Province,

Afghanistan; and

WHEREAS, Cpl. Young was promoted to corporal posthumously;

Katie Young Powell; his brother, Steven Baptist; his nieces and
