WHEREAS, Fred Kummerow served as a Ph.D. thesis advisor for

over 60 graduate students; he authored or coauthored over 400

peer-reviewed papers during his time at the university; and

WHEREAS, Fred Kummerow's determination, even in the face of

skepticism and other challenges, to pursue knowledge of the

relationship of lipids to nutrition and heart disease resulted

in revolutionary findings; and

WHEREAS, Fred Kummerow's research changed the way people

think about their diet across the globe and forced federal

agencies to acknowledge the dangers of trans fats; and

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curiosity and the betterment of humanity through science

throughout his life but also continually advocated for the

difficulties faced by economically disadvantaged scholars;
