WHEREAS, Chief Noble was a founding board member of the
State Line Area Narcotics Task Force; he served as co-chairman
of the Illinois Terrorism Task Force Communication Committee
since 2006; he served as co-chairman of the Winnebago/Boone
County Integrity Task Force; he served as an advisory board

member of the Chrysler Police Fleet from 2013 to 2016; and

WHEREAS, Chief Noble served as chairman of Illinois TRIAD,
where he brought together committed police officers, legal
representatives, elderly rights advocates, and senior citizens
for crime prevention and education throughout Illinois; he has
served as the chairman of Illinois Radio Emergency Assistance

Channel; and

WHEREAS, Chief Noble has been recognized by his colleagues
and community as a role model both on the force and in the
community for his personable and approachable manner;
