Center Director at the Lincolnway Public Safety 9-1-1; he was a

member of the East Joliet Fire Protection District for 23

years, where he retired as captain; he was a police officer for

the cities of Frankfort and New Lenox; he was an employee at

the New Lenox Communications Center and a former member of the

Argonne National Laboratory Fire Department; and

public safety roles, Bradley Veerman volunteered his time

whenever and wherever he could in order to improve and protect

WHEREAS, Bradley Veerman was a member of the Ingalls Park

A.C., a member and past president of the New Lenox Fire

Protection District Trustees, a member and past president of

the New Lenox and Frankfort F.O.P., and past president of the

East Joliet Fire Protection District Volunteer Organization;
