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continuum of skills with dyslexia; (i) dyslexia

characteristics that may manifest at different ages and grade

levels; (iii) the basic foundation of the keys to reading,

including multisensory, explicit, systemic, and structured

reading instruction; and (iv) appropriate interventions,

accommodations, and assistive technology supports for students

with dyslexia.".
