as a seasonal Maintenance Manager, a position he enjoyed until

his death; his love for work was deeply embedded in his strong

WHEREAS, Eddie Golliday was a loving husband, loving

father, and devoted family patriarch; he was outspoken, strict,

caring, and had a sense of humor enjoyed by all who met him;
