served on the U.S. Chamber of Commerce "Committee of 100"; and

WHEREAS, Robert Cook was a member of Cherry Hills Baptist

Church, serving on the board of multiple ministries; after

retirement, he and Jean moved to Colorado Springs, Colorado to

be close to family; and
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WHEREAS, Robert Cook was preceded in death by his daughter,

Judith Cook Harrison, and his grandson, Jason Mosby; and
