19% more waste per capita than the average state in the U.S.;

the City of Chicago has the lowest recycling rate, at only 9%

of all waste being recycled; and

WHEREAS, November 15 of each year is America Recycles Day,

which is a perfect opportunity to encourage recycling and other

green initiatives on a statewide and national level; therefore,
