WHEREAS, Bette Jordan eventually became the head of public
relations for the Oak Park Public Schools, a position she held
for 17 years; she later had a second career as a real estate
broker for F.C. Pilgrim Co. in Oak Park, where she was a member

of the Million Dollar Club; and

WHEREAS, Bette Jordan was an accomplished writer,
publishing articles in the Chicago Tribune and, as a working

mother, was seen to be ahead of her time; and
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WHEREAS, Bette Jordan was a longtime member of River Forest
Presbyterian Church and was active 1in several charities,
including the Animal Care League and the Anti-Cruelty Society;

WHEREAS, Bette Jordan was preceded in death by her parents;
her husband, Forbes E. Jordan; her sister, Violet Rottschafer;

and her brother, Jack P. Kleinow; and

WHEREAS, Bette Jordan was the mother of Susan Jordan, Sally
Jordan, and Nancy Jordan; the grandmother of Sarah Rose Jordan
