Bulge; his company received a Presidential Citation for the
capture of 20,000 Germans in Southern France; he earned the
Purple Heart Medal with two Oak Leaf Clusters and received an
honorable discharge; he married Alice Johnson in 1945; he later

married Lucille Grace in 1963; and

WHEREAS, Augustine Circello's was with Hardee's
Restaurants since 1972 and was president of the 53rd Street
Hardee's restaurant; he was also president of the Tall Corn

Corporation in Davenport, Iowa; and

WHEREAS, In 2014, Augustine Circello participated in the
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28th Honor Flight of the Quad Cities and flew to Washington,

D.C. to visit the WWII Memorial; and

WHEREAS, Augustine Circello was preceded in death by his
wife, Lucille (Grace) Circello; his son, David Circello; his
brother, Frank Circello; and his sisters, Rosalie Posateri and

Frances Perry; and

WHEREAS, Augustine Circello is survived by his son, Steve
(Nancy) Circello; his brother, Joseph (Bobbe) Circello; his
