(2) Holds a master's or doctoral degree with a nmjor

whose course of study was approved or program was

accredited by the Council on Acadenic Accreditation in

Audi ol ogy and Speech- Language Pat hol ogy of the Anerican

Speech- Language- Heari ng Associ ation or its predecessor.

(3) Either (i) has conpleted a program of study

before July 1, 2002 that includes course work and

supervi sed clinical experience sufficient in breadth and

depth to denonstrate knowl edge and skills related to the

specific problens, nethods and procedures applicable to

students wth disabilities in a school setting serving

ages 3 through 21 or (ii) neets the content area

st andards for speech-| anguage pat hol ogi sts adopted by the

State Board of Education, in consultation with the State

Teachers Certificati on Board.

(4) Has successfully conpl et ed t he required

Illinois certification tests.

(5) Has paid the application fee required for

certification.

The provisions of this subsection (b) do not preclude the

issuance of a teaching certificate to a speech-I|anquage

pat hol ogi st who qualifies for such a certificate.

Except as provided in this Section, on or after January 1,
2002, no person shall performthe functions and duties of a

speech-| anguage pathology assistant wthout first applying

for and obtaining a license for that purpose from the
Depart nent .
(b) A person holding a reqular license to practice

speech-| anguage pathol ogy or audiology under the |aws of

anot her state, a territory of the United States, or the

District of Colunbia who has nmde application to t he

Depar t ment f or a license to practice speech-|anguage

pat hol ogy or audi ol ogy nay practice speech-| anguage pat hol ogy

or audiology without a license for 90 days fromthe date of

application or until disposition of the |license application

by the Departnent, whichever i s sooner, if the person (i)

Sec. 8.1. Temporary license. On and after January 1,

2004, a person who has net the requirenents of itens (a)

through (e) of Section 8 and i ntends to undertake supervised

pr of essi onal experience as a speech-| anquage pathol ogi st, as

requi red by subsection (f) of Section 8 and the rul es adopted

by the Departnent, nust first obtain a tenporary license from

the Departnent. A tenporary license may be issued by the

Departnent only to an applicant pursuing licensure as a

speech-| anguage pathologist in this State. A tenporary
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li cense shall be issued to an applicant upon receipt of the

required fee as set forth by rule and docunentation on forns

prescribed by the Departnment denpnstrating that a |icensed

speech-| anguage pathologist has aqreed to supervise the

pr of essi onal experience of the applicant. A tenporary license

shal | be issued for a period of 12 nonths and nay be renewed

only once for good cause shown.
