Sec. 2-3002. Counties wth population of l|ess than
3,000,000 and wth township formof governnent. By July 1,
1971, and each 10 years thereafter, the county board of each
county having a popul ation of |ess than 3,000, 000 i nhabitants
and the township form of governnment shall reapportion its
county so that each nenber of the county board represents the
same nunber of inhabitants. In reapportioning its county, the
county board shall first determne the size of the county
board to be el ected, which may consi st of not |less than 5 nor
more than 29 nenbers and may not exceed the size of the
county board in that county on GCctober 2, 1969. If a

referendum is passed under Section 2-3002.3, then the county

board shall use the nunber of county board nenbers set forth

in that referendum as the size of the county board. The

county board shall al so determ ne whet her board nenbers shal
be elected at large from the county or by county board
districts.

If the <chairman of the county board is to be el ected by
the voters in a county of less than 450,000 population as
provided in Section 2-3007, such chairman shall not be
counted as a nenber of the county board for the purpose of
the limtations on the size of a county board provided in
this Section.
