the foll ow ng courses:
(1) 41 three years of |anguage arts;
(2) 2- tw years of mathematics, one of which my
be related to conputer technol ogy;
(3) 3: one year of science;
(4) 4 tw years of social studies, of which at

| east one year mnmust be history of the United States or a

conbination of history of the United States and Anmerican

gover nnent ; and
(5) 5: One year chosen from (A) nusic, (B) art, (O
foreign |anguage, which shall be deened to include

Anerican Sign Language or (D) vocational education.

This amendatory Act of 1983 does not apply to pupils
entering the 9th grade in 1983-1984 school year and prior
school years or to students with disabilities whose course of
study is determi ned by an individualized education program

(b) As a prerequisite to receiving a high schoo

diplona, each pupil entering the 9th grade in the 2003-2004

school vyear or a subseguent school year nust, in addition to

other course requirenents, successfully conplete all of the
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foll owi ng courses:

(1) Four years of English.

(2) Three vears of mathenmtics, one of which nmay be

related to conputer technol ogy.

(3) Three years of science.

(4) Three vears of social studies, of which at

| east one year nust be history of the United States or a

conbi nation of history of the United States and Anerican

gover nnent .

(5 Two vears of a foreign |anquage, which is

deened to include Anerican Sign Lanquage.

(6) Two vears of fine arts, which may include one

vear of art or drafting and one year of nusic.

(7) Two years of physical education.

This anendatory Act of the 93rd General Assenbly does not

apply to pupils entering the 9th grade in the 2002-2003

school vyear or a prior school vyear or to students wth

disabilities whose course of study is determned by an

i ndi vi dual i zed educati on program
