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AMENDMENT TO SENATE BI LL 823

AVENDMENT NO. . Anmend Senate Bill 823 by replacing

everything after the enacting clause with the foll ow ng:

"Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the
Ast hma Control Council Act.

Section 5. Asthma Control Council.

(a) There is established an Asthma Control Council. It
shall consist of the Lieutenant Governor, who shall act as
Chair, the Director of Public Health, the Director of Human
Servi ces, t he Di rector of Publ i c Ai d, t he State
Superintendent of Education, or their designees, and 7 people
appointed by the Lieutenant Governor. The nenbers of the
Council shall serve wthout pay but may be reinbursed
necessary travel expenses.

(b) The Council shall organize itself and elect from
anong its nenbers other officers deened necessary.

(c) The Council shall adopt, by a mjority of the
menbers, witten recommendations for the control of and
mnimzation of asthma in Illinois within one year after the
effective date of this Act and submt its recommendations to

t he Governor and the General Assenbly.
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Section 10. The 1llinois Investnent and Devel opnent

Aut hority Act is anended by changing Section 15 as foll ows:

(20 ILCS 3820/ 15)

Sec. 15. Creation of Illinois Investnment and Devel opnent
Aut hority; nenbers.

(a) There 1is created a political subdivision, body
politic and corporate, to be known as the Illinois |Investnent
and Devel opnent Authority. The exercise by the Authority of
the powers conferred by law shall be an essential public
function. The governing powers of the Authority shall be
vested in a body consisting of 11 nenbers, including, as ex

officio nmenbers, the Li eutenant Governor, who shall act as

chair, the Comm ssioner of Banks and Real Estate and the
Director of Comrerce and Conmunity Affairs or their
desi gnees. The other 8 9 nenbers of the Authority shall be
appoi nted by the Governor, wth the advice and consent of the
Senate, and shall be designated "public nenbers”. The public
menbers shall include representatives from banks and other

private financial services industries, comunity devel opnent

finance experts, small Dbusiness developnment experts, and
other comunity | eaders. Not nore than 6 nenbers of the
Authority may be of the sane political party. The

Chat rperson--of--the--Authority--shall--be--dest gnat ed- by-the
Gover nor - from anpng- it s- publ i €- repber s-

(b) Six menbers of the Authority shall constitute a
quorum However, when a quorum of nenbers of the Authority is
physically present at the neeting site, other Authority
menbers may participate in and act at any neeting through the
use of a conference telephone or other commruni cati ons
equi pnent by neans of which all persons participating in the
nmeeti ng can hear each other. Participation in such neeting
shall <constitute attendance and presence in person at the

nmeeting of the person or persons so participating. Al
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official acts of the Authority shall require the approval of
at | east 5 nenbers.

(c) O the nenbers initially appointed by the Governor
pursuant to this Act, 3 shall serve until the third Mnday in
January, 2004, 3 shall serve wuntil the third Mnday in
January, 2005, and 3 shall serve until the third Monday in
January, 2006 and all shall serve until their successors are

appointed and qualified. O the 3 nenbers initially appointed

to serve until the third Monday in January, 2004, successors

shal | be appointed for only 2 of the nenmbers and the other

menber shall not be replaced after his or her term expires.

Al'l  successors shall hold office for a termof 3 years
commencing on the third Monday in January of the year in
which their term comences, except in case of an appoi nt nent
to fill a vacancy. Each nenber appointed under this Section
who is confirned by the Senate shall hold office during the
specified termand until his or her successor is appointed
and qualified. In case of vacancy in the office when the
Senate is not in session, the Governor may nmake a tenporary
appoi ntnent until the next neeting of the Senate, when the
Governor shall nom nate such person to fill the office, and
any person so nom nated who is confirned by the Senate, shal
hold his or her office during the remainder of the term and
until his or her successor is appointed and qualified.

(d) Menbers of the Authority shall not be entitled to
conpensation for their services as nenbers, but shall be
entitled to reinbursenent for all necessary expenses incurred
in connection wth the performance of their duties as
menbers.

(e) The Governor may renove any public nenber of the
Authority 1in case of inconpetency, neglect of duty, or
mal f easance in office, after service on the nenber of a copy
of the witten charges against himor her and an opportunity

to be publicly heard in person or by counsel in his or her
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own defense upon not |ess than 10 days noti ce.

Section 15. The Public UWilities Act is anended by

changing Section 16-111.1 as foll ows:

(220 |ILCS 5/16-111. 1)

Sec. 16-111.1. 1Illinois Cean Energy Community Trust.

(a) An electric utility which has sold or transferred
generating facilities in a transaction to which subsection
(k) of Section 16-111 applies is authorized to establish an
II'linois clean energy community trust or foundation for the
pur poses of providing financial support and assistance to
entities, public or private, wthin the State of Illinois
including, but not limted to, wunits of State and |ocal
gover nnment , educat i onal institutions, corporations, and
charit abl e, educat i onal , envi ronment al and communi ty
organi zations, for prograns and projects that benefit the
public by inproving energy efficiency, developing renewable
energy resources, supporting other energy related projects
that inprove the State's envi ronment al qual ity, and
supporting projects and prograns intended to preserve or
enhance the natural habitats and wldlife areas of the State.
Provi ded, however, that the trust or foundation funds shal
not be wused for the remedi ation of environnmentally inpaired
property. The trust or foundation may also assist in
i dentifying ot her ener gy and envi ronment al gr ant
opportunities.

(b) Such trust or foundation shall be governed by a
decl aration of trust or articles of incorporation and byl aws
whi ch shall, at a mninum provide that:

(1) The Lieutenant Governor shall be chairnman of

the Trust. There shall be 7 6 voting trustees of the

trust or foundation, one of whom shall be the Lieutenant
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Governor, one of whom shall be appointed by the Governor,
one of whom shall be appointed by the President of the
IIlinois Senate, one of whomshall be appointed by the
Mnority Leader of the Illinois Senate, one of whom shal
be appoi nted by the Speaker of +the |Illinois House of
Representatives, one of whomshall be appointed by the
Mnority Leader of the Illinois House of Representatives,
and one of whom shall be appointed by the electric
utility establishing the trust or foundation, provided
that the voting trustee appointed by the utility shall be
a representative of a recognized environnmental action
group selected by the wutility. The Governor shal
designate one of the 6 wvoting trustees to serve as
chai rman of the trust or foundation, who shall serve as
chairman of the trust or foundation at the pleasure of
the Governor. In addition, there shall be 4 non-voting
trustees, one of whom shall be appointed by the Director
of the Departnent of Conmmerce and Community Affairs, one
of whom shall be appointed by the D rector of the
I1'linois Environnental Protection Agency, one of whom
shall be appointed by the Director of the Departnment of
Nat ural Resources, and one of whom shall be appointed by
t he electric utility est abl i shing t he trust or
foundati on, provided t hat t he non-voting trustee
appointed by the utility shall bring financial expertise
to the trust or foundation and shall have appropriate
credentials therefor.

(2) Al wvoting trustees and the non-voting trustee
W th financi al expertise shal | be entitled to
conpensation for their services as trustees, provided,
however, that no nenber of the General Assenbly and no
enpl oyee of the electric utility establishing the trust
or foundation serving as a voting trustee shall receive

any conpensation for his or her services as a trustee,
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and provided further that the conpensation to the
chairman of the trust shall not exceed $25,000 annually
and the conpensation to any other trustee shall not
exceed $20,000 annually. Al trustees shall be entitled
to reinbursenent for reasonable expenses incurred on
behal f of the trust in the performance of their duties as
trustees. All such conpensation and rei nbursenents shal
be paid out of the trust.

(3) Trustees shall be appointed within 30 days
after the <creation of the trust or foundation and shal
serve for a termof 5 years commencing upon the date of
their respective appointnents, until their respective
successors are appointed and qualifi ed.

(4) A vacancy in the office of trustee shall be
filled by the person holding the office responsible for
appoi nting the trustee whose death or resignation creates
t he vacancy, and a trustee appointed to fill a vacancy
shall serve the remainder of the termof the trustee
whose resignation or death created the vacancy.

(5 The trust or foundati on shal | have an
indefinite term and shall termnate at such tine as no
trust assets renmain.

(6) The trust or foundation shall be funded in the
m ni mum anount of $250, 000,000, with the allocation and
di sbursenent of funds for the various purposes for which
the trust or foundation is established to be determ ned
by the trustees in accordance wth the declaration of
trust or the articles of incorporation and byl aws;
provi ded, however, that this anount nay be reduced by up
to $25,000,000 if, at the time the trust or foundation is
funded, a corresponding anobunt 1is contributed by the
electric wutility establishing the trust or foundation to
the Board of Trustees of Southern Illinois University for

t he purpose of funding prograns or projects related to
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clean coal and provided further that $25, 000,000 of the
anount contributed to the trust or foundation shall be
available to fund progranms or projects related to clean
coal .

(7) The trust or foundation shall be authorized to
enploy an executive director and other enployees, to
enter into | eases, contracts and other obligations on
behalf of the trust or foundation, and to incur expenses
that the trustees deem necessary or appropriate for the
fulfillment of the purposes for which the trust or
foundation 1is established, provided, however, t hat
salaries and admnistrative expenses incurred on behalf
of the trust or foundation shall not exceed $500,000 in
the first fiscal year after the trust or foundation is
establi shed and shall not exceed $1,000,000 in each
subsequent fiscal year

(8 The trustees may create and appoi nt advisory
boards or conm ttees to assi st them wth t he
admnistration of the trust or foundation, and to advise
and make recommendat i ons to them regarding t he
contribution and disbursenment of the trust or foundation
f unds.

(c)(1) In addition to the allocation and di sbursenent of
funds for the purposes set forth in subsection (a) of
this Section, the trustees of the trust or foundation
shal |l annually contribute funds in anmounts set forth in
subparagraph (2) of this subsection to the Ctizens
Uility Board created by the Ctizens Uility Board Act;
provi ded, however, that any such funds shall be used
solely for the representation of the interests of utility
consuners before the Illinois Comerce Conm ssion, the
Federal Energy Regulatory Comm ssion, and the Federal
Communi cations Conm ssion and for the provision of

consuner education on utility service and prices and on
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benefits and nethods of energy conservation. Provided,
however, that no part of such funds shall be used to
support (i) any |obbying activity, (ii) activities
rel ated to fundraising, (iii) advertising or other
mar keting efforts regarding a particular utility, or (iv)
solicitation of support for, or advocacy of, a particular
position regarding any specific utility or a wutility's
docket ed proceedi ng.

(2) In the calendar year in which the trust or
foundation is first funded, the trustees shall contribute
$1,000,000 to the Citizens UWility Board within 60 days

after such trust or foundation is established; provided,

however, that such contribution shall be nade after
Decenber 31, 1999. In each of the 6 calendar years
subsequent to the first contribution, if the trust or

foundation is in existence, the trustees shall contribute
to the CGtizens Uility Board an anount equal to the
total expenditures by such organization in the prior
cal endar year, as set forth in the report filed by the
Citizens Uility Board with the chairman of such trust or
foundation as required by subparagraph (3) of this
subsection. Such subsequent contributions shall be mde
within 30 days of submission by the Ctizens UWility
Board of such report to the Chairman of the trust or
foundation, but in no event shall any annual contribution
by the trustees to the Ctizens UWility Board exceed
$1, 000, 000. Follow ng such 7-year period, an |Illinois
statutory consunmer protection agency nmay petition the
t rust or f oundati on for contributions to fund
expenditures of the type identified in paragraph (1), but
in no event shall annual contributions by the trust or
foundati on for such expenditures exceed $1, 000, 000.

(3) The GCitizens Uility Board shall file a report

with the chai rman of such trust or foundation for each
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year in which it expends any funds received fromthe
trust or foundation setting forth the anmount of any
expenditures (regardless of the source of funds for such
expenditures) for: (i) the representation of t he
interests of wutility consumers before the |Illinois
Commerce Conmm ssion, the Federal Ener gy Regul at ory
Comm ssion, and the Federal Conmmunications Conmm ssion,
and (ii) the provision of consuner education on wutility
service and prices and on benefits and nmet hods of energy
conservation. Such report shall separately state the
t ot al anount of expenditures for the purposes or
activities identified by items (i) and (ii) of this
par agraph, the nanme and address of the external recipient
of any such expenditure, if applicable, and the specific
pur poses or activities (including internal purposes or
activities) for which each expenditure was nade. Any
report required by this subsection shall be filed wth
the chairman of such trust or foundation no later than
March 31 of the year immediately following the year for
whi ch the report is required.

Section 20. The Il1linois Community Devel opnent Fi nance

Corporation Act is anended by changing Section 2 as foll ows:

(315 ILCS 15/2) (fromCh. 67 1/2, par. 712)

Sec. 2. There is hereby created a body politic and
corporate to be known as the Illinois Community Devel opnent
Fi nance Corporation or CDFC.

The Corporation shall consist of 9 directors, one of whom

shall be the Lieutenant Governor btrector--of--Conneree--and

Comrunity--Affairs or his or her designee who shall serve as

chai rman. The Governor shall appoint the remaining 8 nenbers

and these appointees nust possess experience in business,
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| abor, managenent , finance, or comuni ty econoni ¢
devel opnent . Menbership in a CDC wll not preclude
appoi ntnent as a Director, but neither shall such nenbership
be a prerequisite for appoi ntnent. Each nmenber appointed by
t he Governor shall serve a termof 5 years, except that in
making his initial appointnents the Governor shall appoint
one nenber to serve for a termof one year, one nenber to
serve for a term of 2 vyears, one nenber for a termof 3
years, 2 nenbers for a termof 4 years, and one nenber for a
term of 5 years. The additional nenber appointed by the
Governor pursuant to this anendatory Act of the 91st Ceneral
Assenbly shall serve for an initial term of 2 years;
thereafter, each such nmenber shall serve for atermof 5
years as in the case of the other nenbers.

Any person appointed to fill a vacancy in the office of a
menber shall be appointed in a |ike manner and shall serve

for only the unexpired term Any nenber shall be eligible for

r eappoi nt nent . Any menber may be renmoved from his
appointnent by the Governor only for good cause. The
directors shall annually elect one of their nenbers as

vi ce-chairman and designate a secretary-treasurer who need
not be a nenber of the board. The secretary-treasurer shal
keep a record of the proceedi ngs of the corporation and shal
be the custodian of all books, docunents, and papers filed
with the corporation, the m nute books of the corporation and
of its official seal.

Five of the directors of the corporation shall constitute
a quorumand 5 affirmative votes shall be necessary for the
transaction of business or the exercise of any power or
function of the corporation. Each director shall be entitled
to reinbursenent for his actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of his official duties.

The corporation may contract with or otherw se deal with

any public nonprofit comunity developnment corporation or
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cooperative organized to carry out the purposes of this Act
of which any director of the corporation is also a nenber or
officer, provided that such interest is disclosed in advance
to menbers of the board and recorded in the mnutes of the
corporation and provided further that no director having such
a financial interest my participate in any decision
af fecting such transacti on.

The president of the corporation shall be appointed and
his salary established by the board of directors. The
presi dent shall be the chief admnistrative and operational
officer of the <corporation and shall direct and supervise
admnistrative affairs and the general managenent of the
cor porati on. The president may enpl oy such ot her enpl oyees
as shall be designated by the board of directors, shal
attend neetings of the board of directors, shall cause copies
to be made of all mnutes and other records and docunments of
the corporation and shall certify that such copies are true
copies, and all persons dealing with the corporation may rely
upon such certification.
