"Section 5. The Illinois Horse Meat Act is anended by

addi ng Section 1.5 and changi ng Section 14 as foll ows:

Sec. 1.5. Meat for hunmn consunpti on.

(a) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, it is

unl awful for any person to slaughter a horse if that person

knows or should know that any of the horse neat will be used

for hunan consunpti on.

(b) Notwi thstandi ng any other provision of |aw, it is

unl awful for any person to possess, to inport into or export

fromthis State, or to sell, buy, qgive away, hold, or accept

any horse with the intent of slaughtering that horse if that

person knows or should know that any of the horse nmeat wll

be used for hunan consunpti on.

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, it is
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unl awful for any person to possess, to inport into or export

from this State, or to sell, buy, qgive away, hold, or accept

any horse neat if that person knows or should know that the

horse neat will be used for hunman consunpti on

Sec. 14. Horse neat labeled as such in hernetically
sealed containers and regi stered under t he I11inois
Commercial Feed Act of 1961 is excluded fromthe provisions
of this Act. Horse neat prepared in federally inspected
plants Jlocated in the State of Illinois, for sale outside of
the State of Illinois, is excluded from the provisions,

except for Section 1.5, of this Act.

Sec. 2. 1.

Wen in the interest of the general public and in the
opinion of the Departnment of Agriculture it 1is deened
advi sabl e, the Departnent has authority to quarantine or
restrict any and all aninmals intended for human consunption
t hat contain poi sonous or del eterious substances which my
render neat or neat products or poultry or poultry products
fromsuch animals or poultry injurious to health; except 1in
case the quantity of such substances in such animal s does not
ordinarily render neat or neat products or poultry or poultry
products from such animals injurious to health.

The Department or its duly authorized agent shal
i nvestigate or cause to be investigated all cases where it
has reason to believe that animals intended for human

consunption are cont am nat ed W th any poi sonous or
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del et eri ous substance which may render themunfit for human
consunpti on.

The Departnent or its duly designated agent in performng
the duties vested in it under this Act is enpowered to enter
any prem ses, barns, stables, sheds, or other places for the
pur poses of adm nistering this Act.

The Departnent may allow the sale or transfer of aninals
under quarantine or restriction subject to reasonable rules
and regul ations as nmay be prescribed.

For the purposes of this Act, the term"Animal" neans
cattle, calves, sheep, sw ne, herses;-nules- or - ot her - egut dae;
goats, poultry and any other animl which can be or may be
used in and for neat or poultry or their products for human
consunpti on.

Section 15. The Humane Sl aughter of Livestock Act s

anended by changi ng Section 2 as foll ows:

(510 ILCS 75/2) (from Ch. 8, par. 229.52)

Sec. 2. As used in this Act:

(1) "Director” mneans the Director of the Departnent of
Agriculture of the State of Illinois.

(2) "Person" means any i ndi vi dual part ner shi p,
corporation, or association doing business in this State, in
whol e or in part.

(3) "Slaughterer"” neans any person regularly engaged in
the commercial slaughtering of |ivestock.

(4) "Livestock™ neans cattle, calves, sheep, sw ne,
horses, mules, goats, and any other animal which can or may
be used in and for the preparation of nmeat or neat products

for consunption by human beings or animals. "Livestock",

however, does not include horses, nules, or other equidae to

be used in and for the preparation of neat or neat products
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for consumpti on by hunman beings, which is prohibited under

Section 1.5 of the Illinois Horse Meat Act.

(5) "Packer"™ nmeans any person engaged in the business of
sl aughtering or manufacturing or otherw se preparing neat or
meat products for sale, either by such person or others; or
of manufacturing or preparing livestock products for sale by
such person or others.

(6) "Humane nethod" neans either (a) a nethod whereby
the animal is rendered insensible to pain by gunshot or by
mechani cal, electrical, chem cal or other neans that is rapid
and effective, before being shackled, hoisted, thrown, cast
or cut; or (b) a nmethod in accordance wth ritual
requi renents of the Jewish faith or any other religious faith
whereby the animal suffers |oss of consciousness by anem a of
the brain caused by the sinultaneous and instantaneous
severance of the carotid arteries with a sharp instrunment.
