15 an error-free voucher for payment of a vendor's bill or invoice

16 for goods or services from a State agency, the Comptroller must
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approve or deny the wvoucher. If the voucher is approved, the

Comptroller shall immediately post the transaction to the

Statewide Accounting Management System. Within 2 business days

after approval of a voucher, the Comptroller shall post the

payment transaction or the accounts payable transaction in

aggregate for vouchers pavable from the General Funds on the

Comptroller's website.
