Section 5. The Departnent of Public Health Powers and
Duties Law of the Civil Adm nistrative Code of Illinois is

anended by addi ng Section 2310-371 as foll ows:

Sec. 2310-371. (Obesity Study and Preventi on Fund.

(a) Findings and declarations. The General Assenbly

finds and declares the foll ow ng:

(1) that obesity is a serious nedical pr obl em

affecting up to one-third of all Anericans;

(2) that obesity is known to cause or exacerbate a

nunber of serious disorders including hypert ensi on,

dysli pi dem a, cardi ovascul ar di sease, di abet es,

respiratory dysfunction, gout, and osteoarthritis;

(3) that nearly 80% of patients wth diabetes

mellitus are obese;

(4 that nearly 70% of di agnosed cases of

cardi ovascul ar di sease are related to obesity; and

(5) that obesity ranks second only to snpking as a

preventabl e cause of death, wth sone 300,000 deaths

annual ly attributable to obesity.

(b) Definition of "obesity". In this Section, "obesity"

means the termas it is defined by the National Institutes of

Health including, but not limted to, the condition in which

a person's body nmass index is at |least 30 kilograns per neter

squared, or the condition in which a person's body nmass i ndex

is at least 27 Kkilograns per nmeter squared and the person

suffers fromone or nore of the following conditions or

di seases: (i) type Il diabetes:; (ii) inpaired glucose
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tolerance; (iii) hyperinsulinem a; (iv) dyslipidem a; (v)

hypert ensi on; (vi) car di ovascul ar di sease; (vii)

cerebrovascul ar di sease; (viii) osteoarthritis of the hips or

knees: (ix) sleep apnea; (x) gastric reflux disease; or (xi)

gal | bl adder di sease.

(c) Data collection and report to the General Assenbly.

(1) Subject to appropriation, the Departnent, or

its designee, shall sanple and collect data on individual

cases where obesity is being actively treated and anal yze

that data in order to evaluate the inpact of treating

obesity. The data collection and analysis shall include

the following: (i) the effectiveness of existing nethods

for treating or preventi ng obesity: (ii) t he

effectiveness of alternate nmethods for treating or

preventing obesity; (iii) the fiscal inpact of treating

or preventing obesity: (iv) t he conpli ance and

cooperation of patients with various nethods of treating

or preventing obesity; and (v) any reduction in serious

medi cal problens associated wth diabetes that result

fromtreating or preventing obesity.

(2) After conpletion of the data collection, the

Departnent shall submt a report and supporting naterials

to the General Assenbly by March 1, 2005.

(d) Onesity Study and Prevention Fund. The besity Study

and Prevention Fund is established in the State treasury.

Moneys in the Fund shall be earnarked for wuse by the

Departnment to conduct or support research regardi ng obesity

and shall be expended in accordance with the provisions of

this Section. Any Fund balance remmnining at the end of a

fiscal year shall be carried forward into the next fisca

vear. |l ncone accruing on investnents and deposits of the Fund

shall be deposited into the Fund. Mneys in the Fund shall be

i nvested by the Treasurer and adm ni stered by the Director of

the Departnment of Public Health.
