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AN ACT in relation to educati on.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by adding Section

2-3.250 as foll ows:

(105 ILCS 5/ 2-3.250 new)

Sec. 2-3.250. Regi strati on and recogniti on of non-public

el enentary and secondary school s.

(a) Findings. The General Assenbly finds and decl ares

(i) that the Constitution of the State of Illinois provides

that a "fundanental goal of the People of the State is the

educati onal devel opnent of all persons to the limts of their

capacities" and (ii) that the educational devel opnent of

every school student serves the public purposes of the State.

In order to ensure that all Illinois students and teachers
have the opportunity to enroll and work in State-approved
educati onal institutions and prograns, the State Board of

Educati on shall provide for the voluntary regqgistration and

recognition of non-public elenentary and secondary school s.

(b) Reqgistration. Al non-public el enentary and

secondary schools in the State of Illinois may voluntarily

register with the State Board of Education on an annual

basis. Registration shall be conpleted in conformance wth

procedures prescribed by the State Board of Education.

| nformati on required f or regi stration shal | i ncl ude

assurances of conpliance (i) wth federal and State | aws

regarding health exam nation and immnization, attendance,

| engt h of term and nondiscrimnation and (ii) wth

applicable fire and health safety requirenents.

(c) Recognition. Al non- public el enentary and

secondary schools in the State of Illinois may voluntarily
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seek the status of "Non-public School Recognition" fromthe

State Board of Education. This status nay be obtained by

conpli ance with adm ni strative qui del i nes and review

procedures as prescribed by the State Board of Education. The

qui del i nes and procedures nust recognize that sone of the

aine and the financi al bases of non-public schools are

different frompublic schools and will not be identical to

those for public schools, nor will they be nore burdensone.

The quidelines and procedures nust also recognize t he

diversity of non-public schools and shall not inmpi nge upon

t he noneducati onal rel ationshi ps between those schools and

their clientele.

(d) Public purposes. The provisions of this Section are

in the public interest, for the public benefit, and serve

secul ar public purposes.

(e) Definition. For purposes of this Secti on, a

non-public school means any non-profit, non-hone-based, and

non-public elenentary or secondary school that i s in

conpliance with Title VI of the CGvil R ghts Act of 1964 and

attendance at which satisfies the requirenents of Section

26-1 of this Code.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becom ng | aw.
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
