run out by this amount. There was no lapse; therefore, the
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court of <claims by law cannot give the award but what we'lve
been having them do and what they did in this case is give us
an advisory opinion that the work was, in fact, perfornmed,
performed within the contract terms, and atsent the jurisdic-
tional issue there could have been a court of claims award
and they recommended the payment. That's a new system we've
developed for these kind of cases sc they can act as a buffer
for us to bes a fact finder and that's what they did in this
case.
