House Bill 180 anends the Vehicle
Code and the Code of Corrections. It requires a driver to take
certain precautions when approaching a stationary authorized
enmergency vehicle that is displaying flashing warning lights. The
bill originated when a Chicago firefighter, Scott Gllen, was
killed while working at the scene of an accident on the Bishop
Ford Freeway. Specifically, the bill provi des t hat when
approaching a stationary energency vehicle displaying flashing
lights, the person driving the approaching vehicle nust proceed
with caution, and if on aroad with two |anes of traffic in the
sanme direction, change lanes into the lane which is not adjacent
to the energency vehicle or proceed with caution and reduce speed
i f changing | anes woul d be inpossible or unsafe. A violator could
be fined up to ten thousand dollars. And in addition to any other
penalty, if the violation resulted in property damge, the
person's driving privileges could be suspended for a period of
bet ween three nonths and one year, and if the violation results in

a personal injury, the suspension could be between a hundred and

eighty days and two years. |If the violation results in a death,
t he suspension would be for two years. | know of no opposition.
The bill passed out of the House with a vote of 113 to not hi ng,

and | would be happy to answer any questions there mght...

This |legislation was brought
to my attention last fall by a State trooper fromny area who was
-- who told ne that it's a big deal for the truckers out there to
get as close as they can to a trooper who's pulled over sonebody
and literally blow their hat off their head. That -- that's the
ultimate that a trucker can have, is a trooper on the side of the
road and blow the hat off of the trooper's head. This guy -- ny
guy, this trooper in ny area, has literally junped over <cars to
get out of the way of trucks who' ve nmade their way down the -- the
shoulder and tried to create problens for our State police.

SENATOR OBAMA:

Well, thank you, Senator Petka, but -- but | guess that
doesn't alleviate my concerns, in -- in part, for precisely the
reason that you point out. |If you look at the |list of aggravating

factors that we al ready have, one of themis, as you stated, that

the nmurder was conmmtted in a cold, calculated and preneditated

manner pursuant to a preconceived plan. If you're correct,
Senator Petka, that, in fact, that is an -- that is sonething that
is -- is an appropriate standard for an aggravating factor, it

strikes ne that if a nmurder was carried out in furtherance of any
crimnal activity, including gang activity, that, in fact, this
woul d be nore than sufficient to cover the situation. VWhat |'m
concerned about 1is for wus to single out, quote, unquote, "gang

activity" as a -- as a standard that is different from activity
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involving all kinds of other crimnal conduct. And it's -- it just
strikes me that -- that part of what |'m concerned about when

see the words -- particularly given the original bill that -- that
stated that gang status, in and of itself, was a potential
aggravating factor, what |I'mconcerned about is that we use this
term "gang activity" as a mechanism to t ar get particul ar
nei ghbor hoods, particular individuals for, admttedly, heinous
crimes that | think need to be punished to the fullest extent of
the law irrespective of where they happen and irrespective of the
particular crimnal body that they're working with. So, because |
think that the current situation of the fifteen-year-old that you
di scussed coul d have been covered under this provision that you
read and because |'m concerned about us -- us targeting particular

nei ghbor hoods or particular types of individuals for enhancenents

as opposed to others, I'm-- [|I'm probably going to be voting
Present on this bill. And -- and I would suggest -- | would just
like to make one last point. | think it's problematic for us to

continually pass crimnal |aws based on anecdote. Each and every
time we have one, single situation where the prosecutor, | guess,
doesn't get what he wants, we end up com ng down here and passing
a law, which is part of the reason why we've got a Crimnal Code
that's rife wth contradictions. And it seems to nme that we
al ready have sufficient laws on the books to deal with these kinds
of situations. And -- and for those who support the death
penalty, anytime that sonebody, in a -- ina--ina-- the
fashion that you described in Senator Mendoza's district, carries
out these -- these heinous crines, | think they can, in fact, be
dealt with in the appropriate fashion.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Furt her discussion? Senator Petka.
SENATOR PETKA:

Thank you, Madam President. And if | just may -- respond
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briefly to the prior speaker. | -- | have to say, I'm-- |I'm
somewhat surprised that he would be concerned about us going out
after organized gangs. W spent, here in this Body, three weeks
over Christmas vacation dealing wth situation involving the
transportation and possession of firearns, and recurrently, the --
the speeches on the Senate Floor dealt with the need to take
firearms out of the hands of gangbangers. W now have gangbangers
who are using firearnms to kill people. And what we are suggesting
by this legislation is that when we, in fact, have gang nenbers
who have taken the lawinto their hands, as it exists, and sinply
kill people for no reason, to further the activities of a gang,
sonething that this Legislature has had a series of public policy
pronouncenents over the | ast decade as being sonething that is not
a desirable elenment in society, | think that it 1is J ust
appropriate that the punishnment fit the nature of the crinme and
especially so if it is a nenber of a -- of an organized street
gang.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Cbana.
SENATOR OBAMA:

| -- 1 apologize for rising again, but I -- | just need, |
think, to clarify sonmething, Senator Petka. | don't think that
it's fair to characterize ny comments as saying that |'ve got a
problemw th us dealing with street gangs. Al right? I--
have street gangs in ny comunity that -- and -- and we are
working diligently to try to deal wwth them and 99.9 percent of
the legislation that cones dowmn here that is on the books to -- to
get tough on gangs |'m supportive of, and | think that's true for
nost of the crimnal bills that cone up in Judiciary. Wat | am
concerned about is a particular and narrow concern, and that is,
is that when we apply the ultimate penalty - that's the death

penalty - that we nmake sure that we are applying it in a uniform
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fashi on across the board, that there's no -- no intimation, at any
poi nt, that one person who conmts a terrible crine is going to
get one treatnent and anot her person who gets -- conmts that sanme
crime is going to get a less severe treatnent. And ny concern,
specifically in this situation, is if a individual shoots sonebody
and kills them let's say because of a -- an argunent on the
street, that they, potentially, are not eligible for the death
penalty. |If that sane person gets in that sane argunment and
shoots that person on the street and kills them but that other
person happens to be a nenber of a -- a street gang and the
perpetrator happens to be a nenber of a rival street gang, that
sonehow, now, they mght get a different penalty than that sane
murderer in the other context. That's what's problematic. |
think that if we're going to apply the death penalty, we better
make sure that it's absolutely uniformacross the board. That's

the particular concern that |'ve raised, and I want to mnmake sure

that it's in the record that nmy -- ny objections are not to us
trying to deal with the street gang problemon -- that -- that
exists in Chicago and el sewhere in -- in the State.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Furt her discussion? Senator PetKka.
SENATOR PETKA:

The distinction pointed out by the distinguished Senator is a
distinction without a difference. Under current law, if the -- if
a person who's out on the street is victimzedina--in -- by,
for exanple, an arned robbery where they may take their coat or
their shoes or -- or -- or their wallet and they kill him they
would be eligible for the death penalty. If -- if it was sinply
unprovoked random shooting, they would not be eligible for the
death penalty. In -- in this instance, Senator, what we are
suggesting is that if you are a nenber of an organized gang and

you are furthering gang activities, that that should have the sane
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status as if you were robbing the individual and then nurdering
hi m
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Furt her discussion? Senator del Valle.
SENATOR dEL VALLE:

Thank you, Madam Chair. A couple of quick questions for the
sponsor .

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

He indicates he'll yield.

SENATOR dEL VALLE:

Senator, I'm-- I'mtrying to, in ny owmn mnd, get this clear.
You talked about organized gangs. Wuld this apply to organi zed
crime also, sonmeone who is nurdered in the furtherance of
activities of organized crinme? Oganized crine is all over, also.
In my mnd, organized crinme operate |like gangs. They're involved
in -- in--in crimnal activities. So, would the death penalty
al so apply to organized crinme, and is organized crinme specifically
mentioned in the Section where we would be putting gangs?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Pet ka.

SENATOR PETKA:

Senator, the definition for organized gangs is -- is the sane
that is wunder the Omibus Oganized Street Gang Terrori sm Act
{sic} (Streetgang Terrori sm Omi bus Prevention Act) that we' ve had
on the books for ten or twelve years. Under the circunstance that
you' ve made reference to as far as organi zed crine, the |ikelihood
is that the individuals woul d be charged under a contract nurder
which also is that they would be eligible for the death penalty.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or del Valle.

SENATOR dEL VALLE:

[ didn't nention contract nurders. | want to know if
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organi zed crinme, just |ike organi zed gangs, woul d be covered under
t hi s?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Senat or Pet ka.
SENATOR PETKA:
The answer is yes, that they would be eligible.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Further discussion? Senator Hendon. Onh, |I'msorry. Senator
del Valle.
SENATOR dEL VALLE:

One nore quick question. Now, in -- in -- in Representative
Mendoza's district and -- and in ny district, we've had situations
wher e busi nesspeopl e, conpany owners, have know ngly exposed their
enpl oyees to dangerous chemcals. These are workers. 1've had
bills in the past to establish penalties for those individuals.
Those bills have -- have been rejected by your side of the aisle.
I n your opinion, would an individual who know ngly, as the head of
a conpany, exposes their enployees to dangerous chem cal s and that
exposure leads to death of those individuals, should t hat
corporate owner, then, be eligible for the death penalty?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Pet ka.

SENATOR PETKA:

Senator, the aggravating factors that are -- are traced out
under Illinois law, and this would be the twentieth, involve an
intentional act, an intention to kill. I'm-- I"mnot so sure
that they would be -- the fact that they knew about sonmething 1is

not the sane thing that they intended to do what they -- they --
they intended the -- the consequences of their action. So ny
answer woul d be no.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Furt her di scussion? Senator Hendon.
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SENATOR HENDON:

Thank you -- thank you, Madam President. WII the sponsor
yi el d?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
| ndi cates he will.
SENATOR HENDON:

Senat or Petka, | apologize. | nust have m ssed sonet hing.
was wondering why you were carrying debate instead of Senator
Munoz. Can you explain that?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Pet ka.

SENATOR PETKA:

Senator, the -- the amendnent that was on this bill -- when it
canme over, even though Senator Munoz is the sponsor, it was ny
amendnment. And he is...

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Hendon.

SENATOR HENDON:

Ckay. | was -- | was just concerned because | wanted to nake
sure that Senator Munoz's original intent was still intact wth
your anmendment. Could -- would Senator Minoz care to respond?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Munoz.
SENATOR MUNQZ:

That's correct, Senator Hendon.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Hendon.
SENATOR HENDON:

Then, Senator Minoz, are you in agreenent, then, that a gang
menber could be targeted but not a menber of a drug cartel?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Munoz.
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SENATOR MUNCZ:

That's possible, Senator. But you have to -- with the bill,
for them to be proven guilty, when a prosecutor takes this
legislation intact, it's -- gang related. |If a gang nenber cones
up to another person and shoots them a known gang nenber that's
been on the -- has a nunmerous record, it's totally different,
then, froma drug cartel, totally different, then, froman average
citizen.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Hendon.

SENATOR HENDON:

Well, wouldn't you agree that a nenber of a gang {sic} cartel
coul d be even nore dangerous than a nenber of a street gang,
because that nenber of the drug cartel is bringing in poisonous
narcotics that are killing our children?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Munoz.

SENATOR MUNCZ:

That's correct, Senator. Drug cartels can be nore dangerous
than the average street gang, but keep in mnd, when a drug cartel
goes into action and makes a hit, they normally do it
professionally. \Wereas, you have the street gang nenbers that --
t he ol der guys that know that they have -- already have a numerous
crimnal history, they will go ahead and get the younger Kkids to
go out and perform such an act, commtting death, whatever the
case may be, to get their point across.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Hendon.

SENATOR HENDON:

So are you saying nurder, when done professionally -- a
murderer who is professional in -- in their talent should get a
better break than some poor kid on -- on the street?
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PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Senat or Munoz.
SENATOR MUNQZ:
No, Senator, that's not the intent of this bill.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Senat or Hendon.
SENATOR HENDON:
wll, I -- 1 -- 1 thought I heard you say that because a

menber of the drug cartel is professional in their art of nurder,

that they would not qualify under this bill. Let nme ask you
anot her questi on. What about a -- a -- a terrorist? And what
we're trying to get to - | want everyone to understand - 1is that
this bill, unfortunately, targets one group. One group. It does

not target organi zed crinme. You' ve said yourself drug cartel --
it was alnmost as if it was acceptabl e because they nmurder with --
with profession and with art and precision, that they not be
targeted, but that a young kid in -- in the street in your
nei ghbor hood and in ny nei ghborhood would be eligible for the
death penalty, and | just think that that's -- that's wong.
That's discrimnation. That's selective enforcenent of the I|aw
Lastly, and I'll conclude with this, I -- 1 -- I"mjust concerned
that with all the m stakes that have been applied by this State
and all the people that have been proven to be not guilty who were
on death row, that you would be so willing to go forward with a
program and trust the systemwhich has failed in the past, and
trust sonme prosecutors who have failed in the past, and | aw
enforcenent people, to not send an innocent person to death row
because they say that that young person's in a gang. They could
have been twelve, thirteen or fourteen years old when they were
affiliated wth a gang and have totally turned their |ives around,
but that stigma wll <carry them the rest of their life. And

according to this legislation, they could be given the death
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penalty. And | -- and | just think that it's wong.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Pet ka.
SENATOR PETKA:

Just to respond to the | ast speaker. Wen | first cane to the
House in -- | believe it was in 1989, | sponsored | egislation
which is now the law that deals with giving the death penalty to
individuals who are part of a drug conspiracy in which a nurder
has been commtted. So it covers the situation that the |ast
speaker spoke to. In addition, | believe that the -- the conment
t hat Senat or Munoz nade about drug cartels not being eligible for
the death penalty has been taken out of context. |If they fit the
definition of an organi zed gang underneath the Omi bus Streetgang
TerrorismAct {sic}, they would be eligible, and it would be up to
the prosecutor to prove beyond a reasonabl e doubt that that was
t he case.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

WCS-TV requests per m ssi on to videotape t he Senat e
pr oceedi ngs. s leave granted? Leave is granted. Senator --
further discussion? Senator Em | Jones.

SENATOR E. JONES:

Yeah. Thank you, Madam President. WII the sponsor vyield?
Senator Munoz. Wien we tal k about individuals affiliated with
gangs, could you give us exanple in Cook County where gangs are
| ocat ed? Are gangs throughout the area of Cook County? Gang
menber s?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Munoz.

SENATOR MUNQZ:

Most definitely, Senator. Pretty nuch the entire Cty and now

you have 'emon the outlying portions of the City and nost of the

suburbs, where they're going out and try to take control out
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there, as well.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Senat or Jones.
SENATOR E. JONES:
Well, if there are gangs throughout Cook County and other
parts of the State, and if they are dealing in -- wth drugs and

so forth - and |I've been reading reports about drugs anongst --

wel |, young people in high school - would you say that, be it the
northern suburbs, the western suburbs, that they -- all these
i ndi vidual s who have these drugs -- they get 'em sone sort of way,

right? So is that as a result of gang activity? How do they get
t hose drugs?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)
Senat or Munoz.
SENATOR MUNQZ:

Well, drugs is a wide spread, Senator. As how they get 'em
there's a nunber of individuals that go out and seek certain areas
which aren't there yet and give "emto the kids, primarily high
school students, to get "em enticed, to get 'em hooked, and,
therefore, that's where the spread starts. But keep in mnd, this
bill is not affiliated with the drugs. W're tal king about, this
-- Is for the gangs.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Jones.

SENATOR E. JONES:

Vll, what -- what disturbs nme, and to the bill, is sinply
this here, and | =-- | wasn't here | ast week, but | had read a
report or a study as it relate to young people being tried as an
adul t . Well, what was so shocking about that report is that it
was just black and Hi spanic youngsters being tried in our court
system as -- as adults. 1've had the opportunity to visit the

juvenile detention center many tines, and you would think -- out
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of a population that averages anywhere fromfive to six hundred
per nonth, and it is predom nately black and Hispanic youngsters
for the entire Cook County. And I'mconcerned, Senator Petka,
about the application of the law. Is the -- are certain areas
just Dbeing targeted as such? And you -- you're -- you're in |aw
enforcenent. And what |'msaying to you, are certain groups just
being targeted? 'Cause all the studies indicate that your suburbs
have just as nuch drugs - nore sonetines - than you have in the --
in the Cty. But they do not -- the young people, thirteen,
fourteen, | don't see "emat the juvenile detention center. What
happens to thenf

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Munoz.

SENATOR MUNQOZ:

First of all, to your first question, Senator, wth regards to
trying kids as adults, has nothing to do with the bill. And
second of all, sir, the bill just mainly states for the gangs, as
-- as nentioned. You're talking about the City and -- and we're

targeting certain peoples or certain racial or whatever the case
may be. This bill is intended for hard-core crimnal killers that
go out there and prey, whether it be on kids, whether it be on
seniors, and they are gang nenbers. That's what the bill is
intended for. And so many tines, yes, crinme does happen nostly,
as they say, in mmnority communities. Vell, | have it in ny
district. And it's Mexican-Anericans killing Mexican-Anericans.
And that's a real shame, and that's where it needs to stop
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Jones.
SENATOR E. JONES:

Well, this is not for a response, but let's deal with reality.
And the reality is that, sure, there are gangs in your comunity,

maybe crinme. But we're talking about application to the |aw
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equally enforced throughout the State of Illinois, not selective
enforcenment. And when you tal k about selective enforcenent, you
only talk about a certain area. |If that were the case, Senator
Munoz, if that were the case, if youngsters are running in drugs,
comm tting crinmes t hroughout Cook County, then those sane
individuals, | would see themat the juvenile detention center.
But the prosecutors and | aw enforcenment -- if you happen to conme
fromthe northwest side, maybe sone parts of the southwest side,

or south suburbs, or northern suburbs, they aren't prosecuted.

They are -- it's selective enforcenent of the |[|aw Even though
this bill is only dealing in one aspect of it, but it's related to
the problem And you shoul d be concerned and everybody in here

shoul d be concerned when you get a study that showed that al

these individuals who had commtted crines are being tried as --
as adults, it is alnost ninety-nine percent Hi spanic and bl ack.
That's wrong. It's wong and |'m shocked that you would even
sponsor this bill, because it's targeting your conmmunity. Sur e,
we don't want Mexicans killing Mexicans or Hi spanics killing each
ot her, or blacks killing each other, but it's happeni ng throughout
our community, not just in one selective community, and that's
what nmakes it so bad about this particular bill. This particular
bill is designed to do one particular thing. Those sanme
ninety-nine percents that'll be tried as adults does not apply
equally across -- across the -- across the boar d. It's
unfortunate that we -- we find ourselves at this particular stage.
Very unfortunate. But | don't want all the crinme being commtted
inall comunity, but treat everybody equally. It's the -- it's
the uneven treatnment that they get from prosecutors, uneven
treatnment that they get frompolice, and that's why we have a
serious, serious problem wth our crimnal justice system And
all this bill does is further it, nake it even worse. | don't

intend to vote for it. It's a bad bill. | intend to vote No.
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PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Furt her discussion? Senator Mol aro.
SENATOR MOLARO

.you ~-- thank you, Madam President. Wuld Senator Petka

yield for a question?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

He indicates he wll.
SENATOR MOLARO

This question has a little bit to do wth what Senator
Ceo-Karis, our distinguished Senator, stated. | think her -- her
sentinents, which a lot of us feel actually, was to send a clear
message or to |let these gangbangers know. So, in other words, as
the law is witten today, if we get one of these kids, in your
i nstance the ei ghteen-year-old shooting sonebody who's eighteen
years old, he either could wind up wth sixty years, life wthout
possibility of parole. There's a |ot of sentences. So now, if he
gets life without possibility of parole, what -- what does the
State gain by being able to put himto death? 1n other words,
life without possibility of parole or a sixty-year sentence is not
enough of a public policy statement by us that we don't condone
gangbangers killing other people? They know that. They know
that. The eighteen-year-old knows he shouldn't be doing this. He
knows it's wong. He's just going to do it anyway. | think our
public policy is that we don't condone people killing other
people. W certainly don't |ike some eighteen-year-old gangbanger
killing a kid for not joining a gang. So | think since the --
since we've already said it, all we're doing is giving the State
the ability to put to death this eighteen-year-old, who, by the
way, howadays, eighteen years old -- | have eighteen-year-old. |
don't consider theman adult, the way sone of these kids act. But
now we can put this eighteen-year-old to death. So by being able

to put 'em to death, what nessage are we sending that we don't
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al ready send? What's the -- what's the gain to the State?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Senat or Pet ka.
SENATOR PETKA:

Wel |, thank you, Senator Mdlaro. And | -- | did not believe
that this bill would be a debate on the death penalty, but I'm--
"Il freely engage in that if you choose. First of all, you nmake
certain basic assunptions that putting sonmeone in prison for
mur deri ng soneone else is proper punishnment. In ny opinion, it's
not proportional, which is what the Constitution requires. Second
of all, the people of this State, when they had an opportunity

thirty years ago to abolish capital punishnment in the State, voted

i n overwhel mng nunbers not to do that. In ternms of the -- the
public policy in -- in the year 2001, placing a person in prison
for sixty years does not nean, necessarily, he'll serve sixty

years. Laws can change. People can be pardoned. People can have
their sentences comuted. And we can have a circunstance of what
happened in the State of Texas, about two nonths ago or three
nmont hs ago, where a person who probably should have been execut ed,
was in -- in prison for nurder, escaped and went back and di d what
he does best: He nurdered a police officer. |If that person would
have got the punishnent that he deserved, the chances are that we
woul d not have a -- a young widow in the State of Texas with three
children wthout a father. There are other ci rcunst ances,
Senator, where we can cite, where individuals who were in prison
for murder were rel eased and are back in prison for nurder again
and are eligible for the death penalty. And | can say this, as
far as eighteen-year-olds being t oo t ender -- or, t oo
tender-mnded to conmt serious crinmes, the worst killer | ever
prosecuted was a fellow named Henry Brisbon, who was seventeen
years old, who nurdered four people in the nost despicable,

i ndescri babl e manner than can be possibly put forward. | wouldn't
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even want to bring it here today 'cause it would nauseate you.
But he was seventeen. He wasn't eligible for the death penalty,
but when he got to prison, he murdered again, and he's now on
death row. VWhat public purpose is served? Very sinply this:
Ri ght now a gangbanger who commts the -- the nurder that was --
that happened in Senator {sic} Mendoza's district - and | m ght
add, Senator, | have a very large gang population in a portion of
my district - that those individuals would -- would be at |east
eligible to face scrutiny froma judge and a jury as to decide
whet her or not they should receive society's ultimte punishnment.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR KARPI EL)

Furt her discussion? Senator Mol aro.
SENATOR MOLARO

Well, we're not going to get in a death penalty debate, not on
this bill, so -- soI'll get off that. | just certainly amglad |

gave you the opportunity to be able to say what you just said.

But the only problemthat | seemto have - and we'll forget the
death penalty for a second - is obviously sonething happened in
Senator Miunoz's district, which actually borders mne, and

Representative Mendoza, she's there firsthand seeing this all the

time, and it -- and it's horrible. Drive-by shootings. W see
two-year-old babies getting killed. |It's absolutely horrifying.
So the question is -- when we see this happen, we cone here and

nmeet as the General Assenbly and the question becones, what do we
do about it? Wat are we going to do to stop this? [I'Il nention
just one thing that happened in Senator del Valle's district about
four or five nonths ago. Sonme fourteen-year-old was shot in the
back of the head as he wal ked down the street because they thought
it was a rival gang color, and it turns out he was just an eighth
grader m ndi ng his own business.

Wen we have all these Senate joint resolutions and House
resolutions and all these task force to study all these things
that we're studying, how many task force did we put together to
get the brightest mnds in this building and in this State and in
this county to cone up with to address the problemas to why these
ei ghteen-year-olds are going to keep killing 'en? Wat are we

going to do to stop it? And after all the bright mnds on

everything, we can go -- and | looked at all the bills that we
presented - the only bill that we could come up wth to say
"Here's what we'll do to stop this type of conduct, instead of
putting themin jail for sixty years" - and by the way, it's a
hundred percent day-for-day for nurder; it's not eighty-five
percent; there is no good tine; it's a hundred percent - instead,

the only thing that this General Assenbly could conme up with is
we're going to say instead of putting -- giving themlife wthout
possibility of parole or sixty years, "W're going to put "emto
deat h. That' Il stop this conduct. That ' 1| t each t hese
ei ghteen-year-olds.” Conme on. Wat are we doing this, so we feel

better about ourselves? This isn't going to stop that conduct.
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Wth a bill like this, we have to have sonething el se that we can
do. We should have task force. W should be putting nore noney

into education. W should have after-school progranms to try to

stop this conduct. Not this type of a bill. So with this bill
alone, | think we're sending the wong nessage, and I urge a No
vot e.
