SENATOR BOWKE:

Thank you, M. President and Ladies and Gentlenen of the
Senate. Senate Floor Anendnent 1 to House Bill 2671 represents an
early retirenment incentive program for 2002. It allows the
purchase of wup to five years of age and five years of services.
Eligibility - enployee nust have eight years vested in the system
Once a nenber elects to participate, he or she nust termnate

enpl oynent . A nmenber may not collect his or her annuity until
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existing eligibility requirenents are net. Those eligibility
requi renents are: must neet the Rule of 85, be age -- be age

fifty-five with twenty-five years of service, age sixty with eight
years of service. Oher ER issues include a nenber in the
alternative formula nust reach his or her birthday age of fifty
before he is -- he or sheis eligible to receive that annuity
despite the additional nunber of years purchased. Unlike the 1991
ERI, this one would renove the penalty for those who retire before
the age of sixty. The date of the ERI wi ndow is from August 1st,
2002, to Decenber 31st, 2002. Enployee nmust be off payroll Dby

Decenber 31st, 2002. Contractual service and reenploynent - there

is a total -- wunlike the '91 legislation, wll be a total
prohi bition of rehiring of enployees that elect to -- participate
in the ER. W anticipate approximtely seventy-four hundred

State enpl oyees woul d take advantage of this, greatly reducing, if
not elimnating, the need to lay off State enployees as a result
of our «critical budget. Cost savings to GRF we anticipate to be
Sixty -- sixty-four and a half mllion the first six nonths and
about -- approximately a hundred and eighty-four mllion the first
year.

It allows a county -- a county State's
attorney to submt a plan to the Departnent of Public Ad after
the plan has Dbeen approved by the county board to undertake the
admnistration of the child support system | would be happy to
try to answer any questi ons.

over the admnistration of the child support system
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

SENATOR WELCH

Assuming this applies st at ewi de, t he Circuit Cl erks
Associ ation aren't opposed to this?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Radogno.
SENATOR RADOGNO

No, they are not. And | -- | want to nmake the point, this
proposal is the result of a couple of years of study by people
that are -- have been intimately involved in the child support
system Illinois is the worst-ranking state in terns of our child
support collections. Only Washington, D.C., is behind us. And so
those that have been involved in it have come up wth this plan,
and the clerks have not opposed it.

Basically, this is a -- very narromwy witten to deal with a --
the DuQuoin H gh School, which is wanting -- they're wanting to
build a school. They would like to use - the Gty has agreed, the
Chanber of Comrerce has agreed - they would like to use sal es tax
for their part of the construction noney. Hone rule -- home rule
communities can already do this, and sone already are. They would
like to do this. It -- as | said, it is sinply the Gty of
DuQuoin and no one else at this tinme. They have to have a
referendum which wll be held in Novenber. Wuld be glad to
answer any questions that you m ght have.

In commttee, we heard
some di scussion on it. As Senator Bonke has indicated, it's
sixty-four mllion dollars this next fiscal -- or, this fiscal

year com ng up, and that's because it doesn't take effect till
Decenber 31st. So, we've got a half year, and it's ninety mllion
dollars in all funds. So next vyear, if these people are not

rehired, that savings should be larger. One of the problens that
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does exist, and it's one that | know was brought up in conmttee,
and | know there's sone on our side that have the same concerns,
as to what guarantee that -- if these people do retire prior to
Decenber 31st, are they going to be hired back in this sane fisca
year. And | think that if this bill does get out of here, iIf we
maybe could tweak that a Ilittle bit in the -- in the House in
order to ensure that they're not hired right back. |If they retire

in August and nmake it effective Decenber 31st, we don't want to

see 'em hired back in -- in Septenber. So that's sonething I
think needs to be cleared up. Oherwse, | think it's a good
bill. I think it's a part of the budget process and it hel ps us a
lot in -- in the immediate year. Payback - if | renenber,

Senator, and correct ne if I'"'mwong - for the pension portion,
because there is a cost to -- to doing this bill, is fifty-three
mllion dollars, which | think starts in 2004, if [I'm not
m staken. So it gives us tinme to get our house in order and still
to be able to do what's right. So | -- | urge an Aye vote.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Any further discussion? Senator Kl emm
SENATOR KLEMM

Yes. Purposes of a question for the sponsor.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Sponsor indicates he will yield. Senator Kl emm
SENATOR KLEMM

Senat or Bonke, |'ve got an analysis that we just received, and
|"ve got sone questions, 'cause it's confusing to ne. Do you have

a copy of this here? Under the fiscal inpact or mandates in the

beginning of it, it says that the savings on the payroll and
salary per -- per year is three hundred and fifty-six and a half
mllion dollars. You see that? And yet | see then the cost

savings for the first year - though it may be only a half a year -

is only sixty-four and a half mllion. The cost savings of a
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second full year would be a hundred and eighty-four mllion. How
do we get the three hundred and fifty-six mllion savings per year
and we only end up with that small anpunt that we'd be saving?
And if -- even if | add "emall together, | still don't cone up
wth that. And that, | understand, is anticipated that seven
t housand three hundred and sixty-five would all participate. Now,
not -- all may not want to participate in this early retirenent.
And that'd also be based on the prem se that we would never hire
anybody to replace any of those. Even though these people
woul dn't be able to cone back to work, we would never replace
t hose seven thousand three hundred and sixty-five. Is that the
under st andi ng? These w Il not be rehired by new | ower-sal ari ed
enpl oyees? And could you explain why the difference of a half a
billion dollars -- or, no, three hundred and fifty-six mllion
dol l ars we save, but yet when we | ook at GRF, we're only going to
go to a hundred and ei ghty-four?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

Thank vyou, M. President. | -- | will attenpt to answer that
guestion. First of all, the -- the savings is based on hiring
back fifty percent of the seventy-four hundred enpl oyees. That's
based on half of them com ng back. As far as the savings, the --
that is a gross savings. The three hundred and fifty-six mllion
dollars is a gross payroll savings. That's before they use their
sick time or vacation tinme to buy out. The -- the savings is
actually, first year is ninety mllion dollars with SERS and TRS,
an additional sixty-four and a half mllion with the GRF, for a
total of a hundred and fifty-five mllion dollars. That's the net
savings. Three fifty-six is the gross savings. One hundred and
fifty-five is the net savings. The second year -- or, the first

year, excuse nme, we would anticipate a savings in SERS and TRS of
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two hundred and fifty-nine mllion, and GRF a hundred and
eighty-four mllion, for a total savings the first full year of
four hundred and forty-three -- or four hundred and forty-four
mllion. But the three fifty-six is gross savings, not net. The
net savings is actually a hundred and fifty-five mllion for the
first year.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Kl emm
SENATOR KLEMM

Then, all of the |unp suns, vacation and sick tine, that would
be wused to pay this purchase and al so the twenty-four paynents to
pay it has already been calculated in this here? Al  right.
Thank you very nuch.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Furt her di scussi on? Senat or Br ady. Senat or Br ady.
Representati ve Brady.
SENATOR BRADY:

M. Speaker.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Brady.
SENATOR BRADY:

M. President, | rise for the purpose of indicating that on
the two previous bills, House Bill 5146 {sic} (5140) and 5375,
-- ny swtch inadvertently voted nme incorrect. | intended to vote
Aye.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Record wll -- wll reflect your i ntention. Furt her
di scussi on? Senator Ml aro.
SENATOR MOLARO

Thank you, M. President. Ladies and Gentlenen of the Senate,
we |ooked over this ERI, and -- and | think everybody have to --

has to understand, early retirenent incentives actually started in
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private industry. And private industry cane up wth them when
there were bad economc tines. They would go to sone of the
peopl e who were in a higher salary bracket and go to them and give
'em a package to buy out. Therefore, they would |eave. The
retirement system would take nost of the brunt of it and the
conpany could go on with a very nice savings. Governnent started
doing these about, maybe, fifteen years ago, naybe ei ghteen years

ago, whereby it would be a good idea to do it. Now, as you well

know, early retirenment incentives -- if | get any calls in ny
district, nost of the -- the biggest calls or the biggest anobunt
of calls that | get in ny district is, "Hey, hows that early
retirenment bill doing?" "How s the county wearly retirenent?"
"How s the State early retirenent?" Well, let nme tell you. Wen

we got these calls over the last four or five years and there was
always talk of an early retirenent, | thought it was ridicul ous.
You don't have an early retirenment when there's boon tines. Don't
do an early retirement as a giveaway. Now is when you do an early
retirement. Now, when it rmakes sense. Now, we may conme up -- and
-- and Senat or Bonke just said -- the first savings he gave, that
net and gross, he kind of lost ne there. But when you tal ked
about the savings of alnost ninety-six mllion, would that be at a
hundred mllion the first vyear? Ni nety-seven mllion dollars?
Well, everybody knows this budget shortfall. Now, ninety-seven
mllion doesn't sound |like a |ot of noney, but as we work over the
next few days here - we're com ng back on Menorial Day - when we
-- when we start working over this, everywhere that we can get a
savings or -- or sone type of enhancenent whereby we don't have to
cut where we hate to cut or make revenues where we hate to nake
'em this ninety-six mllion dollars is a very big nunmber. Nowis
when you do an early retirenent. W will not be criticized for
this. This is good fiscal, sound policy. You talked about --

Senat or tal ked about elimnating maybe half the jobs. Good, sound
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fiscal policy. You' re talking about -- with seventy-five hundred
| eavi ng and bringi ng back seventy-five hundred at a |lower rate of

pay, good, sound fiscal policy. This is the time to do it. This

is a good neasure to send over to the House. | think they'll have
tocall it. They'll have to consider it. | think the Speaker
wll consider this nmeasure. |It's a good neasure and it could get

-- should get as many Aye votes as possible.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Further discussion? Senator Lauzen.
SENATOR LAUZEN:

A coupl e of questions for the sponsor.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Sponsor indicates he will yield. Senator Lauzen.
SENATOR LAUZEN:

Back in '91 when we had the very substantial five-plus-five,
in hindsight, as people went back and did the cal culation, the
i npact on the pension system was a one-billion-dollar unfunded
l[tability increase. Ended up in a lot of the problens that then
led to the IRS saying that we couldn't wuse a portion of the
interest and dividends for the subsidization in the Teachers
Pension Fund for subsi di zi ng their hospitalization pl an.
Naturally, all of wus wanted to avoid that kind of problem over
again. | understand that there are two provisions at least, in
this legislation, that are different fromthat, and | just wanted
to confirmit with you. First of all, the savings -- and you' ve
addressed this, but | wasn't clear on the answer. A savings based
on payroll vacancies, and you're saying that this is based on an
assunption that one half can be added back. But what are the
assurances that these wll be permanent, even that one half?
There's a provision in this bill that requires that. Isn"t that
true?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)
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Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

There's no provision that would prevent a future Governor from
hiring back nore than the half. So I want to make that very
clear. That's not in here. However, keep in mnd, the whole

intent and rationale for this is to save at |east sixty-four

mllion dollars, and -- and that's going to be built into the
final -- final budget. That's going to be used as part of the
antici pated savings or cost reduction. The -- it's anticipated by
-- and | mentioned, and I"'msorry if I -- if I lost you, but the

first year's actual savings between SERS and TRS and GRF is a net
savings of a hundred and fifty-five mllion. The SERS, TRS and
GRF, after the first year -- or, the first year -- full year, is
four hundred and forty-four mllion dollars. After that, based on
the State Retirenment System they anticipate a continued savings
because enployees wll be earning an average salary of twenty
percent |less - those that are hired back.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.
SENATOR LAUZEN:

Senator, as we've gone through these over the last ten years,
the -- the projections always | ook so rosy. Wen we pick up the
pi eces afterwards, there's a terrible inpact on the pension
system | think if -- 1 -- 1 understand that there is that
provision that -- that one of the things that makes this different
is a provision that they can't hire back, that there's actually
assurance in the bill language. | guess |I'll have to take a | ook,
| guess, after the vote. The second question is, |I'munder the
i npression that what you're describing to the Senate today is that
the enpl oyee is going to pay the present value of the future
benefits that he or she is going to obtain. |Is that generally the

nmessage”? That basically the enployee pays the present val ue of
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the future revenue so that there isn't a -- a hit.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

The enpl oyee, under the TRS, SERS and alternative fornula wll
pay what is currently required of themto pay today in order to
get -- to get the -- the retirenent. |In other words, under SERS,
an enployee is «currently paying four percent. That's t he
enpl oyee's portion. The enployee will pay four percent tinmes the
-- their salary tinmes the nunber of years they need to purchase.
Under TRS, it's nine percent. And under the alternative fornula,
six and a half percent those that are covered by Social Security,
ten and a half percent for those who are not.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.

SENATOR LAUZEN:

So is the conclusion -- not all of us have gone through the
sane cal culations that you have, because it <conmes in as an
anendnent yesterday and then we have it today. W have not al
done that calculation. 1Is the point that you're saying is that
the person is going to pay for the value, the present val ue, of
t hose future benefits?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)
Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

| suppose the answer to that could be yes.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.

SENATOR LAUZEN:

And the other -- the only other question | would have, how is

that accurate at the same tine the estimate says that there's an

unfunded actuarial liability of four hundred -- or five hundred
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and forty-three -- five hundred and forty-four mllion dollars?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

My guess is that would be the State's portion. The unfunded
l[tability would be the State's portion. And -- and |let ne address
that, if | nmay. Unlike in '91 when this |egislation passed, this
is anortized over a ten-year period. Now, the reason we didn't
choose to do it over the remainder of the forty years, or however
many years is left in the ranp up, is we believe that we should
account for that liability in that period of tine. In the event
that we need to do this again in ten years, we don't feel there
ought to be any additional liability out there. So, it is
anortized over a -- a ten-year period. The breakdown of the cost
to the systens is seventy mllion the first year and ninety
mllion for the second through the tenth year.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Any further discussion? Senator Luechtefeld.
SENATOR LUECHTEFELD:

Question of the sponsor.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Sponsor indicates he will yield. Senator Luechtefeld.
SENATOR LUECHTEFELD:

Senator, | was under the inpression that this dealt basically
with SERS. Wuld you explain there -- TRS is involved here.
Wul d you explain that for ne?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.

SENATOR BOWKE:

There are approxi matel y five hundred enployees, State

enpl oyees, that work for the State of Illinois but are wunder the

TRS system Many of those work for the State Board of Education,
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and those are the ones we're referencing here under TRS. There
are no -- no teachers inclusive -- or, included under this
program

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Any further discussion? Senator Syverson.
SENATOR SYVERSON:

Thank you, M. President. Just a question of the sponsor.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Sponsor indicates he will yield. Senator Syverson.

SENATOR SYVERSON:

Senat or Bonke, if you can -- | know you answered this question
to Senator Lauzen. | just want to make sure on the unfunded
actuarial liability of five hundred and forty-four mllion.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

...l"mnot saying that. That would increase the Iliability.
The liability wll be increased by five hundred and forty-four
mllion. The payout is anortized over the ten-year period.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Syverson
SENATOR SYVERSON:

Ckay. | guess I'mstill -- now, I'm -- 1I'm nore confused.
You said, first of all, that they're going to be covering their
contributions, plus the four percent. So what is going to be the
net -- what's the net -- is the net unfunded liability increasing
by five hundred and forty-four mllion?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)
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Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

.no. The net -- there's actually going to be a net savings
in total and that net savings is approxi mately one hundred and
fifty-five mllion, but that's taking in consideration SERS and
TRS and al so the General Revenue Fund.

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)
Senat or Syverson

SENATOR SYVERSON:

Guess -- I'm sorry. Maybe |I'm the only one that's stil
confused. |If there's a savings of a hundred and fifty mllion,
how do we get an increased liability of five hundred and
forty-four mllion?

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

help out wth the current budget crisis? And ny answer to that

woul d be no. | nean, the -- the whole objective here is to reduce
costs and not only is it reducing -- it's reducing cost to the --
the two systens, SERS and TRS, but -- but significantly to GRF

PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.
SENATOR LAUZEN:

Is it not -- is it not the case that the nessage that you're
giving us today is that we're going to gain GRF and we're going to

| ose five hundred and forty-three mllion dollars of unfunded
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liability?
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

No. | nean, the nessage today is, and -- and let nme repeat it
again, that the cost savings for the first year is one hundred and
fifty-five mllion dollars net savings and the second year is four

hundred and forty-four mllion dollars. Now total that up, and

that -- that -- it far exceeds -- or, exceeds the five hundred and
forty-three mllion dollars of Iliability that we're anortizing
over the ten-year period. And we anticipate the savings wll

conti nue, because we expect, from the third through the tenth
year, the enployees that are rehired, if they are, wll be rehired
at a rate or salary of twenty percent |ess.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.
SENATOR LAUZEN:

The -- the only other observation would go back to the first
question that | asked. |s there an assurance..
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER: ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Lauzen.

SENATOR LAUZEN:

s there an assurance in this bill -- you're basing the
prom sed savings on people l|eaving enploynment not being hired
back, at |east half of them You're saying that there is no
assurance in the legislation itself that they won't be hired back.
So it's -- it's a prospective. W're -- we're hoping that we're
going to have these retirenents. There is no prohibition against
hiring 'em all back. So, again, we're -- we're shifting one for
the other. You're saying, "Well, but we're going to save nore
nmoney today and for the next ten years than it's costing the

pension plan."” But when you |look to well -- will we really get
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those savings in GRF? You're saying there is no even promse --
there are assunptions, but there is no promse in the |egislation.
PRESI DI NG OFFI CER:  ( SENATOR DUDYCZ)

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

Vll, the bottomline is, and I'm-- I"msorry, | should have
totalled what the first two-year savings is, and it's four hundred
and forty-four mllion, plus one fifty-five, but that exceeds the
five forty-three. W know that's going to happen and it's going
to happen under the assunption that the -- the Governor next year
is not going to hire all these folks back. And | <can't imagine
that's going to happen, because |'ve got to believe we're going to
be in a budget crisis next year. It -- thereis a-- and -- and |
know Senator Jacobs brought this up, but in the | egislation was
supposed to be - and we're looking - but a total prohibition of
hiring -- not hiring these folks back. | know that's not what
you're saying. But there is a total prohibition of hiring --
rehiring enployees who have taken advantage of the ERI. But --

Well, Senator, you have helped clarify as this has gone on. |
want to meke one thing perfectly clear for everybody here. The

enpl oyees who, if any, avail thenselves of this opportunity under
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your |egislation would not be eligible to be rehired. And I think
that's what Senator -- that's what's previously been tal ked about.

However, there is nothing in this |egislation whatsoever that

would imt the Governor's ability to fill those positions in the
future. And your assunption is based on -- or your assunption
that your -- your projections are based on is that not nore than

hal f of those positions will be fill ed.

Senat or Bonke.
SENATOR BOWKE:

| asked in commttee, and | -- and | recommend again, that you
seriously consider if those are going to be what your assunptions

you are projecting are indeed what you think they will be. And to
Senator Mol aro, who has an awful | ot of experience in this area
and | have a lot of respect for, you know, he suggested that this
is sonething that is done in private enterprise and it's done in
times when there's financial difficulties, so that perhaps that's
the tinme to do it. Well, I would submt to you as well that when
they do it in a for-profit enterprise in tinmes of difficulty,
they, in fact, incorporate into that plan |anguage that would
guarantee to the stockhol ders of the conpany that the -- that the
savings that are to be realized will, in fact, be realized.
