WHEREAS, The first census in the United States was conducted in 1790, when 4 million people were

WHEREAS, Data collected during the course of the decennial census offers a snapshot of our nation's
rich diversity, informs government decisions about nearly $15 billion in annual funding, or approximately
$1,100 per capita, for important social and human services, education, and infrastructure programs, and

WHEREAS, The State of Illinois gains significant benefits when all of its inhabitants are counted,
particularly during challenging economic times; the census helps provide funding for hospitals, job training
centers, schools, senior centers, bridge, tunnel, and road repairs and other public works projects, and
emergency services; and

WHEREAS, The United States Census Bureau is bound by law to keep any information collected during
the 2010 Census confidential; private information is never published and it is against the law to disclose or
publish names, addresses, social security numbers, or telephone numbers; census takers are subject to a fine
of up to $250,000 or imprisonment of up to 5 years, or both for unlawful disclosure; and

WHEREAS, The Census 2010 questionnaire contains 6 questions regarding 10 topics, but does not ask
questions about a respondent's Social Security number or current immigration status; and

WHEREAS, Governor Pat Quinn has pledged the State of Illinois' full participation in the 2010 Census;
on September 20, 2009, the Governor established a Complete Count Committee to facilitate the pledge;
therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SIXTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the citizens of the State of Illinois to complete
the Census 2010 questionnaire by April 1, 2010 to ensure that Illinois is fully and completely represented;

RESOLVED, That we urge all public officials in Illinois to cooperate fully with the U.S. Census Bureau
and assist the Bureau with its efforts to make a complete count in Illinois.
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HOUSE RESOLUTION 912
Offered by Representative Reboletti:

WHEREAS, Recycling reduces the need for landfilling and incineration and prevents pollution caused
by the manufacturing of products from virgin materials; and

WHEREAS, Recycling one ton of paper saves 17 mature trees, 7,000 gallons of water, 3 cubic yards of
landfill space, 2 barrels of oil, and 4,1000 kilowatt-hours of electricity; and

WHEREAS, An aluminum can takes over 100 years to decompose, but a recycled can may be reused in
60 days; and

WHEREAS, A group of middle school students in Addison formed the Recycle Because You Care Team
to research various approaches to encouraging their community to recycle; the experiment proved that
recycling rates increased in households that were educated about recycling techniques; during the
experiment, the number of recyclers increased by 86% in neighborhoods where the homeowners were
informed about how to recycle and were given recycling bins; and

WHEREAS, Following the approval of a State grant, an Addison waste hauler provided more than 7,000
new recycling bins to their community; as a result, the recycling volume increased by 85 tons; and

WHEREAS, The impact of educational tools in Addison proves that recycling rates in the State can be
increased by better informing citizens of recycling programs and possibilities; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SIXTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that there is created the Recycling Issues Task Force, to
consist of the following: (1) a member appointed by each caucus leader in the Illinois General Assembly;
(2) a member appointed by the Governor; (3) a representative from the Illinois Environmental Protection
Agency; (4) a representative from the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity; (5) a
representative from the waste industry; and (6) a representative from the environmental community; and be
it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall:

(1) study existing State recycling programs; and
(2) explore possible incentives for encouraging recycling throughout the State; and be
it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall choose its chair and other officers and meet at the call of the
chair; the members of the Task Force shall serve without compensation; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity shall provide
administrative support for the Task Force; and be it further

RESOLVED, That the Task Force shall report its findings to the Governor and the General Assembly on
or before September 1, 2011.

WHEREAS, Celiac disease is a digestive disease that damages the small intestine and interferes with
absorption of nutrients from food; and

WHEREAS, Celiac disease affects people in all parts of the world; originally thought to be a rare
childhood syndrome, celiac disease is now known to be a common genetic disorder; and

WHEREAS, More than two million people in the United States have the disease, or about 1 in 133
people; and

WHEREAS, People who have celiac disease cannot tolerate gluten, a protein present in wheat, rye, and
barley; gluten is found mainly in foods, but may also be found in everyday products such as medicines,
vitamins, and lip balms; and

WHEREAS, People with celiac disease may have no symptoms but can still develop complications of
the disease over time; long-term complications include malnutrition, which can lead to anemia,
osteoporosis, and miscarriage, and other problems such as liver diseases and cancers of the intestine; and

WHEREAS, The General Assembly finds it in the public interest to raise awareness of celiac disease; the
Department of Public Health is charged with promoting public awareness of various matters affecting the
health and well-being of Illinois residents; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SIXTH GENERAL
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ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we urge the Department of Public Health to take
appropriate steps to raise public awareness of celiac disease; and be it further

RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this Resolution be delivered to the Governor and the Director of
Public Health.

HOUSE RESOLUTION 914
Offered by Representative Graham:

WHEREAS, Dedicated individuals, volunteers, communities, and organizations have contributed their
time, talents, and efforts to working towards alleviating homelessness in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, The purpose of this resolution aims to secure continual and extended federal funding so that
State-wide programs, organizations, support systems, and initiatives can continue their work of improving
the quality of life for people experiencing homelessness in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Congress enacted the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) which,
along with other provisions, authorized an estimated $11.72 billion in additional federal funding for States
to utilize in support of programs, organizations, and initiatives working towards reducing homelessness and
the factors that cause it; and

WHEREAS, The Obama Administration awarded approximately $80 million in grants throughout
Illinois to support existing initiatives to reduce homelessness, such as the Continuum of Care programs that
provide relief services including permanent and temporary housing for individuals experiencing
homelessness and work to alleviate the causes of homelessness by supplying additional services such as job
training, health care, mental health counseling, substance abuse treatment, and child care; and

WHEREAS, A national survey conducted in 2007 by the National Law Center on Homelessness and
Poverty estimated that between 2.3 and 3.5 million people experience homelessness each year and
anticipated a dramatic increase in the population of Americans experiencing homelessness over the next
several years; and

WHEREAS, The National Alliance to End Homelessness found that in 2007 an estimated 15,487 people
in Illinois experienced homelessness, and that 44% of those homeless persons have families; and in another
report released the following year, the United States Conference of Mayors indicated that cities witnessed
an average increase of 12% of residents experiencing homelessness since 2007; and

WHEREAS, The National Alliance to End Homelessness reported that the current economic situation
will force an additional 1.5 million people into homelessness during the next two years, and the National
Coalition for the Homeless released a report in July 2009 revealing that the recent national foreclosure
crisis has caused homelessness to rise dramatically; and

WHEREAS, Even though the current economic climate has caused Illinois to face severe unprecedented
budget shortfalls, the generous grants awarded by President Obama have prevented even more drastic
budget cuts that would have been implemented had this increase in funding not been available; and

WHEREAS, Illinois legislators will approach the Fiscal Year 2011 budget with as much caution as the
Fiscal Year 2010 budget, yet it is estimated that lagging revenues and continued spending pressures will
result in an even larger deficit, and, without an infusion of funding from borrowing or another source, the
State's fiscal health will continue to decline; and

WHEREAS, Multiple and varied groups throughout Illinois are actively engaging in efforts to ameliorate
the factors that contribute to homelessness, as well as the condition of homelessness itself; and

WHEREAS, Illinois programs such as West Suburban PADS annually assist over 850 people, including
more than 92 families, and over 158 children by offering more than 12,170 nights of emergency shelter,
39,178 meals, 22,180 days and nights of housing, and re-housing or preventing the loss of housing for 352
men, women, and children; and

WHEREAS, Illinois programs such as West Suburban PADS rely on federal funding as the primary
source for 5 housing programs that provide supportive services such as: basic needs (showers, laundry,
transportation passes, identification cards, and telecommunications equipment to facilitate long-term
employment), case management services, benefits coordination, housing location and retention,
employment services, medical clinics, and legal clinics; and

WHEREAS, Illinois programs such as Inner Voice have received federal grants from government
initiatives such as the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) to bolster their programs which
include supportive services that annually assist over 1,400 people who are homeless or at immediate risk of
becoming homeless and provide shelter and beds for over 1,000 homeless individuals or families in need of
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emergency shelter during the year; and

WHEREAS, Illinois programs serving the downstate area, such as M.E.R.C.Y, annually provide over 30
families with transitional living and permanent supportive housing services and report a sharp increase in
inquiries for services, a substantial increase in referrals from neighboring communities for supportive
services, and identify children (there are currently over 413 homeless children in Springfield, Illinois public
schools) as the most underserved group by federal efforts intended to alleviate homelessness; and

WHEREAS, Additional federal funding would allow Illinois programs such as West Suburban PADS,
Inner Voice, and M.E.R.C.Y. to continue their efforts on a larger scale by providing them with the
resources to reach more people, to provide more services, and thus to contribute on a much broader scale to
alleviating both the problems and the factors that cause homelessness; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE NINETY-SIXTH GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we respectfully urge Congress and all members of the
[llinois Congressional Delegation to support the continuation and extension of federal funding directed
towards eliminating the condition of homelessness in Illinois that was made available by Government
initiatives such as the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act of 2009 and grants by President Obama;
and be it further

RESOLVED, That after adoption, suitable copies of this resolution shall be delivered by the Clerk of the
Illinois House of Representatives to each member of the Illinois Congressional Delegation and to President
Obama.

(b) An executive branch officer or member of the General Assembly is immediately removed upon
certification of the recall election results if a majority of the electors voting on the question vote to recall
the officer or member. If an officer or member is recalled, the candidate who receives the highest number
of votes in the successor election is elected successor for the balance of the term. Once a recall election
petition is certified, the petition may not be withdrawn and another recall petition may not be initiated
against that officer or member during the remainder of his or her current term of office.

(c) Any elector of the State, or the applicable Legislative or Representative District, may file an affidavit
with the State Board of Elections providing notice of intent to circulate a petition to recall an officer or
member no sooner than 6 months after the beginning of the officer's or member's current term of office.
The affidavit must identify the name of the officer or member and the office to be recalled, the name and
address of the proponents of the recall petition, and the date of filing with the State Board of Elections. A
recall petition shall not be circulated prior to filing the affidavit, and a recall petition must be filed with the

State Board of Elections no later than 160 days after filing the affidavit.
(d) A petition to recall an executive branch officer must include signatures of electors of the State equal

to at least 25% of the total votes cast for the office in the election at which the officer was elected, with
signatures equal to at least 1% of the vote for the office from at least 5 separate counties. A petition to
recall a member of the General Assembly must be signed by electors of the respective Legislative District
or Representative District equal to at least 20% of the total votes cast for the office in the election at which
the member was elected. The form, circulation, and manner of filing a recall petition shall comply with the
requirements provided by law for a statewide advisory public question, except the deadlines set forth in this
Section.

(e) A recall petition is valid unless an objection is made within 45 days after the date the petition is filed,
and an objection to the recall petition may be made in the same manner as to a candidate for the office
subject to recall. The State Board of Elections shall certify the recall petition not more than 105 days after
the date the recall petition is filed. Any recall petition or election pending on the date of the next general
election at which a candidate for the office subject to recall is elected is moot.

(f) If a recall election is initiated, the name of no successor candidate may appear on the ballot unless a
nominating petition has been filed with the State Board of Elections no more than 40 days after filing of the
recall petition. The nominating petition of an established party candidate must contain the same number of
signatures and be circulated in the same manner as an established party candidate for nomination to the
office subject to recall, except the petition must be circulated no more than 40 days prior to the last day for

filing nomination petitions. The nominating petition of an independent or new party candidate must contain
the same number of signatures and be circulated in the same manner as an independent or new party
candidate, respectively, for election to the office subject to recall, except the petition must be circulated no
more than 40 days prior to the last day for filing nomination petitions. A nominating petition may be
objected to in the same manner as a candidate for the office subject to recall, unless otherwise provided by

law. The State Board of Elections shall certify a valid nominating petition not more than 105 days after the
date the recall petition is filed.

(g) An election to determine whether to recall an executive officer or member of the General Assembly
and to elect a successor shall be proclaimed by the State Board of Elections and held not less than 60 days
and no more than 100 days after the date of certification of the recall petition.

(h) The provisions of this Section are self-executing and judicially enforceable.
