These are reports that the police officer put together
through heresay by examining witnesses at the scenes so the
police officer puts together a police report thateese
submitted to the Secretary of States and this Section says
that those reports submitted by that police officer based
on heresay will be usedeee it sayssy "may be used in civil
or criminal trials resulting from a charge of driving on a
suspended licenses®* Nowy that language is awfully broad,
and it brings to questiony what are we doing? Are we
saying that it*s admissible as to the truth of the matter
set forth in the report in the prosecution®s case in chief?
If that's soy then it's a revolutionary new revision to the
heresay rule that prevents these kind of reports from being
admi tted. We certainly don't want to create a situation
where police reports are substituted for firsthand eye
witness testimony in trialss especially where those reports
are based upons not the police officer®s own observations,
but based upon heresay evidencey so we've got a double
heresay probleme The Bill is not carefully draftedy and it
certainly would not make good lawsy and I think we should
all rise to oppose the Amendment.®

theft recordy that information certainly should be made
available to that employer who®s placing that individual in
a position of trust. Perhaps the person doesn't deserve
that position of trusty based upon criminal backgrounde. So
what this does 1isy it places in the O0Office of the
Department of State Police an access information which is
subject to strict guidelines as to noticey strict
guidelines as to what the information is for and who |is
making the application. It is very scrutinizing to make
certain that the information is applicable to the
respective defendant 1in the criminal case based upon a
fingerprint identificatione. Soe it has a onumber of
provisions that provide a certain element of
truthfulnessese a strong degree of truthfulness as the
information is being giveny and selectivity as to whom it*s
being given toe. Soy I would be happy to answer any
questionse I would also suggest that Representative Ryder
is the hyphenated Chief Sponsor of this Billy and I'm
certain that he wouldeee I would defer to Representative
Ryderys if he's in a better position to answer the
question.”

informations obviously they would wish to correct thate If
there were.es. if they say nothing after seven dayss the
employer then has the ability to assume that the document
is correct and to make a judgment of employment based on
that informatione. If the employer obtains that information
without giving the copy to the applicant, then the employer
is subject by 1law to prosecution for liability under the

human rights violations and other parts of our lawe So

by this viruse 1 offered an Amendment to the Gentleman®s
Bill which would retain the right of anonymitys but only at
the alternative testing sites so that both methods could go
forward in relative harmony.

68th Legislative Day June 25¢ 1987
admitted to a hospital who are between the ages of 13 and
554 if they are getting a blood test anyway. The test is
to be done at the time of pre—admissions or if they are not
having a pre—admission blood testy then the first inpatient
blood teste. It also requires the testing of prisoners in
state penitentiaries when they are taken into the prison
and when they have regular medical checkupse. It further
provides that prisoners Iin state penitentiaries be tested
at least 60 days prior to the time that they are
contemplated to be releasede And there is a provision we
added a short while ago to guarantee that the reporting
that is required under contact tracings which is passed on
another Billy would not be damaged by an anonymity
provision that was on the Bill that we just passed so that
it would guarantee the right of anonymity for those persons
who are tested at the alternative testing site set up by
the Department of Public Health for that purposes but other
tests would not be done anonymously. I think the House has
already spoken on this issue that we believe that it is
important to direct and require the Public Health
authorities of this State to begin to take steps to stop
the spread of the AIDS viruse This Bill will go toward
that efforte in my opinion. It is something that is
needed. It is needed nowe In facty it was needed four
years agoe We cannot afford to wait any longere. 1 urge
its adoption by the Housee Thank you.®

Speaker Breslin: %"The Lady has moved for the passage of Senate
Bill 85+ and on that questions the Gentleman from Cooky
Representative Cullerton.®

Cullerton: "May 1 inquire of the Chair, HMadam Speaker?"

Speaker Breslin: "State your inquiry.®

Cullerton: *"wWhich Amendments are adopted on this B8ill? I believe

some have been adopted todays and I... the Calendar does
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not reflect which ones were adoptede If you <could inform
mee®

Speaker Breslin: "Mr, C(Clerk? Mre Clerks I need to know which
Amendments are adopted to this Bille"

Clerk Leone: ®Amendments ¥le 29 39 49+ S5y and 6 are adopted to the
Bill."

Cullerton: %Okaye I have no questions at this timee"

Speaker Breslin: ®Very goode The Lady has moved for the passage
of Senate Bill 85. 1Is there any discussion? Hearing nones
the questionsese The Gentleman from Cooky Representative
Cullerton. Excuse mey the Gentleman from Cooky
Representative Bowmany firste That will give
Representative Cullerton some time.®

Bowman: f"Madam Speakers would the Lady yield for a question?®

Speaker Breslin: "She wille.®

Bowman: ®This deals with testing for marriage licenses. How long
does it take to get the test results back?®

Pullen: ©"Hell, it depends on how many tests are being done in a
given 1locality. Hhen the Army is testing its recruitsy
they get back their results within 24 hours. It can take
up to three weeks 1if it is sent to a lab that is not
regularly doing these testse"®

Bowman: "0Okaye. Let m2 tell you about the City of Chicago with
respect to people who are indigent for whom the City does
free testinge The specimens they take are sent to the
State for testing and the State has two people doing the
work on this and the results are sent back to Chicago and
it takes maybe a month and a half. Haybe as little as a
monthy but certainly it could easily take a month and a
halfe In any eventy the amount of time is quite variable,
so if couples are planning a.e.. to get married at a certain
timey they really would not have a very good guide as to

how far in advance of the ceremony they would have to have
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this test taken so they could get the results back in timey
because you couldn*t have the ceremony take place until the
test results were knowne The license wouldn't be issued
bafore the test results were knowne It seems to me that
while this is very well intentioneds this is going to throw
our system for issuing marriage licenses into chaosy and I
think I can safely predict if this Bill passese that more
than a few of us on this floor are going to be getting some
irate phone calls from people who are saying that they
areees they already have arrangements to be marriedy they
can't get a license. Yhat can we do about it? And we're
not going to be able to do anything about ite. 1In facts if
this Bill passesy we may have to admit that we voted for
ite I don't want to be in that positione I°'m voting
‘no’."

Speaker Breslin: "The Gentleman from MclLean, Representative
Ropp."®

Ropp: ®Thank yous Madam Speakere tHould the Sponsor yield?v

Speaker Breslin: ™She will."

Ropp: “Representativey I think this is a good ideae I guess my
question iss what is the added extra cost to this and does
the State incur that or does the individual coming in for
the testing incur the test.ee« or the coste I mean?®

Pullenz "Are you referring to the premarital test? Are you
referring to the premarital section? The individuals who
are applying for the marriage license pay for that just as
they do for the syphilis testy and for their marriage
license and the cost is $3.00 for the initial test for the
ELISA tests If they test negative on that, that®s the only
coste If one of them tests positivey then they would give
another ELISA test that would be $6.00. If they test
positive on both of thosey then they would be givens.e. with

the same sample of bloods would be given a Hestern Blot
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Assay Test whichy according to figures frome I believe it's
the Wall Street Journaly costs $30.00. So that would be
only for those who have already had a double positive on
the less expensive test.®

Ropp: "In other wordsy the individual would be assuming all the
costs for each additional test that should be required."

Pullen: ®"Righte This would not be a cost to the State.”

Ropp: "Okaye In talking to my Department of Public Health in my
own countye they expressed some concern stating that in at
least that particular areay they could test for some 16
years under the current system of people within that area
before they felt a positive test would ever come upe They
see it as a substantial additional workload on them. I
think it*s a worthy workloade In the Bill there is no
provision thatsy let®*s says would designate high risk areas
must be tested versus those that would have very low risk."

Pullen: P"Noe. There isn®t any difference because you never knows
Representativey, there might be someone who lives in a high
risk area for a while and then comes home to get marriede®

Ropp: %Okaye Thank youe"

Speaker Breslin: ®"The Lady from Cooks Representative Currie.”

Currie: ™Thank youy Speakery and Members of the Housee. I know
that the Members of this Body decided that there was no
applicability of a Fiscal Note to Senate Bill 85y as
amended. And I know that the Sponsor of the Bill has just
told us that there is no costy no State coste no taxpayer
cost to this Bille But the Illinois Departwent of Public
Aid tells me that the cost of testing hospital inpatients
between the ages of 13 and 55 will impose a cost between 9
and 12 million dollars annually against the State Treasurye
Between 9 and 12 million dollars annually to test hospital
inpatientse Some might say that it®s worthwhile for an

individual who is going to the hospital for a hernia
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problem or to deliver a baby to find out whether he or she
may be a carrier of AIDS. It may be helpful for health
workers in the hospital to know that about patients who are
there with a skin rash or some other kind of problem. But
let me remind you that when people go in to deliver babiesy
for exampley they are likely to be in and out in one day.
The blood test that is performed by the hospital under this
legislations the results of that test will not even be
available before that patient leaves the hospitale. There
is a cost to this Billy a cost to use Here we are in harsh
fiscal times in the State of Illinoise. Passage of this
Bill will commit us to pay between 9 and 12 million dollars
through the Department of Public Aid to fund testing for
inpatient serviceses If you want to vote for a tax
increasey feel free to vote for Senate Bill 85.%

Speaker Breslin: "Representative Curries for the record vyou
should note that a Fiscal Note has been filed on this Bille.
This Body determined that a Prison Impact Note was not
applicable to the Bille The next person to speak will be
the Gentleman from Cooke Representative Cullerton.®

Cullerton: ®“Yes. Thank vyoue. Madam Speakery to be fair to the
Sponsory I think that the last speaker indicated some <cost
attributable to this Billy and I think that the Sponsor of
the Billy perhapssy might disagrees 1 quite frankly didn*t
hear her explanation as to how much she thought this might
costy so if I could ask the Sponsory Representative Pulleny
with regard to the Amendments that deal with the Department
of Correctionseess

Speaker Breslin: "Representative Cullertonee.e Would you turn on
Representativeesees Okaye Proceede.®

Pullen: ®Thank youy Sire Theeess "

Speaker Breslin: %YExcuse mes Excuse mee Representative

Cullerton was not finished asking his question.”
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Pullen: "He did ask a question.®

Speaker Breslin: %He's not finished asking the questione®

Pullen: "0hy I*m sorrye I thought he wase.®

Cullerton: %“Thank youe Thank youe NoOe I was in the middle of it
and my microphone was taken off. Nows have vyou seen the
Fiscal Note that was filed by the Illinois Department of
Corrections and have you seen the Fiscal Note filed by the
Il1linois Departmant of Public Aidy and would you like to
comment on the veracity of those Fiscal Notes?*®

Pullen: "Surely. First to the Department of Public Aide 1 think
that they probably listened to someone over the telephone
and heard the cost of 4 to 5 dollarsy but they heard it as
$45.00. And their Fiscal Note is completely out of orbite
It bas no validity whatsoevere. The cost of an ELISA test
is $3.00. At some places it could be as much as $4.00 to
$5.00y and they have it listed at $45.00y and their Fiscal
Note is projected on that basise So it is not at all
accuratees As to the Departmentees 7

Cullerton: "Could I just ask you a question on that? How many
tests would this Bill require? One or two?”

Pullen: ®It requires one if they are negativey and if they are
positivey then it requires a confirmatory teste. because we
don't want to be giving people false positive information.®

Cullerton: “Righte The confirmatory testy thens what would you
estimate the costees that cost to be?v

Pullen: “The figures on that vary. The figure that I have seen
that I think is probably reliable in terms of a 1location
where a great many of these are being done so you have an
economy of scales is $30.00y which I derived from the Hall
Street Journal.®”

Cullerton: “But that would be a much lower percentage of people
who receive that test. Right?"

Pullen: "Absolutelye. It would be only those who have tested
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positive twice on the ELISA.™

Cullerton: "So I just want to knowy on the issue of the Public
Aid Amendmenty how much money do you think it would cost
based on your figures? Approximately.®

Pullen: *Helly I haven't multiplied it out in terms of the
hospital admissions that we pay foreese ¥

Cullerton: ¥PNow this ise.ee this is just cost to the States nowe
We*re not talking about the cost that an individual
hospital may have to pass on to 1its patientsy but we're
Just talking about the cost to the State.®

Pullen: fRighte Right.”

Cullerton: ®Do you have any idea?"

Pullen: "Helly what's $3.00eee $3.00 times 300,000 admissionse I
guess?”

Cullerton: ®And then a certain percentage times 30y for the
second teste.®

Pullen: ™"Yesy but a low percentagea"

Cullerton: ™Alrighte. Okay. And then on the Department of
Correctionsy their Fiscal Notes theyy I understand,
estimate the cost of the test to be $10.00.7

Pullen: "Yesy they do. I don®t know why."

Cullerton: *®0kays NOW YyOU SaYees "

Pullen: Y] meansy maybe they®re.s.e. maybe they expect to be using a
lab that has inflated costs.®

Cullerton: *Now when you say $3.00s that, I assumey does not
cover the cost of counseling for those who areees %

Pullen: "Yese. I think that would be corrects It wouldn't cover
the cost of counseling for those people who test positive."

Cullerton: “0kaye And does it cover the cost of the salaryeees
the salaries of people who administer the test and maintain
the records and the confidentiality provisions and all
that? Or is that just thee.. ®

Pullen: "I would doubt that the Department of Corrections would
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have a lab set up to do it themselvese I think they would
contract that oute They would have to maintain records and
protect the confidentiality of that.”

Cullerton: "So maybe that $10.00 estimates you knowe takes into
accounteee "

Pullen: "Jteee $10.00 might take into account thaty, vyese It*s
possible.”

Cullerton: "Okaye So now they come up with asse an estimate
between Amendments #3 and 4 of aboute.. at $10.00 a test of
about $8004000.00. Would you feel that that would be in
the ball park??

Pullen: *®It's very possible that it would be in the ball parke I
know the Department of Corrections is not crazy about this,
so I*m not sure how much they may be measuring it
carefullys but JTees®

Cullerton: ®"]I*ve been the victimees I°ve been the victim of
Fiscal Notes by agencies that don®t like my Billsy so I'm
sensitive to thaty but that®'s why I wanted to ask you what
you feltes Well actually $800+4000.00s to mes didn't seem
too shockinge The real problem comes ine and 1°'d 1like to
have you respond to thises to the second page of their
Fiscal Note that talks about protective custodyy and this
is where it gets very speculatives but potentially very
expensives This is what I want you to addresse. Theees "

Pullen: ®It*s very speculative and I think it*s an example of a
Department that is trying very hard to use a Fiscal Note to
harm a Bill rather than being honest about it.®

Cullerton: *"Alrighte And so I want you to responde Let me just
present the argument and perhaps you can respond to ite If
people test positivey Federal Court decisions would require
the Department to isolate those prisoners from the general
popul atione. The estimate as to how many would test

positivey, I believey is 5 to 10 per cent. Now there must
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besy I would assumey some cost relevant to isolating people

who tes

t positive for AIDSy and so how muchy and their

range comes from 36 million to 58.5 million dollarse
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that we

rangees So I'm wondering if you could comment on
y first of all whether you think it would be
y for these prisoners to be isolated and secondly,
ow much do you think it would cost?®
rms of Federal Court decisionsy I do not know
it would be necessary for them to be isolatede 1In
policy optionsy setting that question asidey I
that it would be possible for the Department to
policy of assigning cells on the basis of a test
rather than setting up whole wings or entire
ions or whatevere. The concern that we have

In fact,
Representative Greiman specifically asked me privately this
questiony why did you pick 55? I think Representative
Greiman®s age is around 55, but perhaps that's why he was

interested in that amount.®

“Helly it was no offense."

Cullerton: "In that agee Hhat is the significance 0feee ©

Pullen:

“"Now the greatest incidence of the virus is of persons up
to around the range of age 50y and I don't think we want to
come back and amend it to age 51 next yearsy age 52 the next
yeary and 53 the next vyeary so I thought that by
overshooting that age by a very modest amounts we would be

providing this in a responsible manner for the future.”

Cullerton: "Okay. Thank you. Nows to the B8illes I think thatese.

I think that I probably would have voted against the Bill
thateees as it was originally introduceds although I would
suspect that most everybody here would vote for its because
it required the testing for applicants for marriage
licensee. The Governor has already 1indicated by press
release that he's going to sign that Billy and I think it’s
generally understood that there is enough support for thate
But I think these Amendments should be 1looked at very
carefullys even by those of you who would normally endorse
the original Billy especially with regard to the Department
of Correctionse. I'm not attributing to them great 1lofty
goalse I'm Jjust telling you what they testified to in
Committee. Theyy as a method of controlling the prison
behaviory prison populations and the prison behaviory they
quite frankly would like to have everyone in the prison to
think that if they engage in some type of sexual conduct
with another prisonery that they may get AIDS. If they

know thaty if that®s going through their minds, that tends
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to cut down on theesee tends to really cut down on the
desire to have this sexual contacte So they have come in
and saide *Don't tell everybodye.ee don?t separate those who
have AIDS from those who don'tsy because then the sexual
activity will increase in both different wings of that
prison®*s Those who think that they aree... it's safes and
those who think that it doesn’t make any difference because
it*s a fatal diseasee So that®s been their argumente Now,y
I don®t think that's the loftiest of goalsy but I certainly
think that it makes a lot of sense. Now that's number one.
Number twoes it seems to me 1it®*s not a very uniform
approache. He test people when they first come ine He test
people right before they go oute We don't test John Wayne
Gacy because he®s going to be there forevery but we would
test those people who are just about ready to leavey and I
don't know what weeee what we do with thate I mean if
we're talking about controlling the prison population and
keeping the spread of AIDS going from the prison
populations why are we testing those who are just about
ready to leave? 1[I meany the notices that go out afterwards
don't prohibit those people from being released in the
general populatione Plus it's going to cost some moneye.
It*'s going to «cost at leasts I think even Representative
Pullen would estimatey at least a million and a half, two
million dollars for the prisons and as far as the
Department of Public Aide even if you took their Fiscal
Note and cut the cost of the test down to $10.00y it°’s
still going to cost about two million dollars there. And
that doesn*t county by the ways the cost that the Illinois
Hospital Association has estimated to be about a hundred
million dollars that will be borne by people who pay
insurance premiumse So I understand that the original Bill

was something which was going to passy but I think that
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people should be very wary about supporting the Amendments
29 39 and 4 that will end up costing the State a 1lot of
moneyy andeses ¥

Speaker Breslin: "Bring your remarks to a closey Sire You've
talked your five minutes.®

Cullerton: “Nosy I don't mean to exceed the time. 1I'd be happy to

Speaker Greiman: ®The Gentleman moves for the adoption of
amendment £#4 to Senate Bill 237.

Speaker Greiman: "Mre Leverenz.®

Leverenz: “Thankse This 1is for Special Assistant Attorney
General work and we're moving it to the proper line item.®

Mays: ®0kays and by doing soy you're taking money down from the
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contractual line items in the Auditor General's budgety and
putting those dollars into a Special Assistant Attorney
General line item?”

Leverenz: "He're taking it out of the audit investigation 1lines
Is your Amendment see Is your analysis miswritten? He're
Jjust puttingeee language right so it is used for Attorney
General worke"

Mays: "How has the Agency gotten by without this type of a
special line before?v

Leverenz: YVery welle And they®l]l get by again.®

Mays: "Okaye To the Amendments. Thank yous very muche He have
seen this Amendment on this budget in Committee and on some
other budgetsy and while this Amendment represents an
improvement over the one that was erroneously adopted in
Committeey the way it must be viewed by anybody that is
objectivey is as a turf building type of Amendment for the
Attorney General of this Statee. This would take down
3764000 from their contractual line items something that
has been wused for this type of thing in the pasty but it
still specifically 1lines it to the Attorney Géneral's
offices I don't Kknow why the Attorney General's office
feels he has to have this kind of special attention in this
budget and the others. I don't believe it*'s a good
precedent to sete. I would thereforey oppose the
Amendment.®

Speaker Greiman: "The Gentleman from Macony Mre. Tate.®

Tate: "Thank yousy Mr. Speakers Mre Speakers this Amendment is an
Amendment that®s been filed to a series of different Bills
and different agencies in this processe I would suggest to
the HMemberships that if we®re going to be serious about
budget plans and budget cuttingses and if this General
Assembly is going to develop a responsible policys then

this side of the aisle 1is prepared to cut contractual
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agreements and cut travel and cut the frills out of this
budget.s But what we're also doing todays folkse and I
think everyone should listen ..es Mre Speakers can we have
some attentione Mre Speaker? If vyou don*t want to be
serious about it folksy we're going to pass out a budget
todays some budgets on Children and Family Servicese He're
going to pass out a budget on Higher Education. A 1lot of
people in this State are not going to receive the type of
services that you may want <ee¢ you may think they®re
deserving of. Nowy if you're going to build an empire in
the Attorney General's officey if you want to give him
$3+0004000 worth of new lawyers this years and you want to
put that priority over child abuse and higher education and
little kids in this Statey, then I think that's the type of
statement that that side of the aisle is going to stand
fore if we're going to allow this type of practice to
existe This side of the aisle is ready and stands willing
to work with you in eliminating all of the contractual
worke all the travel. He'll cut the frills out of this
budgete But we®re not willing to give it to one AG that
may have some other reason to build that empires This is a
bad Amendment and we should all vote *no®* on this

Amendment.”

Speaker Greiman: ®The Gentleman from Cooky Mre. Bowman.®

Bowman:

"Thank yous Mre Speakers. Hill the Sponsor of the

Amendment yield for a question?®

Speaker Greiman: "He indicates he will.®

Bowman:

“"Representative Leverenzy the last e¢es®

Leverenz: ™"0Did you want to ask me a question?®

Bowman:

"Yess As I understand ity the Amendment cuts money, does

it not? This Amendment cuts money?"™

Leverenz: "Moves it around.®

Bowman:

"That's righte Okaye Mre. Speakery to the legislation
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thene 1 think the speech that we just heard is really not
on point. It misses the point altogethers, because what
we're doing herey is reducing the lines in some budgetss
increasing them in other budgets. There is no net effect
on the bottom 1lines and in fact ... at least as
appropriatedy and in facty this particular reallocation
should be able to save money in contractual liness because
a lot of these agencies contract out for expensive lawyers
at $150 an houre And if we put all the money where it
belongs in the Attorney General®'s offices then he could
hire the necessary specialisty that perhaps the individual
agencies couldn*t hire on their owny and avoid the expense
of contracting out. This 1is a procedure that actually
saves moneye And I think it should be supported by the
other side of the aisley because 1I'm sure they're
interested in saving moneyy too.®

Speaker Greiman: ®“The Gentleman from Cooks Mre Piele.®

Piel: “Thank yous Mre. Speakers Ladies and Gentlemen of the Housee.
I bhave to take exception with the previous speaker when he
says it saves money and you sit here and look at what the
money that's being put iny it®s not saving money. 1 think
it's too bad that the Attorney General wants to go about
getting his appropriation for assistance in this mannere.
Just to clarify what the Members on the other side of the
aisle eee This isn't a partisan situation whatsoever. When
it came to the appropriation processy the Comptrollery your
partys the Treasurery your partys leveled with usy put it
on the table exactly what he was asking fore and exactly
how much they needed for specific line itemse I sat down
with all the constitutional officersy went over their
budgetsy what they neededy and one thing and another. 1In
the hour and a half that we sat in the Attorney General's

officesy not once was this mentionedy that he needed this
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money for this purposee. Not once during the Committee
process did the Attorney General say *He need the money for
this purpose'. Ladies and Gentlemen of the Houses to me it
is nothing but an end run on the Attorney General®'s part to
sit here and throw more money into the budgety to bust the
budget worse than it is at the present timee I think what
we have to dos we have to approach this thing in a goody
fiscally responsible mannery and if the man does not have
the guts to come up to us in Appropriation Committee and
say *I need the money for this®y let®s let him know and
vote *no'."

Speaker Greiman: “The Gentleman from Ste. Clairy Mre Flinn. I*m
sorrys Mre Richmond."

Richmond: “Mre. Speakery I move the previous question.®”

Speaker Greiman: "The Gentleman from Jacksons Mre. Richmonds moves
the previous question be pute. All in favor signify by
saying ‘*aye®sy those opposed °®no*s. In the opinion of the
Chaire the *ayes® have ite Mre Leverenzy to close.”

Leverenz: “Thank youe There are a couple of guys getting excited
over theree. Getting excitede When the last speaker said
the money gets moved to the Attorney General®’s budgety
nothing could be further from the truthe I have no idea
what your staff analysis eee your analysis says at alla.
Maybe that was tested under a previous Bille Buty what
we're doing bheres 1is within the agency budget, simply
setting aside and earmarking money that isn®t wusedy for
that which it has been used for for yearse The Special
Assistant Attorney General is doing work at the direction
of those agenciese If the previous speaker were correcty
the Governor would have to give up over 600 attorneys paid
for in different departments of State governments. Isn®t
that amazing? GQOver 600 people on the payroll. If you want

to find some money to savey grab theme It's 40 to 60
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million dollarse I would encourage Representative Hays to
do just that. 1If you looked at the contractual service
line that we're talking about in these budgetss you'd swipe
another 8 million dollars in savings. We didn*t touch any
of those little babiese He left all those people. Maybe
that should be termed the Attorneys Full Employment
Practice Act. We're just setting money aside to be wused
for the same purpose it's been used for every year."

Speaker Greiman: *%Bring your remarks to a closey Sire.®

Leverenz: ®1 will offer this Amendment agains and that®s why I*m
taking the time to do it nows so they should understand it
once and for all. I move for the adoption of the
Amendment.”

Speaker Greiman: ®The question 1isy *Shall this Amendment be
adopted?* All those in favor signify by saying "aye®
those opposed "no'e All those in favor signify by voting
*aye®y, those opposed vote *no®e. Voting is now opene Mre
Stephensy one minute to explain your vote.®

Stephens: "Well, just ten secondse. You knowy we are excited. We
are worried about how the House is preparing a budget to
send to the Governor. He ought to be concerned about ity
and we ought to be excitede And we ought to watch the way
this money is being abused.®

Speaker Greiman: “Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who
wish? Mre Clerky take the record. On this questiony
there are 64 *aye®y 45 *no'y none voting *present'e And
the Amendment is adopteds Are there further Amendments?®

Clerk Leone: “Floor Amendment #5, being offered by Representative
Mayse®

Speaker Greiman: “The Gentleman from Adamss Mre. Mays on Amendment
#54°

Mays: "Thank yous very muchs Mre Speaker and Ladies and Gentlemen

of the House. House Amendment #5 takes into consideration
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everything that has happened to this Bill in the Committee
actione It takes into consideration the Fiscal °*87
expenditure level that we reduced the Auditor General's
budget down tos and it goes a little bit furthers It cuts
across the board in the Auditor General's officey 2% from
the budget ees from the operations budgety for an
additional $210,000. The Amendment on its face would show
about a $4044000 savingss but that is in addition «ees or
from that figure must be subtracted the Fiscal *87
expenditure level. I would move the adoption of this
Amendmente™

Speaker Greiman: *®The Gentleman moves the adoption of Amendment
#5 to Senate Bill 237. And on thaty the Gentleman from
DuPagey Mre Daniels.®

Daniels: ©“Mr. Speakers Ladies and Gentlemen of the House. So
everyone understandsy Amendment 5 is the commencement of
what the House Republican Conference 1is proposings a 2%
across the board cut in our appropriation level as of this
point. As of last nighty the House and the Senates through
their Appropriations Committeess have appropriated for the
approval of the respective Chambersy $104780,000,000 in
General Revenue Fundse The Governor has stated that unless
we give him a budget at $10+4000000,000 General Revenue,
that he will reduce those funds to that 1level. He
recognize thaty of coursey there is some discrepancy as to
what this Chamber may feel about the appropriate cuts
versus the Governore. The Governor has stated that he will
remove $11340004000 from Higher Edeee Elementary and
Secondary Educationy and $47+0004000 from Higher Education,
and $404000,000 from other agenciesy in achieving his 10.4
billion dollar levela He have presented a plan which we
think will worke That plan calls for a spending level of

10.550 billione It will call for the repayment of the
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debty 1044000,000. It will call for a checkbook balance of
approximately $200 million. Andy yesy it does call for a
reduction in spendings that the House and Senate have set
at this point at $1047804y0004000e Now I know that there
are some people in this Chamber that would says *I want to
prioritize cutsy and I want to make sure that cuts come out
of this area or that area®s. Bute I'm telling you that the
House and Senate have alreadysy to the credit of the various
Appropriation Committeesy to their credit and to the credit
of the action in the House and Senatey have already
prioritized their areas of importancee. For instances in
the area of Mental Healthy the Senate added the other days
an additional 20 million dollars over the House level. In
the area of correctionsy the Senate yesterday added by
voice votey the sum of 30 wmillion dollarse. That*s 50
million dollars in new spending that have been addede.
Under our planes because we cut across the boardy we can
keep those spending levels at the relative level that the
directors of these agencies tell us that they have to be.
Under our plan we are not going to remove 113 million from
Elementary and Secondary Educatione. Under our plan we are
not going to remove 47 million dollars from Higher Ede 8ut
insteady we are spreading it across the boarde. Andy yesy
as painful as it may be to some agenciesy because we have
many agencies 1in this State that have effectively kept
spending lows but as painful as it may bey they will share
in the burden to cut spending and to cut the burden on the
taxpayers of Illinoise. Let's make it clear right nows that
to do anything other than to accept the 2% cut across the
boardy you are telling the taxpayers of Illinoiss that you
are in fact for a tax increasee And your record and your
vote will indicate that. Because you knows and I know that

if you cut 47 million out of Higher Edy and 113 million out
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of Elementary and Secondarys that vyou are forcing the
action of the people of Illinois to <come back to this
Assembly in the falle. Now I don*'t knowe and I don't
understandy why some Members of this Chamber prefer to take
cuts of that natures so that the Chicago School System will
not open in the fall. So that various wuniversities
throughout Illinois will not function appropriately and
will not have the necessary dollarse Buty I for one think,
that in view of the fact that a tax increase does not
appear to have the necessary momentum to passy that the
alternative is one that Wey as responsible Legislators must
takee In accordance with thaty, we owe it to the taxpayers
of Illinoiss and to the people of Illinoiss to spread that
burden of reduced spendinge And I intend to support this
Amendment. I intend to support the actions of the House
and Senate to this date in prioritizing spending throughout
Illinoise And I intend to go on record as saying 1 stood
up and said it's time to cut some of the spending in
Illinoise And it's time to eliminate the hypocrisy of
people that believe that we could go on and spendy spend,
spends And I knowe as the Republican Leader on this side
of the aisley that we Republicans will stand up and say cut
spending in this Statey and this is the responsible way to
do ite If you don*t join use then you will be adding vyour
vote for a tax increases whether it be in the near future,
or in the fally and you know ity and we invite you to join
us."

Speaker Greiman: ®“Further discussion? The Gentleman from Cooky
Mre Bowmana.®

Bowman: ®Thank yous Mre Speakery Ladies and Gentlemen of the
Housee Welly, we have just heard a magnificent speech on
the Republican plan. The Republican plan to balance the

budgete. Ladies and Gentlemen of the Housey it is not a
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plany it 1is a political posture. It is a political
postures iIn every bit as much as the Governor®'s political
postures The Governor has flimflammed his way through one
electionsy and then he flimflammed his way through another
electionsy and now the Republicans are trying to flimflam
their way through this Sessione The point is thisy Ladies
and Gentlemeny we have reviewed the revenue figureses He
have reviewed the budgets. We have a target level on this
side of the aisle that 1is responsibley that will not
require layoffse. The Gentleman referred specifically to
Mental Healthe I'm sorry he was not in the meeting this
morning with Director Mandeville and Deputy Governor Reilly
and the other Appropriations peoples because I asked
Director Mandeville point blanky will the budget <.« Hental
Health budget as it passed the House require 1layoffse and
he said nos He saidy °*However from a programmatic point of
views we may find that the most appropriate thing to do and
so forth. In other wordsy Ladies and Gentlemens he's
blowing smokes He says on the one handy no it won't
require lay offsy and on the other hand he®s keeping his
options open so the Governor can adopt a «cynical position
at the end of this Session and just willy—-nilly slash out
of this budgete The fact ises Ladies and Gentlemeny that we
don't have to repay the debt immediately. We can roll it
overy because the Illinois Supreme Court has said that the
message tax is perfectly legale He ares I thinks heading
into the United States Supreme Court with a verys very
strong position. And soy we can roll that debt overs He
can keep the budget balanced at a low level ees excuse mes
the available balance at a low levele 1It®*s not the best
thing to do under all circumstancesy but under the present
circumstances it®*s very appropriate to doe. Because you

know what will happen if we follow this alleged Republican
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plane this alleged Republican plan will provide us with
almost 300 million in one time expenditures for this veare.
That's 300 million that won®t have to be in the budget next
yeare That*s 300 million that could be added to the normal
growth next year and give the Governor almost three
quarters of a billion dollars to roll around in like a pig
in mude And I think we should not give the Governor that
kind of flexibility. He ought to keep him on a short
leashe Ye have a responsible budget and we're going to

pass ite We <ee I stand in opposition to this Amendmente®

Speaker Greiman: “The Gentleman from Macony Mre. Tates.®

Tate:

"Thank yous Mre Speakery Ladies and Gentlemen of the
Chambere The previous speaker gives you 50% of the storye.
The previous speakers as well as the leaders on the other
side of the aisley were in a meeting with Or. Mandeville
yesterdays when Dr. Mandeville indicated that the Governor
had a target figure of 10.4e At that times both partisan
staffs on a bipartisan basisy agreed that the current level
of spendingy at this time in the processy 1is 340 million
dollars over that level. The Governory at that time
yesterdays announced what would happen if we pass a budget
that remains 340 million dollars over what we can afford to
spende Nowsy the previous speaker has indicated that we
have worked hard in the appropriation process on both
Chamberss on both sides of the aisley to reduce spendinge
He haves in facte cut 807 million dollars out of the
initial budget request at this time. But peoples don't
mislead yourself if you think that we have 340 million
dollars to spende We either find 340 million dollars in
new revenuey or we cut 340 million dollars in revenue.

Mre Homersy the
Gentleman from Fulton.®

“4elly thank yous Mre Speaker and Ladies and Gentlemenes
We listened to those arguments that e«e to come up with
$300 million dollarsy there are only two choices before us.
And the previous speaker said e«es They®re very simple. We
either raise $300 million dollars in new revenue, or we cut
spending by $300 million dollarse And that sounds 1like a
very logical statementy until you 1look to see what's
happened in prior yearss and particularly last vyear and
other vyearsy which were election years in this State. And
then we findsy lo and beholdy that there are other choices
that are out therey that are used by this administration.
Those choices are to reduce the vyear—end balance. Those
choices 1include decisions to 1lapse payments to pay them
over into the next year. Payments that are due this vyear,
to not pay them this years but to pay them in the next
yeare And we did that this year to the tune of $350
million dollarsy and to engage in short term borrowinge
All of those things we do in an election years.

Hallock: ®“Thank vyous HMre Speakery Members of the Housee I rise
in support of the Amendment. And I must say to all of vyou
here todays that thisy of courses is not an easy thing to
do necessarilys but we are in a predicament here and I
think we all acknowledge thate No one here on either side
of the aisley no matter what your philosophy is or where

you come from in the terms of the State of Illinois, will
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deny the fact that we don®*t have a crisis in this State.

Madigan has stated on many
different occasions that he felt thateee you knows Hre
Danielss being the Republican Leaders should take the leade
And so this is the first Amendment on what we would
classify a leade. Mre Homer mentioned that their budget
meant somethinge And Tome in all sincerityy there are
probably areas of your budget that we could agree tos but
unfortunately we haven®t seen it yete Hy question would be
what cuts are going to madey and what increases are going
to be made? If you're making large cuts in certain areasy
you're going to have to be making large increases in other
arease This ee« None of us like to cuty I mean let®s face
ite but this is the type of situationsy Ladies and
Gentlemeny that we're sent down here fore 99% of your
votes on this House Floor are easy votese. Every once in a

while you have that 1% to where you have to sit here and
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really scrutinize and agonize over your votee And this
happens to be <.« this happens to be the situation. Now
welre getting down to the budget process in a tight Fiscal
Yeary we have toe This is a situation alsos to where we®re
not going to sit here and says okay fine. If you have a
mental health facility in vyour areay if you have a
corrections facility in vyour areas obviously you're more
inclined to vote with theme But this is a situation that's
faire. It*s fair to everybody in the States 1It*s not easy
to make these cutsy but it's faire 2% across the boarde
And none of you can go homes whether it be you or Iy can go
back to our constituents and say that there®s no waste in
State governmenty let®s face reality. Every State budget
can cut 2% of fat out. Every State budget can do ite And
I think that*s what we have to do. WHe have to be fair. We
don't want to cut. He don®t want to have to raise taxes,
but we®re getting down to the last days of Sessione He've
got to do something for the people of the State of
Illinois. 1It®'s not a popular thing to go back home and say
*Heyy you know I had to cut a 1little bit out of your
budget®s but 1it®s a hell of a lot more popular than going
home and telling your peoples *I*'m sorrys but I had to
raise taxes to fund State government®. The longer you®re
down herey the more you're going to see our budgets
increase. I*ve been down here nine years. It was $11
billion dollars the first year I was down here.

Look at the numberss Ladies and Gentlemen. We just don*t
have the moneye So when you vote on this and subsequent
Amendmentsy what you®re saying isy if you're opposed to
cutting the budgetsy then youy, and you aloney are in favor
of raising taxese You have to take that message back home.
I prefer to take the message back home that yes, Ladies and
Gentlemeny State government can live within its meanss the
same way that we ask you to live within your budget.

McCracken: “Thank yous Mre. Speaker. The Governor has stated in
no uncertain terms that he needs to get down to a $10.4
billion dollar budget in General Revenue fundse. Passing
out the budget at the *87 levely, which I believe is your
plany although I don®t know for sures does not do that. If
we leave heres 2 or 300 million dollars above that planys
the Governor with his Amendatory Veto powery 1is going to
reduce the budget unilaterallye He isn't going to ask you
where the cuts should come. He isn't going to ask us where
the cuts should go. He's going to take his pen and he°'s
going to cut where he sees fite Nows I think that if we

allow him to do that, if we stay here and pass an °*87
