Clerk WMhoney: “Representative MQ@iire, Chairperson from the
Committee on Aging, which the follow ng nmeasure/s was/were
referred, action taken on March 30, 2004, reported the sane
back with the follow ng recomrendation/s: 'recomrends be
adopt ed' Fl oor Anendnent #2 to House Bill 5058. Ref erred
to the House Rules Commttee, House Resolution 771, offered
by Representative Hassert. House Resolution 772, offered
by Representative John Bradley. House Resolution 773,
of fered by Representative Coul son. House Joint Resol ution
73, offered by Representative Turner.”

Speaker Madi gan: “On page 14 of the Calendar there appears
House Bill 5070. Representative Berri os. M. Cderk, read
the Bill. 5070.”"

Cl erk Mahoney: *“House Bill 5070, a Bill for an Act concerning
financial regulation. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Madi gan: “Representative Berrios.”

Berri os: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Centlenen of the
House. House Bill 5070 originated from the Departnent of
Fi nancial Institutions. It anmends the Debt Managenent
Services Act when defining debt nanagenment services to
i ncl ude indirect. The new definition would define *debt
managenent services’ as a service to receive noney from a
debtor for the purpose of distributing it directly or
indirectly to the debtor’s credits (sic-creditors). Thi s

Bill does conme from an original case where a debt
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managenent conpany said their program was unregulated by

the original Act and therefore it could charge any fee they

chose to consuners. The proposed Bill anending the Act
will provide a nore inclusive definition of a debt
managenent service. It wll provide necessary protection

to consuners intended with the original draft of the Act.
| would urge an ‘aye’ vote.”

Speaker Madi gan: “Representative Mulligan. Milligan.”

wul |'i gan: “Thank you, M. Speaker. I was trying to see if |
could find the answer w thout asking her. Representati ve,

what is the fee for the managenent of the debt service?”

Berrios: “l...1 don’t know.”

Mul |'i gan: “Pardon ne? It says a fee, but we wouldn't want
soneone who's wup, ya know, in debt to be paying an
exorbitant fee. So, is there sonme kind of a cap on what

the fee can be, what they would charge for the service?”

Berri os: “Consuners could be charged fees in excess of what...
$30 initial fees and $30 nonthly fees per debtor for all
debt or counseled, is what | have here.”

Mul I'i gan: “That would be the nmaxi num fee?”

Berrios: “l'm..it mght be.”

Mul ligan: “lI'"msorry, was that a certain yes or...

Berrios: “No, I|..It mght be.”

Mul l'igan: “It m ght be?”

Berri os: “This is..that’s what | have from DFI, but | wasn’t

gi ven exact nunbers. What this...what..
Mul I'igan: “Representative, | think the idea sounds |ike a good

idea if the object is to nmake sure that a debtor is not
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charged an exorbitant anount of noney to nmanage the debt.
Because it would be ridiculous for sonmeone that's having a
problem to go to sonmeone that could charge them an
exor bi tant anount of noney.”

os: “Right, and what this Bill does is nake sure that they
can’t be charged an excess anount of nobney by a certain

conpany that says they’'re not regulated by the Act.”

gan: “It doesn’'t create a fee, is what nmy staff’s telling
nme?”

os: “No, it doesn't.”

gan: “It just allows themto do this and charge a fee?”

os: “Well, right now they charge a fee. Certain conpanies

that are in the Act, they charge a fee. But there s other
conpani es, because they pay the debt off conpletely instead
of nonthly, they can charge consuners whatever price they
want in excess of this fee.”

gan: “So, they charge an interest...they charge interest on
t he noney, because they are paying it all up front?”

0S: “Right, and so this Bill would not allow them to do
that, it gives themonly what everyone el se can charge.”
gan: “All right, so...l'mstill not getting a feel for what
the charge is gonna be and that was ny concern. So, what
you're doing is you're elimnating the ability of a conpany
to pay off sonmeone who's in debt, fees up front in an
exor bi tant anount of noney, they can still pay the debt
but they have to do it on a reasonable rate over a period
of tine.”

Brosnahan: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen of the
House. House Bill 5011 is the initiative of the Associ ated
Beer Distributors of Illinois. In 1992 the Liquor Contro

Commission initiated legislation to designate a retail
license as either an on prem ses for consunption retailer

or an off premses retailer. The comm ssion stated they
wanted this changed so they could use the classifications
for internal purposes only. However, when the |egislation
passed, the Bill inadvertently included the phrase °‘classes
of licenses’ rather than sinply ‘classes of retailers’.
It’s always been the intent of the Liquor Control Act to
apply all of its provisions equally to each type of
| icensee, whether it’'s a manufacturer, distributor or a
retailer. This prevents discrimnation or preferential
treatment and pronotes uniform enforcenent of Liquor
Control Acts provisions. This is sinply cleanup | anguage.
| know of no opposition to this legislation. 1'd be happy

to answer any questions.”

Speaker Madi gan: “The Centleman noves for the passage of the
Bill. There being no discussion, the question is, ‘Shall
this Bill pass? Those in favor signify by voting ‘yes’;

House Bill 3893 anends the
Crimnal Code and it creates the offense of cross-burning,
defined as burning or causing to be burned a cross with the
intent to intimdate another person or group of persons
The Bill provides the penalty for the offense as...the first
offense as a Class A nisdeneanor and a Class |V felony for
a second or subsequent offense. This canme out of a
situation we had in McHenry County a few years ago, where a
cross was burned across the street of an interracial
coupl e’ s hone. Under the present law, since it wasn't on
the victims property, we...there was no chargeabl e of f ense.
And we’'d like to close that |1oophole. I’d be glad to
answer any questions.”

House Bill 4450 anends the Automatic Contract
Renewal Act by requiring busi nesses seeki ng to
automatically renew a witten contract nust notify the

consuner of their intent at |east 30 days prior to the end

of the contract. The notification nust state that the
reci pient can cancel the contract. Violation of this wll
be a violation of the Consunmer Fraud Act. And the

violation would be to continue charging a consuner’s bank

account or credit card without the witten authorization of

the consuner. This |anguage was suggested by the AG s
office and | also worked with the phone conpanies, the
Nati onal Federation of Independent Businesses and the
financial institutions. | can answer any questions.”
Speaker Madi gan: “The Lady noves for the passage of the Bill.

The Chair recogni zes M. Parke.”
Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII the Sponsor yield?”
Speaker Madi gan: “Sponsor yields.”
Par ke: “Good norning, Representative.”

Kelly: *“Good norning.”
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Par ke: “I's this anything that you have... any of your
constituents is involved in? Have constituents cone to
you, and said this has happened?”

Kelly: “Right, this...this cane froma particular health club in
nmy area. There were a lot of ‘emthat were opened and the
participants could sign a one year... they could pay every
nmonth or pay for the whole year. |If you paid every nonth,
then they had to debit your account. And this only
pertains to debiting bank accounts or charge cards. When
the year was over, even though your contract was up, they'd
still continue to debit the accounts of people who didn't
even participate any nore and the contracts were up.”

Par ke: “Were they able to get a refund on that noney, even
t hough they had stopped the nenbership?”

Kelly: “One person told nme they could get a refund, but no one
else told ne they could get a refund.”

Par ke: “Ckay. And so you think this is a.. sonmething that
happens on a regul ar basi s?”

Kel ly: “Well, since |I developed this Bill, 1’ve heard from a
nunber of people about this, not just dealing with health
clubs, but when they canceled accounts for other entities
it took the conmpany maybe two, three, four nonths to stop
charging the credit card.”

Parke: “Chez chez. Thank you, M. Speaker.”

This Bill is an initiative from
several organizations in ny home district that are trying
to entice the Farm Progress Show. It is the Super Bow of
agriculture and they attract about 350 thousand visitors
during their three-day run. They are changing. They' re 50
years old and they' re changing the way they do business.
They are |ooking now for a pernmanent site in lowa and a
permanent site in Illinois and would then the su...the Farm
Progress Show would be one year in lowa, one year in
II'linois. Wen you re tal king about attracting those kinds
of visitors, obviously there are sone areas in Vermlion
County that are interested. The problem cones in that the
Farm Progress Show now has two evening perfornmances,
generally country and western nusic artists. And the Farm
Progress Show would like to sell beer at those concerts to
defray the cost of the concert, because they aren't,
certainly not a cheap event to put on. So, if you were
locating this site in a dry towship this Bill would allow
the trustees of the township to apply for a special event

Iicense not to exceed seven days so that the Farm Progress
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Show coul d be hel d. Be glad to answer any questions that

you have.”

House Bill 4361 would require the installation and
the maintenance of fire sprinklers in every college and
university dormtory in the State of Illinois. Along with
that requirenent, we are setting up a revolving loan fund
where individual entities would be able to access this
account that would be supported by the State of Illinois,
for the cost at low interest to nake these installations.
Let nme remnd the Menbers that each year in the country
there are over 18 hundred fires in college and university

dormtories. And according to the National Fire Protection
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Association, since 1990, fire in on-canpus collegiate
housi ng has resulted in 32 deaths. These are four fires a
day in col l egiate housi ng, but fire suppressant ...
suppression technology is only present in 35 percent of

those fires. Can you imagine, Ladies and Gentl enen, when a
parent sends their child off to college, the last thing
that they should have to worry about is that their children
woul d be trapped in a fire, at a university dormtory. The
only way you can insure the fire safety for coll ege student

housing is to place a fire sprinkler sister... system over

them Wiile many newer dormitories already have fire
sprinkler systenms in place, students who live in older
bui | di ngs should be given the sane sense of security. Be

happy to answer any questions.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on that question, Representative Bost.”

Bost: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

Bost: “Representative, is it your belief that sprinkler systens
save |ives?”

Burke: “Most definitely.”

Bost: “OCkay. In all buildings?”

Burke: “According to the National Fire Protection Agencies and
every fire protection expert in our state that we ve had

access to, yes indeed, they save lives.”

Bost: “Okay. Actually they...actually back when we did this for
schools, there was a testinony given that in... and
understand how, as a firefighter, 1’m gonna tell you how a
sprinkler system works. First off, and Ladies and
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Gentlenen, listen closely to this. Your snoke detectors
save lives; sprinklers save property. The reason being is
the only time a sprinkler system can save a life is in a
mul tiple-story building, and the reason being is that it
takes about a 6 hundred degree ceiling tenperature, 6
hundred degree <ceiling tenperature to set off that
sprinkler, which neans for that to occur anyone or anything
alive in that roomw || be dead before that sprinkler goes
of f. In a multi-story building however, they neke sense
and they're proper to have in place. Because what they do
is, is they'|l suppress that fire and not allow it to
spread to the upper levels of that building. Don’t make
the mstake with this that we nade in when we...when we put
this sane | aw on our |ocal school districts. Wen you have
smal | outbuil dings causing our |local school districts, now
our wuniversities, to spend noney that is not necessary,
that cannot and will not save |ives. | wanna nmake sure
that this language is in there, that it is set up correctly
so that it is put in places where it does save lives, not
just cost extra noney, which people have to spend not to
save lives. Folks, I'’m a firefighter, | understand how
this works. A 6 hundred degree ceiling tenperature, if
that occurs, you have not saved a |life in that room e
put wundue <costs on our |ocal school districts when we
passed this same |egislation, because what it nade was,
every outbuilding that has been put in...you know, in ny
area, quite often rather than having a built..a full size

building built, quite often we would have outbuil di ngs put
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up because that’s what our school districts can afford.
Many of our snaller universities, maybe that’s what they
can afford. Now, all of a sudden we’'re gonna put another
cost on them that says, now you' ve gotta go back to those
old buildings, reinstall sprinkler systens not to save
lives, but with the idea that naybe it would save a life,

but it can't, not the way the sprinkler systens are

wor ki ng. Snoke dat ... snoke detectors, you bet. Sprinklers
systens, no. I n multi-story bui | di ngs, yes.
Representative, | just wanna nake sure that the |anguage is

clear on this, that it doesn't force our wuniversities to
un... to an expense that does not save |ives. And that’s
what I'’mtrying to get clarified here. And... and can you
clarify that in anyway that, that is the case? 1Is it going
to be no matter what the building is, they' re gonna have to

have a sprinkler?”

Bur ke: “Yeah, and Representative, | wasn’'t aware that you were

a professional fireman first of all, but you are in direct
conflict with every expert fire protection agency in this
state, if you insist, here today, that sprinklers do not
save |ives. Yes, they do. And you tell nme if you had a
child out at Waterson dormtory out at U of I, that's 28
stories, you tell me how your kid is gonna get out of that
building without a fire sprinkler.”

“l just said.. Representative, listen to what | just said.
| said they save lives in nultiple-story buildings. The
probl em that occurs are that many of our universities have

single-level buildings that this will force themto instal
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those in, at a cost, and we’'re naking this statenent that
that’s gonna save a life. Those do not save lives in
single-level buildings. You cannot survive in the building
where the room tenperature has to reach what it has to
reach to set off a sprinkler system If it is in anulti-
story building, |like you were talking about, that’s fine,
and | agree with you. W should nmake sure that those are
in place. Those... that is where we can save |ives. But
when we draft the |anguage, that says all buildings, then
we’'re gonna fall into that same category that we fell when

we were debating the..

Sprinklers cannot save |ives
in single story buildings, because they do not go off in

tine to save |ives. VWhet her it’'s for snoke or whether it’'s

for heat.”

Bur ke: “Wll, Representative, if this is a matter of senantics
"1l give you that, vyes, indeed, | wuld insist that
thered be sprink... snoke detectors as well. And
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furthernore, back several years ago, I i ntroduced
| egislation to require carbon nonoxi de detectors. Yes, al

those protections should be in place when you re talking
about insuring the safety and the lives of young people in
this state, when their parents send ‘em off to school
expecting that they are gonna a |east be safe from fire
and snoke inhal ation. So, senantics, yes, | give you the

fact that, yes, there should be fire... or snoke detectors,

but ..”

Bost: “They're already required.”

Burke: “.there better be sprinklers.”

Bost : “They’ re al ready required. Snoke detectors are already
required. Sprinklers...however, | also don't want to send a

out there that by us spending the noney on a single-story

So, |...1 applaud
your Bill, | know that the universities, as you say, are
supportive of this and want to do it. I just really hope

that we can nake that appropriation into this revolving
| oan fund to assist these universities in acconplishing the
goal that they’ve had for a long tinme. Thank you.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mffitt.”

Mffitt: “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Moffitt: “l applaud the Sponsor for bringing this issue
f orwar d. Across the board, the fire service is in support
of this legislation. If you stop and think about what
we're really doing here it’'s attenpting to protect our
students, the contents, keep a fire fromspreading. |If you
keep a fire from spreading you're certainly gonna save
lives. | would submit to you that we are one tragedy away
from the public demanding this type of legislation, one
tragedy away. Wth the bulk of our dorns not protected.
This plan is reasonable. There's tinme to plan, there's
time to conply. And assistance is provided for financing
this. Really, failure to pass this is like saying we can
put a value on safety and protection and | don’t think any
of us want to be in that position. A prior speaker, whomI
may have the greatest of admration and respect for and has
lots of experience in the fire service, conpared snoke

detectors and sprinklers. The University of Illinois Fire
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Institute has a video and I w shed we would had a chance to
see this sooner, conparing side by side nockup dorm roorms;
one protected by a snoke detector and one by a sprinkler.

There’s not nuch difference in that nockup situation in

when they went off. The snoke detector sinply at that
point would tell the student to get out and the snoke...the
room was totally filled wth snoke. The sprinkler room
never got totally filled; you could still see your way out.

| think it does greatly inprove the margin of safety.
We're tal king about our greatest asset in this state. It’s
reasonabl e. Every professional organization with the fire
service is in support of this. By giving themthe tinme to
plan and the nethod to finance it, | think it becones a
very reasonable thing to do. Wen it goes to the Senate, |
think some of the prior coments, iif those could be
addressed, there’d be that opportunity if there should be
any exceptions. But this is a great first step. | comend
the Sponsor.

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 6874, a Bill for an Act concerning
crimnal law. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Froehlich.”

Froehl i ch: "Thank you, M. Speaker. House Bill 6874 sinply
says that in those rare instances where a police officer
goes bad and is decertified and the nmin reasons for
decertification would be conviction of a felony or a
serious m sdeneanor, that no police departnment may |ater
hire that person back. He's already disgraced the uniform

He should not work for any departnment. W’re trying to put

what’'s already a rule into the statute books. The Bill
passed wunaninously in conmttee. |’m not aware of any
opponents. | ask for an ‘aye’ vote.”
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Speaker Hanni g: “I's there any discussion? Then the question
is, ‘Shall this Bill pass? All in favor vote ‘aye’;
opposed ‘nay’. The voting is open. Have all voted who
wi sh? Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who w sh?
M. Clerk, take the record. On this question, there are
116 voting ‘yes’ and 0 voting ‘no’. And this Bill, having
received a Constitutional Mjority, is hereby declared

passed. M. Cerk, read House Bill 4036 for Representative
Lang.”

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 4036, a Bill for an Act concerning
crimnal law. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Lang.”

Lang: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen. This Bil
i nvolves the threshold on the crimnal trespass to property
part of the Criminal Code, as to whether sonething is a
m sdeneanor or a felony. |In 1982...1982, we changed it from

a hundred and fifty dollars to three hundred dollars and

t here has been no change in this since. This Bill proposes
to change it to eight hundred dollars. In...in commttee,
ny original Bill had a nmuch higher amount, but in

cooperation with the other side of the aisle and others, we
reduced it to eight hundred dollars. The background of
this is pretty sinple. There’'s a lot of kids out there who
do things they should not do. They damage people’'s cars.
They do all sorts of nasty things. But a little mrror on
the side of someone’s car could cost nuch nore than three
hundred dollars, and we’'re turning young people, admttedly

who do bad things but we're turning theminto felons. This
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just sinply goes along with inflation and raises that
amount. And we don't really want sone 18-year-old kid who
does sonething they shouldn’'t oughta do, to be a felon for
the rest of their life ‘cause they break soneone’s mrror
three hundred... for three hundred and one dollars. So, |
woul d ask your support on this.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on this question, Representative Parke.”

Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

Par ke: “Representative, our records show that the Illinois

Sheriffs’ Departnent is opposed. Has that been changed by

your Amendnment or are they still opposed?”

Lang: “1 do not believe that anyone testified in opposition to
this Bill in commttee.”

Par ke: “Why did you rais... lower it from 15 hundred to 8
hundr ed?”

Lang: “1 was working with the commttee, Representative Lindner
and |. Representative Lindner is the Mnority spokesperson

and she and others on the commttee felt 15 hundred was too
high and I was willing to negotiate it to another figure
and that’s how we got to 8 hundred.”

Parke: *“Thank you, Representative.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Gordon.”

Gordon: "Thank you, M. Speaker. | have nothing but the utnost
respect for Representative Lang. | do and | appreciate
what he’'s trying to do. However, what | would like to

point out, that in these situations when crim nal damage to

property is charged and it is over $3 hundred, this is used
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as a bargaining tool for prosecutors, it is not an
automatic charge to a felony. What it does do is help the
victim of the crine, whose property was danaged, get their
noney back a | ot sooner than what would let them ya know,
wait longer for this defendant to have to pay them back.

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Lang, to close.”

Lang:

“Thank you, M. Speaker. \Wiile prosecutors do sonetines
take the opportunity to use this as a bargaining tool, the
fact is the statute says that if it’s nore than $3 hundred,
it’s a felony. | really don't think we need our young

peopl e wal king around with fel ony convictions when we don’t

have to have it. This Bill sinply raises this anount for
the first tinme since 1982. | would ask your support.”
Speaker Hannig: “The question is, ‘Shall this Bill pass? Al

Lang:

in favor vote ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The voting is open
Have all voted who wish?

Speaker Hanni g: “Ckay. Post poned Consi derati on. M. derk,

woul d you read House Bill 5925?”
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Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 5925, a Bill for an Act concerning
i nsurance. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mautino.”

Maut i no: “Thank you, Speaker, Ladies and GCentlenen of the
House. Today, | bring to you House Bill 5925. And this
Bill is designed to provide for the needs of individuals,

enpl oyers and other purchasers of health coverage in this
state and allows them to have the opportunity to choose
i nsurance plans that are nore affordable and flexible than
existing policies that are out there. This proposal would
seek to increase the availability of health insurance
coverage by allowing insurers to authorize and engage in
the business of selling insurance in this state and to
i ssue those policies that in whole or in part do not offer
to provide these state-mandated health benefits. VWhat it
does require is that in this group of plans that there be
one option, which the enployee chooses, which includes all
mandat ed heal th cover age. In addition to that, they would
be able to pick and choose anongst other plans, very
sinple...simlar to what we do with our plans here or what
the ERISAs, the self-funded plans can do. The only group
that can’t do this currently under existing law are a small
busi ness and non-ERI SA pl ans, which is about 30 percent of
the covered individuals that are out there. Seventy
percent of the people who have insurance coverage cone from
ei ther unions, self-funded, which we can’t regulate or tell
t hem what has to be in and what has to outside of a policy.

Each policy that’'s Ilisted in here has to contain a
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continuation of coverage, conversion coverage, coverage for
preexisting conditions, all federal mandates, which would
be nment al heal t h, parity, mast ect ony, breast
reconstruction. Anything that’'s listed as a federa

mandat e under HI PAA and under ERI SA cannot be opted out of.

Now, they have a conpliance wth tinely paynent of clains
and it requires that the enployee as well as the enpl oyer
sign off on what |evels of coverage are going to be within
the policy itself. There also has to be disclosure of what
is not covered, to nake sure people understand what they're
choosing and that they do have a clear choice. The
insurers have to include specific notice in the application
and policy itself that clearly states what benefits are to
be included. Over the course of the |last couple of years,

we’'ve |ooked at how to get policies out there and get
enpl oyers to offer their enployees coverage. W have the
availability of people currently to purchase a no bones or
a barebones policy. Nobody buys them You know why?
Because they don’t cover anything. An enpl oyer who wants
to provide health care benefits wants to do so and they
want to buy a policy where they can cover it, this would
allow them to custom fit what they re gonna purchase to
their needs. By doing this, they can receive a |ower
premum by letting them design these plans and allow ng
t heir enpl oyees. Now, this is the first tine an enpl oyee
wll have that ability to choose which plans cover them
best . I know that there Il be questions on this neasure

This is actually...one of the nore interesting things about
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this is this program when it cane out of Texas and has
started we have seen that 20 percent of the people buying
t hese policies have previously opted out or not had health
care coverage. So, it's an incentive for sone of the
younger, healthier people to get in. And that’s the idea
or one of the ideas with it, is to expand the base of
peopl e who are covered and thereby achieve sone savings in
the cost of health care. | stand ready to answer any
questions. | would appreciate an ‘aye’ vote.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on that question, Representative Flowers.”

Fl owers: “Thank you, M. Speaker and Ladies and Gentlenen of
the House. WII the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

Fl owers: “Representative Mautino, | have the utnost respect for
you and what it is that you're trying to do. But | have
sone serious concerns about your consuner choice Bill.
Wuld you please... will you mnd ans.. answering sone
guestions, please?”

Mautino: “Be happy to.”

Fl owers: “Thank you. Under House Bill 5925 would this Bill
allow insurance policies to be witten that does not
i ncl ude state mandates? |Is that what | heard you to say?”

Mautino: “Yes, it allows that the policy that is witten nust,
one, contain an option which has all of the state mandates
i ncl uded. It may also offer different options which may
i ncl ude sonme but not all of the other mandates. So, from a
top-of-the-line down to a mnimal coverage at the choice of
t he enpl oyee.”
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Fl owers: “Well ...well, let ne just ask you this. Do you think
that the state nandates that we pass, the reason why they
are nmandates, they were inportant because the insurance
conpani es was not offering the coverage that was nedically
necessary? And so therefore, this Body nmade it a mandate
that they cover it.”

Mautino: “I do agree that all of the mandate Bills that are out

there in and of there own definitely have nmerit and there’'s

a need for coverage. And this Bill does provide that the
enpl oyee can choose one of those |evels of coverage. But
there's... there’s sonething else that’'s also true. Every

timte we require a new nmandated coverage the people who are
offering the... not the insurance conpanies, but the
enpl oyers, their prem um goes up as well. Wth that...l'm

just finishing answering the question.”

Flowers: “Well ..’
Maut i no: “Wth that we have a problem whereas we stack these
addi tional mandates on a Bill and on what nust be provided

in a coverage to only 30 percent of the people out there,
enpl oyers are choosing to drop insurance coverage.”

Fl ower s: “Well, Representative, |I'm.. I’ m kinda confused about
what you’'re doing here, because... Well, let ne just ask you
this question. Are you repealing the Small Enployers G oup
Heal t h | nsurance?”

Mauti no: “Can you repeat that, Mary?”

Fl owers: “Are you repealing the Small Enployers G oup Health
| nsurance Law?”

Mautino: “Yes.”
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Flowers: “Well, see I'"'mreally confused about what you’'re doing
here, because you're repealing the |law on one hand and then
on the other hand you're saying that the nman...you can still
have the nmandates. And then there’s a group out there
where a...an insurance policy out there where the mandates
will not be a part of that policy. So, are we setting up
two cl asses?”

Mautino: “No, we're not. Actually, we're allowing the private
sector and small business to do what we in the GCeneral
Assenbly can do and do every year with our own policy.
This is one..

Fl owers: “But Rep...Rep..

Mautino: “Sure.”

Flowers: “Representative, are not the mandates in our policy as
the law is today?”

Maut i no: “As the law is today, yes, they are, however they do
not have to be.”

Fl owers: “And so what ...

Mautino: “There’'s not a requirenent.”

Flowers: “.what this Bill is doing is subsid...by you repealing
the present law, you are substituting with sonething |ess
for the small enployers to cover their enployees, for those
who nmay have to choose that particular type of insurance
coverage.”

Maut i no: “I would disagree with that. W currently have a
system that is two separate systens. You have the ERI SAs
who do not have to provide anything other than the federal

mandat es, those four federal mandates. And they can choose
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those at will. That’s 70 percent of the people out there.
The only people who can’'t nmake any choices in what coverage
they’re gonna have are small business and businesses who
cannot afford to self-fund their own premum So,
currently, we have a two-class system as the law exists
t oday. And what this purports to do is say to the
enpl oyee, you may choose all state mandates, but if you
would |ike you can also choose sonmething lesser that fits
your needs.”

Fl ower s: “Well, then | have to ask this question. If the

enpl oyer ... enployee is going to choose sonething |esser

that’'s going to fit his or her needs, wll they have full
cover age? And then, what part of their body wll be
excl uded under this Bill, in regards to coverage? And when

you...when you have an accident or... And let nme just ask you
about the famly. Let’s say | want to have ny daughter who
m ght have asthma, | want to include her in this particular
policy that don’t have the nmandates.”

Mautino: “Al pol..

Fl ower s: “WIl the insurance conpany... will he discrimnate
agai nst nmy daughter because she has a preexisting
condition? And will ny policy go higher?”

Maut i no: “All policies include the existing requirenents for
children and adopted children, both. And in your case,
Mary, you would choose the option of full mandated

coverage. You would..
Flowers: “Well ..’
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Maut i no: “..not be the person that would... would choose a
different programto fit their needs.”

Fl owers: “Well, let ne.’

Mautino: “But the choice is yours.”

Fl ower s: “Well, it’s easy for you to say the choice is mne
because the choice is what | can afford. Am | correct?

And it...it appears to nme, Representative, what we’ re doing

here is setting up a situation that could cause havoc in
t he workpl ace. But let nme just kinda get back on to the
Bill. How would this Bill differ from the current Snal
Enpl oyers Goup Health Insurance Law that...| nean what w |
be the big difference?”

Mautino: “Ckay. The big difference. Well, let ne give you an
exanpl e. For 54 enployees | pay $22 thousand a nonth.
That coverage that we get is... it’s a thousand dollar

deductible, it’s 80 percent in-network, 60 percent out-of-

network on the first $10 thousand. Now, that covers al
state mandates. So, to my nonthly bill is 22 grand. Now,
sone of ny people nmay opt for a different level of plan
Most will opt for this coverage and they and | wll both
sign that piece of paper. Now, they' Il opt |ower, so what
happens is by that | get a |ower aggregate total. Now,

maybe my nonthly premum will go from 22,000 to $21, 500,

because of the aggregate total. The assunption that a |ot
of people make on this Bill is that an enployer does not
want to cover his people. [If | didn’t wanna give ny people

a policy that was going to cover them | wouldn't spend $22

t housand a nonth, that’s ny share on there. And if |
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like to do that. But because |I'm not an ERI SA conpany,
because I’'m not a union, a self-funded, | can’'t do that. |
don’t have the option that 70 percent of the people have
‘em out there. | nean those are ny nunbers. That is...

that’s not a made-up thing, that’s a nonthly bill.”

Fl ower s: “Well, let nme just give you another exanple. Under
the policy requirenent under current |aw, subsection (D)
states that, ‘the policy nust provide that all new
enpl oyees of the enployer new nenbers association or new
menbers enployee of nenbers eligible and applying for
insurance in the group or class shall be added
periodically.’ WIlIl your Bill allow these people to be
added periodically?”

Maut i no: “Just as in any other group policy, just as we do
downstairs in Room 115, when it cones time for the

renewal ..”
Flowers: “ls that in."
Maut i no: “..of a policy you can cone in and you can change.

Just as in any other policy, you can’t change m dcourse on
t here. But on your annual renewal date, sure, you can

upgrade and go to..go to a fuller plan or actually you can

drop down. Maybe your circunmstances changed where you
don’t need sone sort of coverage. You can adjust it the
next year.”

Fl ower s: “ So, Iin other words, they cannot be added

periodically, under your Bill?”
Mauti no: “Can...can you repeat, please? It was a little loud.”
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Fl ower s: “In... in other words, they cannot be added

periodically, under your consuner choice Bill? They wll

not have that choice.”

Mautino: “One second, Mary. Oh, just like a reg... I’m sorry,
Mary. The answer is ‘yes’. In a course... Let’s say | get
marri ed. I’m a single guy who's working at Mutino
Di stributing Conpany. | get married in the course of the

year. Then just like with any other policy | can add ny...
my new wi fe and her two children..

Fl owers: “Well ..

Mautino: “.to that policy in the course of it.”

Fl owers: “Ckay. | didn't see that |anguage in the Bill. But
et me nove along. WII all enployees existing or..

Mautino: “That’'s current law, it doesn’t have to be changed in
the Bill.”

Fl ower s: “Well, but see, renenber you' re repealing the current
| aw. And so therefore, | don’t know. |l don’t know where

the | anguage is here. Well, while you re | ooking that up

let me just ask you another question. WIIl all enployees
pay the sanme premiun? And let...and let ne just give you an
exanpl e. Anot her exanple under subsection (I), ‘the
current |aw prohibits discrimnation between individuals of
the same class of risk in the issuance of a policy in the

anount of the premum or the rate charge for an insurance

covered by this Article and in benefits payable.” So, wll
all of them.. wll all enployees have the sanme prem um
anmount ?”
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Maut i no: “As far as the structure on the premum the rating
bands itself would apply. There’s no change in the snal
busi ness rating bands, so they apply. But are you asking
me if they' Il have different Ilevels of co-pay and
deducti bl e?”

Flowers: “Right.”

Mautino: “Yes. As a matter of fact, if you voted yesterday for
House Bill 4180, which allows small hospitals to enter the
| ocal governnent plan, which a hundred and fifteen of you
actually did, that is what this is. It allows you to take
the indemity plan, which is an ERI SA plan, doesn’t have to
cover mandated benefits, they can be negotiated and you can
choose between seven |evels of managed care with differing
co-pays and deducti bl es. So, can the <co-pays and
deductible be different, yes. Matter of fact, no different
t han what you voted for yesterday.”

Fl ower s: “But what does that do for, again, the current |aw?
It prohibits discrimnation between individuals of the sane
class of risk in the issuance of the policy.”

Mautino: “The rating bands would still apply, Mry.”

Fl owers: *“Ckay.”

Mautino: “The group coverage rating bands still apply and that
does not have an inpact on the co-pay and the deductible.
You can <choose right now your level of co-pay and
deductible that you want. Maybe you want an 80/60, 80 in-
net wor k, 60 out-of-network. Maybe you're interested in the
policy just because you need the pharnmaceutical side of it,

so you may choose sonmething that fits you. Al'l these
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things tend to be negotiated or the person getting the
policy chooses and they nust be notified.”

Fl owers: “Under subsection (J) it says, ‘no conpany can make or
permt any di stinction or di scri m nation agai nst
i ndi vidual s solely because of handicap or disability. The
anount of paynents and the premuns and the rate charge,
the anpbunt of any dividends or other benefits in any other
terms and conditions.’ And under subsection (K) it says,
‘no conpany can refuse to insure or refuse to continue to
insure, limt the amobunt or extend...or the kind of coverage
avai l abl e or change individuals of different rates for the

same coverage solely because of blindness or partial

bl i ndness.’ WIl these...will this still be enforced under
House Bill 5925? Subsection (J) and subsection (K).”

Mautino: “Mary, was that a question?”

Fl owers: “Yes.”

Mautino: “Wat’'s your...as | said..

Fl ower s: “Under ... WIIl subse... will subsection (J) and
subsection (K) still be a part of your Bill, which deals
W th peop..

Mautino: “Subsection (J) and (K) of the Insurance Code?”

Fl ower s: “Yes.”

Maut i no: “What page on the Bill itself are you looking at? |
think you re tal king about the code instead of the Bill at
this point.”

Fl owers: “Yeah, well, you...again, you repealed the...the Snal
Enpl oyers Goup Insurance Law. And |1'm asking wll the
protection... you elimnated the nmandates, but wll the
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protection for conpanies not to nmake distinctions or
di scrim nation against individuals solely because of their
handi cap. Ya know, wll these people be charged a
different prem unf? And then wunder subsection (K), ‘no
conpany can refuse to insure or refuse to continue to
insure, limt the anmpunt or extend any kind of coverage
availibil.. available to an individual or charge an

individual a different rate for the same coverage solely

because of blindness.’ So, will this language still be in
the Bill, the protection?”

Maut i no: “And |I'’m just looking it up in the Insurance Code
right now, so just bear with ne for a nonent. Mary, ||
get...1"lIl get back to you on that. But one of things this...
And I'’m just talking to staff here. They said that this
is...that the repeal of the Small Goup I|Insurance Act, can
you point out where that is in the actual Bill? Because
|"m.. 1 know the original copy, but the Amendnent may have...
may have taken that out. | don’t see that repeal within
the Anmendnent itself. So, the answer to your question is
then, yes, that would apply and the rating bands would
still apply.”

Fl ower s: “Well, thank you, Representative, for answering ny
guestions in regards..

Maut i no: “Both staffs have just gotten together and said that
there is no repealer of that Section wthin the Bill
itself.”

Flowers: “Did you not...

Mautino: “And so, that would still apply.”
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Fl owers: “Did you not repeal the Bill, | nman the Snal
Enpl oyers G oup Heal th I nsurance?”

Maut i no: “The LIS that you're taking from the front there is
incorrect, your LIS analysis. As... here’s our technical
review staff right here which has just said that wthin
this and the Bill has an Anendnent does not repeal that.
So, the analysis is incorrect that you have.”

Fl owers: “Well ..

Maut i no: “So, all those Sections of the Insurance Code still
apply and so do rating bands.”

Fl ower s: “Well, you know, Representative, |'m sorry. I
appreciate what it is that you're trying to do, but | have
| ots of concerns wth this |egislation. It appears to ne
that what we’'re doing here is advocating on the behalf of
t he i nsurance conpany as opposed to on behalf of the people
who... t he consuners who really need the service. And what
we're doing is we’'re cherry picking, we want the young and
the healthy to pay a prem um and hopefully, they won’t need
it. And then for the sick it may be they don’t know what
they’ re gonna have because you' re asking themto choose the
insurance policy that they don't know what’'s going to
happen to them once they have this policy. They don't know
what part of their body is going to be covered because
you' ve elimnated the nmandates. They don’t know if they
will have the energency room opportunity. And as far as
the famly coverage... And | think what we're doing here,
Ladies and Gentlenen, | think what we're doing is creating

havoc in the workplace. Because there were... there are
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going to be sone people that’s going to be able to afford
to have this in the workplace, this type of insurance or
either the full coverage insurance with the nandates and
then there will be some who will not be able to have it.

So, will the enployer penalize the one that’s asking for
all the mandates or will the people who' ve been rejected by
the insurance conpany because of their |ifestyle, because
of obesity, because of whatever reason, ya know, wll they
be rejected? And is that a form of discrimnation? And
then what will that do again in regards to the workpl ace?
| think... | know, Representative, your heart is in the
right place in regards to what it is that you're trying to
do. And hopefully, there ca... there’s another Bill out
there later on that we can work together on in regards to
maki ng i nsurance affordable for everyone. But | think this
Body has worked too hard for the mandates to be in place,

the mandates are a necessity. |[|f they were not a necessity
we would not have passed the legislation because the
i nsurance conpani es woul d’ ve covered them but because they
didnt they are a mandate. So, therefore, | think it
should stay there. And I think what we're doing is pooling
the cream of the crop and that’s a disservice. And | would

appreciate a ‘no’ vote, respectfully, on House Bill 5925.
Thank you.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman from Vermlion, Representative
Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker and Ladies and
Gent |l enen of the House. I rise in strong support of the
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Bill. If you listened to Representative Mautino, a snall

busi ness owner, $22 thousand a nmonth in premuns is what he
pays to cover his enployees. This Bill doesn’'t destroy
anybody’s insurability, in fact, it's one of t he
fastest-growi ng aspects of health insurance right now, even
HVOs are getting into a..what we call, a cafeteria style

pi ck and choose what you need at your age. If I'"ma 19-
year-old working for Mutino Distributing, a 19-year-old

male, | may choose not to have obstetric coverage, | may
choose not to have the mammogram coverage, | nay choose not
to have many of the state nmandates. When ny lifestyle
changes or ny age or ny marital status, | may wanna pick up
the obstetric coverage and the other itens. This isn't
revol utionary. This is going to put nore people insured

than we currently have because they can pick froma variety
of choices as to what their enployer and they can afford.

They can pick their deductibles. They can pick their co-
pays. And they can tailor health insurance to what they
feel they need at the stage of life that they're in. If |
wanted to...if my wife and I wanna go back to work after we
retire in our md to late sixties for sonme conpany, part-
time, | don't need, mracles notwthstandi ng, we would not
need obstetrical coverage and if we had a plan that would
allow us not to get that, then we can reduce our prem uns
and we will be able to afford sone basic health insurance
that would not l|eave us bare in this costly market. I
commrend the Sponsor. It is one of the fastest-grow ng

segnents of the insurance business and what in the world is
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wong wth letting people choose what benefits they think
they need and can afford and that they' re happy wth it.

He' s careful ly expl ai ned t he Bill. It doesn’ t
di scri m nate. It doesn’'t elimnate. It sinply adds nore
people to insurance rolls because their insurance wll be

af fordable on their part and the part of their enployer and

they’re able to pick the level of coverage that they're

confortable with at their age and lifestyle. It’s a very
good Bill. | hope youll vote *aye'.”
Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mller.”

MIller: *“Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

MIller: “Representative Mautino, what is the ultinate objective
of this Bill? I'ma little concerned and al so confused.
Some of the comments that you nade earlier suggested...
Well, what is the objective of the Bill?”

Maut i no: “The objective of the Bill is to get nore people to
opt in for coverage or to slow the rate of enployers who
cannot afford to provide what the market is currently
providing. That’s...that’s basically it in a nutshell.”

MIller: *“You..

Maut i no: “W’d like to have the same opportunities for your
dental office and staff. You can’t buy this policy now and
you woul d want the best for your fol ks, too.”

MIller: “Wll.”

Mautino: “But if you were ERI SA funded... So, | nean, basically
we wanna get nore coverage and to slow the decline of
peopl e not offering health insurance.”
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Mller: “Al right. *Cause earlier in your comments you tal ked
about the cost, | believe in your own facility or sone
facility..

Mautino: “Fam |y business.”

MIler: “.but | didn't hear about expansion of health care

Wi thin those... within those individuals or the fact that
your conpany or other conpanies do not have...offer benefits
to particulars on this. And so...so, when we tal k about the
obj ective, | guess the real question is whether it’s nore
concern of saving noney to the insurance conpany or

expandi ng health care coverage. That’'s a question.”

Mautino: “Dr. Mller, and | really have to apologize, | can’'t
hear you over the noise in the chanber. So, I'd like to
answer your question. | just can’'t hear ya.”

MIler: “The question <centers on the fact that this
|l egislation, is there nore concern wth saving noney to

enpl oyers and to their insurance conpany or truly talking
about expansion of...of ser..of health care services to...to
i ndi vi dual s?”

Maut i no: “l think the insurance conpanies are going to sell
policies regardless to those who would buy them \%%
concern is the policies that are out there enployers aren’t
choosing to buy, so |less people get covered.”

Mller: *“So, that’s..

Mautino: “And I...1 would say that it’s...it’s an option so that
we can have nore conpanies opt to enploy (sic-insure) their
peopl e.”
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MIller: “Okay. So, you're saying be... you feel that it’'s
because of a...expansion of health care. The list that’s on
our analysis and in other references, where did that |ist
come fron? \Who created it?”

Mautino: “Ah, what’s that?”

MIIler: “The list of exclusions that were mandated on your
| egislation.”

Mauti no: “Ckay.”

Mller: *“Who created this...this piece of |egislation?”

Mautino: “Onh, sure.”

MIller: “Earlier, on the first analysis they said nammograns
were not gonna be included.”

Mauti no: “Ckay.”

MIller: “And then | would... heard that | guess they are
included, so it makes ne think that sonebody put this I|ist
together and it’'s really inportant to find out whether
doctors have put sonething like this together or it cane
fromthe insurance conpanies.”

Maut i no: “Oh, okay. | follow The...the mandates that are in
there are the ERI SA mandates that have to be in every
policy that's offered. That’s nental health parity,
newborn nothers, mnimal health stays, maternity coverage,
mast ectony, prosthesis, treatnent of conplications. Those
are the federal ones and those are in there and then in one
pl an here, you nust offer all state nmandates and then the

ot her ... So, all those things are in every policy,
regardl ess of the |evel. Then the other list and | think
actually, one of the best lists put out showing all the...
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all the mandates canme from Planned Parenthood. There...
whi ch shows you what the state nandates actually are and
you can pick and choose anobngst those. This canme from a
program out of Texas and seens to be workin' .”

MIler: “So, what |I’m saying...what |I’masking is, is that, did
this list...did you just take the federal requirenents and
just use that as a mninmum |level of service or did sone
entity whether it’s a group of physicians, the Illinois
State Medical Society, the insurance |obby or whoever,

decided that these itens were gonna be on... on... excl uded

from any particular policy? What was the negotiation
between this? | nean, who..

Mauti no: “Ckay.”

MIler: “..decided that namograns were included and who didn’'t

if it wasn't the federal ..

Maut i no: “The Federal Governnment deci ded which ones had to be
in every policy and then the Bill itself requires that an
optional coverage of all mandates nust be offered. So,
there’s one in there... It wasn’t brought to me by anyone as
far as...l nmean, that’s just what a cafeteria plan is. A
cafeteria plan is one where you can pick and choose anobngst
different |levels of coverage to...to design your plan.”

MIller: “Ckay.”

Mautino: “That’'s just what..what one is.”

MIler: *“Thank you, Representative Mautino. To the Bill.”
Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”
MIler: *“Ya know, when we talk about insurance coverage, let ne

just say a quick scenario, two quick scenarios that
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happened in ny office... ya just, in fact, |ast week. A
patient canme into ny office saying that they had dental
coverage and sure enough as we go through they had to give
me their insurance card and was committed that they have a
particul ar dental coverage and felt that they could cone to
my office. And nmake a long story short, they did... they
weren't eligible for the coverage nor did they have dental
coverage. So, nost of the tinme people do not know whatever
coverage or policy that they have. Anot her set of
circunstances that the legis... that the GCeneral Assenbly
| ast year passed was in regards to anesthesia as it relates
to nentally handicapped children in a hospital setting.
Now, the reason this is inmportant and any of us who have
di sabled children or disabled individuals sonetines in a
regul ar dental setting it’s hard to treat those children
and they have to be hospitalized. The | egislation before
indicated that, yes, they can get dental services in a
hospital, however, that the anesthesia that is used to put
‘“em under were not covered. Now, at the tinme, many of us
may not know what type of disabilities or what type of
things that may happen to us or our children and so at the
face value you can say, well, this isn't inportant and |’ m
not gonna include this in and as your dental coverage is or
any type of coverage is in a particular plan, but the truth
is that it wasn’t. It wasn't until this Body passed a fact
that it was just fair enough for us to give these...this
particular group of citizens an opportunity to have quality

health care in this regard. | stran...l stand in strong
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opposition to this legislation because nost people do not
know what’s in their particular plan and in fact that when
we go against these type of nandates, we're actually
| essening the quality of health care for the citizens of
I[I'linois. The true goal, as was nentioned earlier, is not
the expansion, there are other plans that we can expand
coverage on. W can continue to expand different
alternatives of treatment, but the real cost is the cost-
savings to the insurance conpany that still have not heard

Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and GCentlenen of the
House. | rise in strong support of this. | don’t know how

many tinmes |’ve stood on the floor of this House and heard

Menmbers on both sides express their genuine concern aout

how many people every nonth end up being uninsured. e
have this Gentleman’s Bill up that will give the business
community, especially the small business comunity, an

opportunity to keep their rates affordable so they can
mai ntain healthcare for their enpl oyees. This is a mgjor
Catch-22. This is an answer. It won’t be the answer for
ever ybody. But it wll be an answer and for those
conpanies that need this legislation this will help keep
their doors open. This wll help provide healthcare for

t he working nmen and wonen of this state. | rise in strong
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opposition and it'’s tinme to quit goofing around on this
kind of legislation and pass it to the Senate.”
Hanni g: “Representative Feigenholtz.”

Fei genholtz: “WII the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he will.”

Fei genhol t z: “Representative Mautino, when the people who were
originally working on this Bill were talking about it, it
sounded like a very, very interesting concept. Because |

do believe that we have an issue wth the wunin... the
uninsured in this state and as you know | think we have a
hundred and ei ghteen Menbers in here who try their best to
close that gap. Sadly, | think this Bill msses the mark.
It’s not soup yet. And | have sonme questions for you.
Earlier in this debate you started to talk about ‘we’ and
you were talking about cost savings and how many nore
people were going to opt into this... into these plans
because of this wonderful opportunity. Was ‘we’ the

Maut i no: “Wuld you go ahead... would you repeat that,
apol ogi ze? Just can’t hear.”

Fei genholtz: “M. Speaker, could you please bring sone order in
t hi s chanber ?”

Speaker Hanni g: “Ckay. Could we have a little order, please?

Please, a little order.”

Mautino: “Thank you, Speaker.”

Fei genhol t z: “Thank you. Representative Mautino, | think what
you' re attenpting to do here is create a system from what
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you said earlier, that will help nore people have insurance
coverage. |Is that correct?”

Mautino: “Yes.”

Fei genholtz: “And you articulated earlier that there was a cost
savi ngs involved here and you used the word ‘we’, but you
were not clear on who ‘we’ was. Was it ‘we’ the insurance
conpanies are gonna save noney, ‘we’ the enployers are
going to save nobney or as this interesting title of the
Bill, the Consunmer Choice Health Act or is it the consuners
who are gonna be saving the noney? And where in your Bill
does it say the answer to that?”

Maut i no: “The *we’ would be the small businesses that drive
nost of the econony here that would like to offer health
i nsurance for our enployees because we spend a |lot of tine
and effort and noney training them We wanna keep them
W want their famlies, in our case. This year we’'re a
hundred years ol d.”

Fei genholtz: “Who's ‘we’ ?”
Maut i no: ““W' is Mautino distributing. This year we're a
hundred years old on there. Qur drivers are the sons of

the previous drivers of the previous drivers, so we want to
offer a benefit as a small business. W negotiate a |ot of
t hi ngs. W'd like to continue to offer coverage. | say
that just as a small business. So, that’'s what |’ mtalking
about .”

Fei genhol t z: “Well, but you're being very abstract and | think
alittle msleading and the Menbers of this chanber need to
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understand a little bit nmbre in a nore concrete fashion

what the ramfications of this Bill are. Ckay?”
Mautino: “Ckay. | can do that.”
Fei genholtz: “So, why don’t we talk dollars and cents. | want

to know in the scenario that you have just delivered to
this chanmber who is going to get the cost savings of this
kind of an effort and how?”

Mauti no: “The cost savings, okay, let nme step back I'Il answer
full question. Right now, if |I chose to self fund prem uns
on there I don’t have to cover any mandates at all. | can

just go ahead and design a plan, you know that. Most of ny

opponents, this Bill doesn't apply to them because they're
all self-funded. What | can do in this is right now I'm
currently offered two choices of plans. I can have this
| evel plan or | can offer a barebones plan. | won't offer

t he barebones plan. Now..”
Fei genhol t z: “And who pays the difference on that barebones
plan? |If you get a savings, if your insurance broker says

to you the...the bigger plan is going to cost $500 a nonth.."

Maut i no: “Which is what the... these plans do cost as an
average.”
Fei genhol t z: “And the smaller plan is going to cost a hundred

dollars a nmonth.”

Maut i no: “Ckay, under this structure, each of those 54
enpl oyees would be one, at the tine of application and at
the time of issue, offered a policy which has everything.

They would also be offered, like we are in our plan, four
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or five other plans which would have differing co-pays and
deducti bl es.”

Fei genhol t z: “And who determ nes what goes in that plan? The
enpl oyer, the enployee, or the insurance conpany?”

Maut i no: “The enployer can choose whatever type of cafeteria
pl an he wants to offer...

Fei genholtz: “Okay, that’'s a very, very inportant piece of this
Bill, Ladies and Gentlenmen. OCkay? That it is the enployer
that makes a decision about what benefits go into the
package and this is where | think this Bill falls very,
very short.”

Maut i no: “But that’'s how things are now. I  nmean, re..
realistically, | decide if 1'm going to offer health
i nsurance and what the level of that plan is going to be.”

Fei genholtz: *“Correct.”

Mautino: “I can choose this one or | can choose this one. But
| can’t get a blended rate to save noney so | can continue
to provide at this |evel.”

Fei genhol t z: “However, Representative Mautino, one of the
things that is...that is innocuous about this Bill is the
wor k that we have done in this chanber over the | ast decade
or nore as a state. VWhich is we have passed |egislation
where we have indicated as a Body that we want certain
health care coverage for certain itens? 1|s that correct?”

Mautino: “Yes and they're actually in this Bill. Every one of
t hem Every one of them by law nust be offered, nust be
signed by the enployee and enpl oyer. Every one of those

within this cafeteria plan.”
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Fei genhol t z: “Every state mandate is included in packages in
this Bill.”

Maut i no: “Every... within this Bill, a package, one of the
components has to be a full mandated coverage Bill, at the

enpl oyee option. The enpl oyer can’t say, you know what |
dont want to offer anything that doesn’'t have... has a
| esser anount of nandates.”

Fei genholtz: “But what you're doing in this Bill..

Mauti no: “Each enpl oyee nust be given..

Fei genholtz: “Right.”

Maut i no: “..an option. s that correct? |Is that your reading
of the Bill?”
Fei genhol t z: “So, what you're doing is you're giving the

enpl oyer an opportunity to shift the cost to the consuner.
Is that what this Bill does? Because that’'s how | read it.
Ladies and Gentleman, to the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Feigenholtz: “Many people in this chanber over the |ast, have...
have been here a long time and have seen a |lot of
|l egislation that has been based on their constituents
wal king into their legislative offices and sharing their
concerns about what kind of health care coverage their
i nsurance conpanies do not cover. W have worked | ong and

hard and last year we spent a |lot of tine working on

passing contraceptive equity in the State of Illinois for
wonen in the State of Illinois and 70 people in this
chanmber supported that Bill. The second thing that’s...and
if you vote for this Bill, that’s gone. It’s gone. The
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other things that are on here, that are optional, that are
wonen health care specific, are pap snears, mastectony as
far as physicians determ ning how |long the hospital stay
is. | know that there are a lot of people in this chanber

who worked long and hard on drive-through mastectom es,

prenatal HYV testing, alcoholism treatnent, colorecta
cancer, l[imtations on or gan transpl ant s, prostate
screening, nental illness and the...those are just to nane a

few But for all of you who are concerned about famlies,
the biggest and the nobst egregious elimnation of... of
coverage that we worked on in this General Assenbly in 1990
is the Famly Building Act which pays for infertility
treatments. Now yes, those treatnents are very expensive.
But we made a choice as a Body that we were going to help
famlies and help couples who are infertile pay for the
cost of infertility treatnent. This is not inexpensive.
But we nade a choice that we were going to cover that and
| will guarantee you that if this Bill beconmes |aw your
constituents wll be marching into your office, vyour
infertile famlies who want to have nore children and they
are not gonna to be happy that you voted for this. Thi s

does nothing but gut the work that this General Assenbly

Hol brook: “Thank you, Speaker. | nove the previous question.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman... the Centleman’s noved that...
that the question is, ‘Shall the main question be put?
All in favor say ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The ‘ayes’ have it

and the previous question is noved. Represent ati ve Parke,
for what reason do you rise? W’re finished with debate.”

Parke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. Once a year | m sspeak on the
fl oor of the House, this is the one tine.”

Speaker Hannig: “OCkay.”

Parke: “I amstrongly in support of the legislation.”
Speaker Hannig: “I think we...we understood that fromthe nature
of your speech, Representative.

Maut i no: “Thank you. | appreciate the a... the lively and
spirited debate on this issue. In answer to..to sone of
the statenents that have been nmade, iif you, as the
enpl oyee, want the coverages, they are all there. You

nmust ... and the enployer has to offer every state mnandated
coverage. So this is a tool. \Were it’s been used in the
a..in the past in Texas, 20 percent of the people buying
these have been previously uncovered people. | think
that’s phenonenal and it also goes to what we're talking

about when we want to bring nore people in and get them
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heal th care coverage. As we pass the nmandates, nmany of ‘em
| have...|l agree wth. They need to have a program that

addresses them and we built it inside this plan. This is
the cafeteria plan that your |ocal grade school and high
school s have been using for 20 years. This is the plan
that a hundred and fifteen of you voted for yesterday, in
House Bill 4180. That Bill has the sanme conponents. I t
allows for flexible co-pays, deductible and the choice.
We, ourselves, have this plan. Caterpillar, meanor... mgj or
manuf acturers, ERI SA exenpt, all can do this. The only
people who can’'t are the people who for the nobst part pay
our salaries.

Cl erk Mahoney: "House Bill 3996, a Bill for an Act concerning
public health. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Krause.”

Krause: “Thank you, M. Speaker and Ladi es and Gentl enen of the
House. Il would like to present House Bill 3996. Thi s
| egislation will amend the Illinois Clean Indoor Air Act.

And if passed woul d provide that a Home Rule unit or a non-
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Home Rule nmunicipality may proceed to regulate snoking in
public places. Currently, under this Act, t hese
nmuni ci palities are barred from an enacting | egislation that
woul d be nore restrictive than the State Act. |In 1989, the
state did enact the Cean Air Act and it only grandfathered
in 19 nunicipalities that wuld be permtted to enact
stronger legislation than the state does. This Bill, if
adopted, would now provide that all Honme Rule units which
are Home Rule nunicipalities and Honme Rule counties, which
is Cook as well as non-Home Rule nmunicipalities, would be
able to proceed to enact if they wsh. Because the
| anguage nerely reads that they ‘may’, enact |egislation
that would provide to regulate snmoking in public places
It is discretionary, but it would return the authority back
to the local governnments to make a deci sion. | would be
pl eased to ask...answer any questions.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on that question, Representative MQuire.”

McGui re: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Centlenen of the
House. Sone of you will renenber this, thisis a Bill I’ve
had for the past couple years that we were not too
successful with. But | want to congratul ate Representative

Krause, Representative Hanpbs and the rest of the Sponsors

on this Bill. | wll certainly urge your support on this

Bill. This Bill does not nmandate anything. It does not

preenpt Honme Rule. It does try to clean up an area, no pun

intended, for fresh air. Please vote for this Bill. It is

a good Bill. And | appreciate your vote. Thank you.”
Speaker Hannig: “Representative Flowers.”
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Fl owers: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Lady yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she'll yield."

Fl owers: “Representative Krause, can you explain to ne how is
‘clean air’ defined?”

Kr ause: “I would have to look back as to what the original
statute says which I do not have here. But what this Bil
addresses is...is predomnately in the air of controlling
the use of snoking in public places.”

Fl ower s: “Representative, so if | struggled all of ny life to

start a small business for nme and ny famly and there’'s a

section there that says ‘snoking . The people, this is a
public restaurant, but it’s ny private business. Peopl e
have a choice. They have a choice. Ther... there’'s
sonet hi ng about when you go out. There’'s certain things
that you expect at certain places. For instance, when you

go to church on Sunday you expect a preacher to preach a
sernon. Wen you go to a bar on Saturday night you expect
some nusic, sone dancing and some snoking. And then when
you go to a restaurant there’'s a choice. You can either
have a snoking or nonsnoking section or either you can have
a choice to go that restaurant or not. So, now this Bil
here, you are inpeding on ny personal business, ny private
busi ness.”

Krause: “But | believe your city already has that choice. 1'm
not inpeding there. What this legis...your city has that
choice already, ‘cause you were grandfathered in, to nmake
that decision, if your city council wish to do it. \What...
If | could, Mary...what it does is to provide that a | ocal
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city or village may determine if it wshes to enact that

law. If your city determned that it does not want to, it
will not do so. It wll.”

Flowers: *1..”7

Kr ause: “.it will have those hearings now if the city council

wi sh to do so.”

Fl owers:  “But... but, you know, Representative, what |'m trying
to figure out is how is...who sets the standards for clean
air and when you say indoor clean air, today we’'re talKking
about a restaurant. Tonorrow what would it be? And let ne
just give you an exanple. Ri di ng down to Springfield |ast
week, | was in ny vehicle and there was sone snpke sone
place. | did not see it, but | snelled the snoke. Now, is
that a violation? Now, we’'re talking about indoor clean
air and we cannot even make sure that the outdoor air is
cl ean. And then after | passed that snoke, riding further
down, there was a pile of garbage and because of all the
stuff that was mxed in the garbage, it created it...its own
gases and then again up..l1’m on the highway and the odor
came into ny car. So, |I’'m asking you whom are you trying
to protect and what are you trying to protect? And again
it appears to nme that we’'re just kind of stepping over the
line in regards to people’ s private businesses. Now when
you talk about...if you were talking about a state building
or a federal building or a nmunicipal in the city I could
understand that. But you're talking about a private
busi ness, a private restaurant. You could also say that

i nside the beauty shops the air is not clean because of the
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different chemcals that they use. You could also, you
know, in...in the...in the car...at Sears where you go to have
your oil changed or sone place |like that you could say that
that indoor air is not clean. Were do we draw the |ine?
And how nany people are we gonna put out of businesses?
And let nme just ask one final question. Across the street
is one city, another is over here. There’s a ordi nance
over here that says ‘no snoking . There’ s another one over
here where you can snoke. Don’t you think that vyou're
creating a hardship on a snmall business? And | want to
just state for the record | used to be a snoker and | can’t

stand the snmell of snpoke now. But so where | know there’'s

snoke | try to stay away. That’s just for the record.

Krause: “Correct. Except for Cook County, which is Home Rule.”

Bl ack: “Well, Cook County is always different, right? | don't

even go there. Let nme ask you a...l1'’m a confirnmed non-
snmoker as you know and I|...|1 believe that the marketpl ace
should decide this. But the marketplace is reacting
perhaps not as quickly as | thought they would on this
i ssue. l...well, let...let me ask you a couple of questions
that 1’ve been asked and | can’t answer from people back
in...in my district. There is a... a tobacco store in ny

district. A few years ago cigar snoking becane very
f ashi onabl e. They had cigar bars | think in Chicago and
there were people in the Senate, | don’t think it ever
occurred here, but people in the Senate would... would
actually light up cigars on the floor of the Senate. But
woul d you be able to operate a tobacco, cigar, pipe tobacco
store in a city that had a restrictive ordinance? In other
words, |I'm.. |l know one store who let you cone in and try
pi pe tobacco or nmaybe try a cigar and it’s wusually in a

ventilated room not...not in the actual store itself.”

Krause: “That is correct.”
Black: “WII they still be able to do that?”
Krause: “That is correctly put.”

Bl ack: “Okay. And it would not prohibit the sale..

Kr ause: “Correct.”
Bl ack: “..of tobacco products?”
Krause: “That is correct also.”
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Bl ack: “Honme Rule cities already have this power, correct?”
Krause: “No.”

Black: “Well, | thought there were 17 cities..

Krause: “Correct.”

Black: “.in Illinois that...that have..

Krause: “They were grandfathered in.”

Bl ack: “..passed nore restrictive.”

Krause: “Right.

Bl ack: “They were grandfathered?”

Krause: “They were grandfathered in.”

Bl ack: “Ckay. So, when all is said and done, your idea is to
enpower |ocal units of governnent that | assunme would know
their community well enough. | think that one of the other

Representatives brought up the point if you have a nunber
of restaurants with entertainnment, a nunmber of bars that
offer entertainnent, | would assune that |ocal governnent
woul d know the social nores of their community and woul d be
somewhat careful in... in trying to pass a conpletely
restrictive ordinance.”

Krause: “I...I think that point is well-taken. And there really
is no place better than at a local board or a local city
council to hear everyone within the conmunity and to know
what those issues are as they are presented in a numnber of
debates on it and to nmake that determnation for what is
best.”

Bl ack: “Ckay.”

Krause: “Really, that is where this issue belongs, so that they

can have a full discussion. And after the discussion, in
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fact they nmay proceed or in fact they nmay not, and
determine that it is best not to at that tine. But the
i ssue bel ongs there.”

Bl ack: “All right. | ...1"ve never voted for this Bill. |’ ve

al ways thought the marketplace should be the fina

determ nation. But |I’m gonna listen to the debate. And I
don’t really know how |I’'m gonna vote. But there is one
cooment and | wll alienate sone of nmy colleges. ... |

don't think it does the General Assenbly a great deal of

good to pass sonething like this, if in fact it passes

And people can watch us on the Internet or cone to
Springfield. | don’t know if snoking is still done on the
Senate Floor. It was not |ong ago. Snoki ng is done back
in the nen’s room and sonetinmes you go in there at your own
peril. There are people who snmoke in the Capitol and that
is against the Cean Ar Indoor Act of the State of
I11inois. | would sinply think that if this Bill becones
law it would be... would be helpful if the Menbers of the
General Assenbly would follow the original Illinois Cean
Air I ndoor Act as well as abide by the spirit of your Bill,
should it becone law. | know sone people |like to snoke and
| know that..that’s to..to a degree a matter of persona

t aste. But to those of us who don’t and |’ve joked wth...
about this for years in the..in the nmen’s restroom to be
subjected to that secondhand snoke gives ne a headache.
And it...and the headache stays with me all day. And nost
of you know that when |’ve had a headache all day and the

afternoon drags on, then | get cranky. And when | get

Krause: “| appreciate it.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Steve Davis.”

Davis, S : “Thank you, Speaker. Wbuld the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she'll yield."

Davis, S: “Representative Krause, is there a fiscal note filed
on this Bill as to what the fiscal inpact is to the State
of Illinois?”

Kr ause: “I can look real quick and see if there was. My

understanding is, is that there was no fiscal inpact. Let

me | ook.”
Davis, S.: “Do you have any idea that..”
Krause: “There’s no fiscal note filed.”
Davis, S “No fiscal notes were requested? No fiscal notes

were filed then?”

Krause: “That is correct.”

Davis, S.: *“lIs that correct? GCkay.”

Krause: “I..1 did not file that.”

Davis, S.: “Do... do you have an estinmate? I’m just curious
because I'm |ooking at a.. a cheat sheet here from the

I[1linois Licensed and Beverage Association and they're
certainly opposed to the Bill. But they claim that the

passage of a snoking ban would cause a 25 percent average
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annual loss in sales tax revenue from eating and drinking
establishnments in nmunicipalities that... that would pass a
snoki ng ban. Do you agree with that or would you dispute

that figure?”

Kr ause: “I think that is an issue that would be determ ned by
the local city council. And if in their determ..cause what
this Bill does as you know is to return back to our cities

and villages their authority to have hearings on this
i ssue. Wuld not that organization then at that hearing
make a presentation as well as those on the other side on
the issue of public health, secondhand snoke as to the
negative effect that that is having? And what is the cost
in society of the loss of wirk and a nunber of other
i ssues? And that is what would be determ ned at that
issue. It is not nerely the consunption of the tobacco but
also its effect upon society which could be best determ ned
at the local level.”

Davis, S: “Well, | would have to respectfully disagree with
t hat . And | think it was nentioned earlier possibly by
Representative Flowers, that... you know, these are |ocal
establishnents with private business owners that own these
est abl i shnments and nobody is maki ng anybody go into themto
eat or drink or do whatever they want. But yet, we're
going to allow local governnents to determ ne whether an
establishnment can or cannot have snokers in their own
building, in their own establishnent, an establishnment that
they paid for, that they rent, they |ease or they bought.

| have to be opposed to that. | think that there’s no
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pr oof . Now do you have any proof that there... that
secondhand snoke causes cancer or causes harm that... Have
there been lawsuits filed or won on this issue? Do you
have any information to that effect?”

Kr ause: “Let...let me read to you from Philip Morris. “Philip
Morris USA believes that the public should be guided by the
conclusion of public health officials regarding the health
effects of secondhand snoke. W believe the conclusions of
public health officials concerning environnental tobacco
snoke are sufficient to warrant neasures to regulate
snmoking in public places.” This is fromtheir health issue
as of March 4, 2004. Yes, there is evidence of the
negative effect of snmoking and the |loss that we have in a
society of dollars and Philip Mrris says it.”

Davis, S: “Are you aware of a study that...that was done by
UCLA that evaluated nore than hundred thousand people and
the conclusion of the study... and of the results of the
study cane out and they did not..the study did not support
a casual relationship between secondhand snoke and tobacco-
related nortality? Are you aware at all of that study?”

Krause: “Yeah. But...but in conmttee sort a that was rejected
‘cause it was funded by the tobacco commttee and that much
wei ght is never placed on a study.”

Davis, S: “How about a study that was done over in Britain?
It was published in the British Medical Journal. The study

used... Anreri can Cancer Society data tracking 3 thou... 35,561
Californians over 39 years and concluded the results do not
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support a casual relationship between environnental tobacco
snoke and tobacco-related nortality.”

Krause: “Sir, all | can do is to go back...first of all, | think
it has been established w thout a doubt. In the health
care fields of the effect of secondhand snoking that has
been established, | go back to Philip Mrris’ statenent on..
secondhand snoking that con... conclusions of public health
officials concerning environmental tobacco snoke are

sufficient conclusions to warrant neasures to regulate

snoki ng.”
Davis, S : *“Does the EPA have indoor standards?”
Krause: “I would..?
Davis, S.: “Do they ha... have...have they conme up with a |ist of

i ndoor standards for secondhand snoke?”

Krause: “That | would have to defer to them | don’t have that
i nformati on here.”

Davis, S : “Ckay.”

Krause: “The medical profession certainly does. That has been

so well established.”

Davis, S.: *“Thank you very nuch, Representative Krause. To the
Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Davis, S.: “Ladies and GCentlemen of the House. | rise in
opposition to this Bill. | think...l think that what we are
doing is putting mandates on |ocal business owners. | can
tell you that the Hotel and Restaurant Association, the
II'linois Licensed Beverage Association and the Illinois
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Retail Merchants are in strong opposition to this Bill.
And | would urge a ‘no’ vote. Thank you.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Mathias.”

Mat hi as:  “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill..to the Bill.”

Mat hi as: “I rise in strong support of House Bill 3996. There
are many argunments that we’ve heard today, both in favor of
the Bill and opposed to the Bill. And al so, argunents in

favor and opposed to whether or not we should have snoking

in..in our restaurants throughout the state. But | think
this Bill doesn't really address that. This is not a Bill
to ban snoking throughout the state. This Bill is a loca
control issue. This Bill is there to let our |ocal

residents determne for thenselves by having hearings in
our various village halls to determne what's best for
their own community. And, in fact, the person who cane
down here to testify on behalf of the Bill was a trustee
from Arlington Heights. Arlington Heights was one of those
few comunities that had the right to do this under the
previous |law and after mnuch debate they turned it down.
That was their local choice. All this Bill does is give

communities their local choice to hear the argunents on

bot h si des. And there are good argunents on both sides
And decide what’'s best for their local community. So |
urge an ‘aye’ vote on this Bill. Thank you.”

Speaker Hannig: “Rep...Representative Steve Davis, you ve spoken

in debate. For what reason do you rise?”
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Davis, S.: “Yes. Thank you, Speaker. Should this Bill receive
the requisite nunber of votes | wuld ask to.. for a

verification.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Ckay. And you will be recognized for that
pur pose, Representative. Representative Hanos.”

Hanmos:  “Thank you, Speaker, Ladies and Gentl enen. | also rise
in strong support. I think many of the points have been

made. Let’s remenber that the world was a very different
pl ace 15 years ago when this...when this |law was put on the
books. W didn't know as nuch about tobacco use. W
didn’t know as much about secondhand snoke. We didn’'t know
about anything. And there wasn’t a whole novenent at that
point to really take a |ook at what are reasonable ways to
regul ate snoki ng. VWhat this Bill really does is to allow
muni ci palities to do that in the nanme of public health for

their owmm communities and | urge an ‘aye’ vote.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mke Smth is recognized.”

Smith: “Thank you, M. Speaker. | nopve the previous question.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentlenman noves that the main question be
put . Al in favor say ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The *ayes’
have it and the main question is put. And Representative
Krause to close.”

Krause: “Thank you, M. Speaker and Ladies and Gentlenen. |...1
appreciate the coments. I fully wunderstand the... the

i ssues that have been raised. But let us recall what the
i nportance is of the nunicipalities that each and every one
of us represent. And nost of them do not have the
authority at this day to take a good look at the public
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health issues that are affecting all of us. The Gty of
Chi cago has that power. Let us pass it on to others. Let
us also remenber that when we settled the tobacco
settlement we had many nore funding that was able to be to
giv...to be given into the public health field. W do not
have that public funding today. But we should be able to
permt our local municipalities to have a discussion and
let them determne if they wish to or do not. | ask for
your support. | ask for a ‘yes’ vote.”

Speaker Hannig: “The question is, ‘Shall House Bill 3996 pass?’

All in favor vote ‘aye’; opposed

nay’ . The voting is
open. Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who w sh?
Have all voted who wi sh? Have all voted who wi sh? There's
been a request for a verification so it...all please vote
who wi sh. M. Cerk, take the record. On this question,

there are 59 voting ‘yes’ and 52 voting ‘no’. Wul d you
like to put the Bill on Postponed Consideration? kay.
Representative Krause.”

Krause: “Il...1 appreciate everyone' s efforts. But | think this

time | attained as many as |I'’mgoing to get and | think it
shoul d be brought back another day. | thank everyone for
their support.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Ckay. So on this question, there 59 voting

yes’, 52 wvoting ‘no’ . This Bill is declared |ost.
Representative Slone, for what reason do you rise?”

Sl one: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Centlenen of the
House. I would like to introduce to you today the Peoria

House Bill 4475 we anended
yesterday. And | will tell you the sanme thing that | told
you yesterday. The Amendnent rewites and sinplifies the
provisions relating to the three new special funds: the
Al zheimer’ s Disease Center Clinical Fund, the Al zheiner’s
Di sease Center Expanded dinical Fund and the Alzheinmer’s
Di sease | ndependent Cinical Fund so that speci al
met hodol ogy governing paynents to the centers wll be

further defined by admnistrative rules by the Departnent

of Public Aid. And for everybody, that’s it. 'l try to
answer any questions. |’d appreciate your ‘aye’ vote.
Thank you.”

Speaker Hanni g: “I's there any discussion? Then the question
is, “Shall this Bill pass? All in favor vote °‘aye’;
opposed ‘nay’. The voting is open. Have all voted who

wi sh? Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who w sh?
Representative Brauer, do you wish to be recorded? M .
Clerk, take the record. On this question, there 116 voting

Cl erk Mahoney: "House Bill 4825, a Bill for an Act concerning
crimnal law. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mendoza.”

Mendoza: “Thank you, M. Speaker. House Bill 4825 is the DNA
fingerprint analysis Bill. As we all know, fingerprinting

is an extrenely useful identification tool when sonmeone is
arrested for any crine. Law enforcenent keeps a database
with these fingerprints whether a person is convicted or
not . DNA is sinply the fingerprint of the 21st century.
House Bill 4825 will expand the wuse of this DNA
identification technology which 1is «currently wused on
convicted felons to include anyone who's arrested for a
fel ony. By doing so, Illinois will be poised to |ead the
nation in the solid identification of crimnals. But
perhaps even nore inportantly, the exoneration of the
i nnocent . The DNA sanple will consist of a sanple of the
arrestee’s saliva or tissue taken at the tinme of booking
and will be subject to the Illinois State Police’'s rules
and regulations for collection, storage and processing.
|"d encourage all of my forward thinking colleagues that
this is a matter which should conmmand your favorable
consideration. And M. Speaker, 1...1 reserve the right to
cl ose and woul d be happy to answer any questions.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative MIIlner.”
M I I ner: “Thank you, M. Speaker. |, too, stand in strong
support of this Bill. This is the fingerprint of the 21st
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century. It is nore accurate than our actual fingerprint
that we have today. Not only will we be able to go after
our crimnals, but we will be able to exonerate those who
have may have been placed in a position they shouldn't have
been placed in initially. | stand in support of the Bill.
Thank you.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Dunkin.”

Dunki n:  “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she'll yield."

Dunkin: “Ckay. Representative, does this Bill require that you
are have...that you are actually arrested or is this just

for questioning for your DNA can be sanpl ed?”

Mendoza: “That’s a good question. It’s for arrested
i ndi vi dual s. So, it’d be part of the booking process.
Just like if we're going to take your picture, your nug
shot, then we do the fingerprints. This would be

incorporated into the actual booking process for anyone who
is arrested.”

Dunki n:  “Thank you.”

Mendoza: “Sure. Thank you.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Lindner. Any  further
di scussi on? Then Representative... Representative Monique
Davi s.”

Davis, M: “Thank you. WIIl the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she'll yield."

Davis, M: “Representative, if a person is arrested for a
felony you' re asking that his DNA be taken and stored, is
that correct?”
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Mendoza: “Yes. W will be taking a sanple of the DNA fromthe
i ndi vidual who is arrested for a felony.”

Davis, M: “So, this is before the person is even found guilty
of anyt hi ng?”

Mendoza: “This would be exactly the sane as what we do now
Before a person is found guilty, when they are arrested
they are put through a booking process which takes their
mug shot ..’

Davis, M: “So, in other words..

Mendoza: “.and the fingerprint. So, it’s... it would be
consistent with the booking process, Representative.”

Davis, M: “I'n other words, if soneone wal ked into this Body
and picked any one of us and accused us of a crine they
could decide at that very nonment that our DNA would be
t aken?”

Mendoza: “Any person who is arrested for a felony wll be
subject to a DNA swab.”

Davis, M: “So, then we're saying that even if we’'re not guilty
of what we were arrested for, say you' re found not guilty
you have DNA stored with the State Police, 1is that
correct?”

Mendoza: “Yes. Representative, it’'s exactly the sane as what
we do for fingerprinting right now. So, we do keep your
fingerprints on file whether or not you are found guilty.
And this would just sinply be consistent as the 21st
century fingerprint. And that we would al so keep you on

file whether or not you are found guilty.”
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Davis, M: “So, what would be the purpose of keeping a person
who is erroneously arrested for a felony? \What would be
t he purpose of keeping their DNA?”

Mendoza: “Well, the great thing about this Bill is that, for
exanple, we have heard tine and time again of people who
have been erroneously or wongfully convicted of a crine,
arrested and convicted of a crine. And who have been
trying for years and years and years to have their DNA
tested, have had to appeal the courts. They’ ve had to
argue for perm ssion to have their DNA sanple taken. If we
were to incorporate this into the booking process we woul d
know that a person is... has been erroneously arrested and
we'd know this in day five versus year five or year
fifteen. This tool is very effective not only in solving
crinmes, in particular sex offenses, but it is just as
inportant in terns of exonerating people who are innocent
of a crinme that they say they did not conmt.”

Davis, M: “But there’s nothing in your Bill that states that
this DNA that’s coll ected woul d be used to exonerate.”
Mendoza: “Oh, yes, Representative, the Bill clearly states that
the DNA woul d be...the only people that woul d have access to
it is the law enforcenent agency as well as the defendant.
So a defendant would inmmediately be able to say, hey, |ook
| want access to nmy DNA evidence, which right now they

don’t have the right to do that.”

Davis, M: “You know, Representative, if you find...let ne ask
you this question. |[If you find that a nunber of people are

arrested and charged with crines and very frequently this
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particular group of people is found to be innocent of
crimes then what it appears to ne that your |egislation
will do is say, well, you mght not of done this but I know
you did sonething. So, since | have your DNA |I’'m gonna
find out what you really did do. You know..

Mendoza: “Well, Representative, to the sane extent though
maybe you're right. Maybe the person’s not guilty of the
crime that they were charged with, but | think that nost
Menmbers of this Body would agree that if there’'s a hit,
let’s say for a sex offense, that we had no idea occurred
and now we can solve that crinme, that’s a good thing.
That's a benefit for the people of Illinois that
individuals will be able to be tied directly to crines that
they commtted just the sane way that they may be able to
be excluded from a suspect pool because of that DNA. So,
it works on both sides. It wll, hopefully, allow us to
solve sonme outstanding crinmes that are out there. But wll
al so allow people who have been wongly picked up to be
found not guilty.

Davis, M: “So, in a way you're saying that even though | may
know you’re innocent, | want to check your DNA |  know
you’' re innocent, but | want to check your DNA agai nst sone
other stuff so |I can charge you with the felony, get your

DNA and then you' re rel eased.”

Mendoza: “The...the only people that would have access to that
DNA file, again, is law enforcenent and defendant. So,
think that in terms of what the Bill 1is trying to
acconplish, it’s to mke sure that we can use the
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technol ogy that we have available right now which is DNA,

which is nuch nore specific. I[t’s...it’s...it"'s a better
tool of identification..

Davis, M: *“Had you ever..

Mendoza: “..it’s proof positive..

Davis, M: “.did you ever...

Mendoza: “.we should be...we should be | ooking I think..”

Davis, M: “.did you ever consider all Americans just go and

sign up to have their DNA taken and stored sone place? D d

you ever consider that?”

Mendoza: “Well, Representative, maybe you can introduce a Bil
if you really like the idea. But |I...1 think in terns of
this Bill..”

Davis, M: “I...1 just kind of think it’s un-Anerican. So, |

woul dn’t be introducing that Bill.”

Mendoza: “Ri ght. | appreciate... | appreciate your... your
opi nion, Representative, but that's not the Bill that I'm
i ntroduci ng. I’m introducing a very specific Bill that
will help |law enforcenent have a tool for identification.

And will also be hel ping these people who are not guilty...

Davis, M: “Let ne ask you this.”
Mendoza: “..of crinmes for which they' re incarcerated.”
Davis, M: “Repre... Representative, do you see any violation of

one’s civil rights by mandating that an innocent individual
have to give his or her DNA? Do you see an erosion of an
i nnocent person’s rights? Representative Burke, |1’m talking

to Mendoza.”
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Mendoza: “No. Representative, | do not see any violation of
civil rights. I don’'t see one when we take a person’s
pi cture whether they' re guilty or not. | don’t see one

when we fingerprint people whether they re guilty or not.
And | certainly don’t see one to the sane extent using
those analogies wth the 21st century fingerprint which is
DNA technology. So, no, | think it’s very consistent. And
we’ ve been very careful to inplenent and wite this Bill in
a way that mkes the DNA sanple equivalent and very
consistent with fingerprint sanples.”

Davis, M: “Were...where does it say in your Bill that a person
can use that DNA to prove his or her innocence?”

Mendoza: “There...there is a...well, Representative, in ternms of...
here, clarify your question a little bit for nme again. At
any point, you nmean?”

Davis, M: “l said vhere in your |egislation, what |ine, what
page does it state that a person can use this DNA swab

that’ s been saved to prove his or her innocence?”’

Mendoza: “1I’mlooking for it right now the actual line.”

Davis, M: “Hey..

Mendoza: “Representative, the Bill specifies and if you...do you
have it? | nean, can you pull it up so that we can | ook at
t his?”

Davis, M: “l’ve got it. It’s here.”

Mendoza: “ Ckay. That... this is done in the booking pro...

pr ocedure. So, right away we would know if the person is
guilty of the crine that they' re supposedly being linked to
because we’d be able to run that DNA right away...
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Davis, M: “Q@iilty or innocent.”

Mendoza: “.right, that’s what | nean. Exactly. So..!

Davis, M: *“Representative..

Mendoza: “.uf I'm..if 1'm picked up for a crime | did not
comm t ..}

Davis, M: *“.Representative..

Mendoza: “..and | have DNA..

Davis, M: *“Ckay. Men..”

Mendoza: “..and they have nme on file, they'd know right away in

five hours or five days that it wasn't ne versus waiting
five years or fifteen of ny life that’s been taken away
from me because they didn't want to test ny DNA or because
they didn’t have this procedure in place. So, this wthout
a doubt is just as beneficial at..to the person who' s been
arrested as it would be to law enforcenent for
i dentification. It’s exactly the same as a fingerprint.
So, again, if our argunent here is whether they’re innocent
or guilty, we do this now for the fingerprinting and we do
this now for your nug shot. And it’s the exact sane thing.
It’s just one nore identification tool that really is nore
accurate than a picture or even a fingerprint.”

Davis, M: “Representative, what will the cost be to collect
DNA from every person arrested for a felony and not
convicted of that felony? Wiat wll the cost be to get
that DNA and to store that DNA?”

Mendoza: “Well, Representative, right now, the estimates that
we’'ve received are around a mllion dollars and we’'re
working out the apropri.. so the Bill 1is subject to

Davis, M: “So, it will be a mllion dollars to collect the
DNA?”

Mendoza: “No. It’s a mllion dollar total because we already
have the DNA Bill enacted that we passed |ast Session that

dealt with doing it for convicted felons. So, this is not

creating an entirely new system It’s just adding people
into that pool. And the nore people we have into the pool,
the better. And the nore concrete that evidence will be in
long run.”

Davis, M: “Representative, please don’'t m sunderstand. | do
understand that you would like to have a DNA sanple of

anyone who' s ever accused of a felony.”

Mendoza: “Anyone who's arrested.”

Davis, M: “Wether that...whether that person is guilty or not
if there is an arrest, if there are questions to be asked
then you would like to be able to take that DNA sanple of
t he accused person. WIl this DNA sanple be destroyed if
the person is found innocent?”

Mendoza: “That’s a good question. No. It very simlar to

fingerprints and nmug shots. The DNA...

Davis, M: *“So, in other words you..
Mendoza: “.let ne answer the question, Representative.”
Davis, M: “.you want a record...you want a record of everyone’s

DNA in our state. 1Is that right?”
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Mendoza: “1 want the record of anyone who's been arrested of a
felony. And let nme just answer the question. So, if you..

Davis, M: “How...do you know how nany people are arrested for
felonies and not found guilty in this state?”

Mendoza: “And | also know how many people are arrested for any
crime and whose fingerprints stay on file and this stays
consistent wth that. And let nme just clarify, though,
that we did just adopt an Amendnent that woul d keep the DNA
fingerprinting law consistent with regular fingerprinting
|l aw for expungenent. So, if I can right now expunge ny
fingerprints fromny file, because | expunged ny record, |
get nmy card back, the fingerprints are renoved. It would
be exactly consistent with what we’'re doing with DNA.  So,
if it’s good for fingerprints, then it’s good for DNA and
that was a suggestion that was brought up by sonme of the
Menmbers in this House. So, | think we’re being extrenely
careful to keep DNA specific to the sane things we re doing
in the booking process for nmug shots and fingerprints. And
we know that those are extrenely valuable tools in
identifying people and keeping our society safe. And |
think that DNA is going to prove, like | said, that it’'s
just one nore tool in this arsenal that we have for

i dentifying people.”

Davis, M: “Are fingerprints kept as a federal progranf”

Mendoza: “Yes, Representative.”

Davis, M: “Woul d... would this DNA be a state or a federal
progr anf”
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Mendoza: “Well, right now, it would be a state program and if
and when they're...the federal program would nerge the two
dat abases, that is allowable. So, we're keeping it
exactly. VWhat we do for fingerpri... fingerprints is the
same thing we’d be doing now wi th DNA.”

Davis, M: “But ... but the fingerprints are federal. I n other
words you can contact the Federal GCovernment and get
fingerprint matches.”

Mendoza: “Right.”

Davis, M: “But you will not be able to do that with a DNA
sanple? |Is that correct?”

Mendoza: “Right now the...not every state has this set up. So,
as we nove forward and other states look to Illinois to
adopt great legislation like this, we’'ll see nore of that.

Davis, M: “But don’t you think it’'s dangerous to set up two

different systenms where you may decide |’ m gonna check this
guy’s DNA and sonebody else says we want to check his
fingerprints? You know, what |’ m saying?”

Mendoza: “Well, this is just one nore additional effort
Representative. [...1 don’t think that...you know, | think
we have trust that...”

Davis, M: “To the Bill. Thank you, Representative.”

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Davis, M: “First of all | recognize this Legislator’s attenpt
let’s say to further find people who have commtted crines
and to perhaps see that they are adjudicated properly. But
because |'m a Legislator in this Body | feel conpelled...|
feel conpelled to recognize that we do not want to
crimnalize people in the State of Illinois. Under many
investigative tools people are part of an arrest. It’s
used to interrogate and it’'s used to further investigate a
crinme. But to decide that all of these people who are
often arrested, never fornerly charged and go through the
entire process, never found guilty of a crinme, to decide
that we’'re now gonna collect and hold your DNA is extrenely
un- Anmeri can. The Federal Governnment currently has a system
of fingerprinting people who are in the service. WIl we
be getting DNA fromall people in the service? The Federa
Government has a system in which anybody in any state can
partake of that tool. In nmy opinion, it is grossly
expensive, extrenely expensive and could even lead to
police arresting you for one felony sinply because they
want your DNA. They know that you don’'t have to be found
guilty. They know that that’s not required. But | just

want your DNA on file. There’'s sonething extrenely un-
Ameri can about that. Now do we want crimnals caught?
Yes, we do. Are we doing a good job of that? | believe we

are. Crinme is down in this state and in our country crine
is down. | do not believe that adding the burden... addi ng
the burden and the cost of collecting DNA sanples from

every individual who is accused and that’'s what we're
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tal king about, people who are accused. Now surely, surely,
if a felony has been convict...con...commtted, surely, if
you are found to have committed that felony then your DNA
should be on file. But if you' re an innocent person and we
know this has happened in our state over and over and over

agai n, then you should not be subjected to having to giving

DNA to a police authority. This is still America and we do
not want to crimnalize every Anerican in the State of
I[1linois. W do not want to say to every individual | know
how to get your DNA, all | have to do is accuse you of a

felony. Your intentions may be good and noble. The result
will be extrenely expensive. And |I'm not sure that the
State of Illinois is ready to wuse DNA rather than
fingerprints that are used by the Federal Governnent. DNA
is a good tool. It is a newtechnology. It is continually
to be devel oped. But to take DNA from an i nnocent person,

a person who has not been found guilty is very un-Anerican.

now being inplenmented by the Departnent of Human Services
to conpile a cross disability database of [Illinois

residents who are potential beneficiaries of conmunity-

based services. Wile the <cross disability database
included persons with nental illness, the law did not
adequately address collection of data from all inpatient

mental health facilities. Data is currently collected from
state hospitals and facilities, but not private nental
health facilities. House Bill 4092 outlines data to be
coll ected, provides that the Departnent of Human Services
wi |l provide technical assistance for electronic collection
and di ssem nation of the data, insures conpliance with the
Ment al Heal t h and Devel opnent al Disabilities
Confidentiality Act and authorizes a nulti-agency work

group to insure coordination and avoid duplicate reporting.

However, while we were debating that Bill, let ne
tell you what did cone up and this Bill everybody is for,
the Illinois Horse Council, Farm Bureau, even Cavel is for
this Bill. Al thisis, inlllinois right now what we have
is we have this test that we give horses called the Coggins
test, here in the United States. So, if a horse comes to
the State of Illinois they either have to take this test or
show that they took the test to show that they don’t have
any infectious disease. So, if they conme to this state as
a conpanion aninmal or to breed or to work for the nounted
police or whatever, it shows that they' re not sick. One of
the things, however, if you are comng across the state
line to go directly to a slaughter house you didn't need
this test. But Cavel and everybody else thought it would
just be genuine thing to say, no matter what reason you’ ve
come across the state line for, that you should all get
this test. And everybody’'s agreed to that. And so this is
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that kind of a Bill, which is good for the horse industry,
both the people who were for and against nmy Bill to agree

with this particular Bill.”

Speaker Hanni g: “I's there any discussion? Representative
Mtchell.”

Mtchell, J.: “Thank you, M. Speaker. | rise in support of
the Gentleman’s Bill. The Coggins stops diseases that are

highly infectious, diseases that need to be conpletely
obliterated in the nation, not just in Illinois. As a
horse owner and an owner of horse...show horses, this is one
thing that really concerns us when we go to a show to think
there may be horses that have not had a Coggins test.

However, in the State of Illinois it’'s required at every
singl e show that you have those papers with you. |[If you do
not you will be imrediately...your animal will be inpounded
and you' |l be imediately taken out of the show. So, this

is a good idea. Thank you.”

Speaker Hannig: “Any further discussion? Then the question is...
Excuse ne, Representative Bl ack, the Gentleman from
Vermlion.”

Bl ack: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

Bl ack: “Representative, what’s two and two?”

Mol aro: “(Strikes m crophone four tines.)”

Bl ack: “Very good. Very good. You' re | earning. Very good.
Did you check with the state veterinarian about the equine
infection and the cross border? | used to know the state
veterinarian, but he retired. And | don’'t know whet her
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you’'ve talked to the new.. At one tinme, | think we’ ve been
on both sides of this. And maybe Representative Mtchel

can tell nme. At one tine, we required the vaccination and

then | think in nmy tenure here we didn't require the
vacci nation or the evidence thereof. And now we’re going
back to it. And | don’t have a problem with that because

of what has happened not only in horses, but cattle, pigs,
et cetera. But | don't know if the state veterinarian
feels this is necessary and has the staff to check the
papers. | mean, did you talk to anybody in the Departnent
of Agricul ture?”

Mol aro:  “No.”

Black: “I assunme Director Hartke is still in the Departnent of

Agricul ture. He may have been transferred to the EPA by

now, | don’t know.”~

Mol aro:  “Well, yeah, he's still there.”

Black: “Oh, is he still there. Well, that's good news.”

Mol aro:  “And...and actually in commttee we had people fromthe
veterinarians, as well as the horse council. Al the
people that were there for ny...the bigger Bill, | should
say, were there for this Bill and all signed in as
proponents for this Bill, as | recall in conmttee. But ...
but | just wanna question, |I’m not saying that this should

come back or not cone back, whatever it’'s required for now,
what | was being told and what the Bill does is that if you
bring a horse into the show or to breed you have to have
this test if it’s a certain age. But if you're bringing it

into go straight to a slaughter house in Illinois then you
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don’t need this. Whi ch when Cavel was operating... And so
it kinda didn't nake sense to ne that if you re gonna show
the horse we’'re worried about horses catching anything, but
if they were diseased and we're gonna cut it up for neat
and send it overseas, well, that’s kind of I|ike, well, if
it’s diseased who cares, they're eating it over in Europe
anyway. Ya know, let ‘em eat cake. But, so, | thought it
woul d be a good idea to do this and everybody seens to be
in agreenment. There was no opposition.”

Bl ack: “All right. On the Anendnent that requires the...that
you sign a certification..

Mol aro:  “Right.”

Black: “.that the horse you sold at auction may in fact end up
at a rendering facility. | didn't see anything in that...
if..if you refuse to sign it, | assunme there are no
penalties and the buyer of the horse is still free to do

what he or she wants to do with the horse.”
Mol aro:  “Ch, absolutely. As a matter of fact, that was brought

by the Illinois Horse Council ...

Bl ack: “Ckay.”

Sacia: “.that’s ny recollection. And if the animal is going to
be slaughtered, what |I'm thinking here 1is, say that
sonebody from out-of-state ships in a sem -load and the

cost, ny recollection, when we have the veterinarian cone

and test our horses, it’'s sonmewhere between 25 and 45
dollars per animal to pull this test. | guess I'ma little
surprised that all of these horse organizations are in
favor of this. And |1'’m asking it nore as a question. I

don’t know whether to be opposed or support it.
Mol aro:  “Well, yeah, I..well, here’s the point. Everybody |’ve
talked to is for this including even the... Cavel was for
this. Because when you cross over the state line and you
say you're for slaughter only, there isn't a direct route.
There are tinmes that the horse would cone here and for

three, four days or for three, four weeks they’ d be stabled
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at a different stable area and then brought to the
sl aught er house. So, they thought it was inportant to
makes sure that when they' re stabled for three or four
weeks, even though their comng is strictly for slaughter

if they’'re with other horses those horses may be infected.”

House Bill 5889 amends the Public Ad Code to
assist elderly, blind and disabled I|egal refugees and
asylees with a continuation of a supplenmental security
i ncome benefits while they continue to work to becone
naturalized U S. citizens. Additionally, what it does is
it sunsets after two years and puts a maxi num cap of the
benefit that they would receive. Currently, the Federal
Governnment assists these individuals who sought and were
granted refugee status in our country with SSI benefits for
seven years while they work to becone naturalized citizens.
However, due to backlogs at the INS offices due...sonetines
due to nental health issues that these individuals have
they did not beconme citizens within that seven-year w ndow.
Additionally, presently at the federal |evel, President
Bush and Congress are looking to renedy this issue. But
what happens right now is after that seven years if those
i ndividuals do not becone U S. citizens, as they work to
become U.S. citizens, they lose this benefit. House Bil

5889 woul d have the Departnent of Human Services pick this
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benefit up as these people work to becone naturalized U S.
citizens. W are looking to work with the Departnment of
Human Services, as we have been in the last nonth and a
half, to try to find funding for this. That w Il sonething

that we continue through the appropriation process. I

woul d ask for an ‘aye’ vote.”

Their trips are from the
point of l|oading to wherever they're delivering it.
They’re crossing state roads, county roads, |ocal roads.
And the weight limts on each road are varied by 2 thousand
pounds per axel, one way or the other. This makes it
uni form t hroughout all roads. Many of the concrete trucks
have that tag axel on back where pressures have to be
adjusted, so if they're going from.. an exanple, a | ocal
comunity where they were |oaded, they cross the state
hi ghway, in theory they're to be adjusted. |If they' re not,
they could be liable for that change in axel. This renoves
the bridge fornula. It makes it |ike any of the other

special hauling vehicles, but does not increase gross

weight. It’s a safer way of doing it.”

House Bil
4539 anend... as anended provides that the clerk of the
circuit court may notify the Secretary of State if any
resident of this state makes only a partial paynent and
fails to pay the remainder of any traffic penalty or cost
i nposed on a violation of code. This is an initiative of
the clerk of the circuit court and it’s just a little
techni ci an...techni cal change.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Lady has noved for passage of House Bil
4539. Is there any discussion? The Gentlenman from
Verm |ion, Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. WIl the Sponsor
yi el d?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she'll yield.”

Bl ack: “Representative, does...l don't see it in the |anguage.
Woul d this include a parking ticket?”

Soto: “Yes, it does. Any..yes, this would be any...any traffic
fine, penalty.”

Bl ack: “A Cook County Bill, all right. Representative, no hard
feelings, this isn't personal.

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Bl ack: “l have, in the 18 years |’ve been in office, ongoing

problens with the County of Cook and the City of Chicago on
what we in downstate often refer to as ‘phantom parking
tickets’ that suddenly appear, people in ny district get
them M all tinme favorite is when they went after a woman
and were going to suspend her driver’'s license, but she had
been dead seven years prior to the violation. | guess she
was still eligible to vote in Chicago, so they thought she
m ght be able to pay the ticket, as well. Ya know,

dropped in a Bill a few years ago and it got the city's
attention and they came down and they worked on sone due
process on these ‘phantom parking tickets’. And they... |
think the Director of Revenue at that tinme was a gentleman
by the name of Hugh Murphy and | comended himand still do
for working on that situation. It was out of hand. | was

working on 12 to 15 to 20 constituent cases a nonth that
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were getting overdue parking tickets from the Gty of
Chi cago. And we could prove either by tinme records or a
wong VIN nunber or a wong |icense plate nunber, 85
percent of them were issued in error. But until Direc...
then Director Miurphy came up with a process, we could never
get them corrected by the Cty of Chicago. And these
peopl e were generally senior citizens. Then they would get
notified by the city that were going to inpound their car
they were going to take away their driver’s license. They
were going to do all kinds of things. Well, Direc...the
then Director Miurphy got that straightened out to where |
woul d only get about five of these a year. Now, they’'re
com ng back. And just last nmonth we had one in our office
where the car was demplished in a weck. W have a letter
from the insurance conpany saying that the car was total ed,
sent to a recycler and the license plates were destroyed.
Oh no, oh no, says the City of Chicago. Those plates were
on a car double parked at 2:00 in the norning. So, | wote
another letter and this is what | was told. From now on,
if any of you downstate Legislators wanna contact the Gty
of Chicago about one of these ‘phantom parking tickets’ you
have to fill out some kind of affidavit and then it becones
a matter of the court to decide and on and on and on.
They’re the only city in the state, obviously, that does
it. | think they're the only city in the country that does
it. And until they get their act straightened out, |’ m not
gonna vote to give their county clerk, their circuit clerk,

or anybody else up there the right to conme after people who
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haven’t been in the Cty of Chicago in 20 years and yet
they’re treated as qguilty until you can prove thenselves
innocent. In all due respect to the Representative, | |ove
the City of Chicago, but if they can’'t collect the noney,
that’s Chicago’'s problem and |I'’m not gonna vote to give
them extraordinary power to harass non-Chicago, non-Cook
County residents on tickets that eight tinmes out of ten are

bogus. Vote ‘no’.

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Parke.”

Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. Ladies and Gentlenen, to the
Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Parke: “When nmy nom was |iving, she would never drive into the
City of Chicago. It scared her to drive that far and she

didn’t like driving downtown. Yet she got a parking ticket

for right downtown for that. Now, | told her don't worry
about it, 1'Il talk to sonme people down here and see what
the problem is. And | said I'm sure we'll get it
strai ghtened out. Well, it took ne nonths to get that

worked out and the stress that was put on ny nom was
unbel i evabl e. And it’s the stress that is put on your
constituents, on your famly nenbers that this is wong.
In addition, Ladies and Gentlenen, ny colleague is talKking
about Cook County or the Cty of Chicago. It is ny
understanding that this Bill applies to all of the State of
[1linois, not just to Cook County or the... Chicago. In
addition, there’'s a cost to this. It is ny understanding,

according to ours, that it costs about...in the first year
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the estimate is 970...well, no. That there is add...there is
an additional cost on this legislation to inplenment it
through the Secretary of State’'s O fice, 230 thousand, the
fiscal note says, 230 thousand and 150 thousand thereafter.
| ... Ladies and Centl enen, the Sponsor’s well intended, but
"Il tell ya what, we ought not to be passing this
| egislation until they get their act together, until they
stop harassing our constituents and our fam |y nenbers. I
also rise in opposition to the Lady’s legislation.”

Mol aro:  “Woa, whoa.”

Soto: “That it’s statew de.”

Molaro: “1’'Il ask...is it statew de or just Cook County?”
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Sot o:

“Yes, statew de.”

Molaro: “This is statew de.”

Sot o:

“Correct.”

Mol ar o: “So, it’s not just we're doing this for Cook County,

Sot o:

we're doing it for the whole state?”
“Correct.”

Mol ar o: “ Ckay. Ya know, |...1 have a little problem with the

Sot o:

Bill only because | do a lot of..1 do a lot of work with
traffic tickets. And a lot of tines when people who go
there and they get fined, now as you well know, and I
always blane the City of Chicago this, and they know ny
position. So, if they wanna get mad at me they could. Ya
know, everything is revenue producing and in this rough
time when local municipalities don't have any way to raise
noney, what they do is everything is revenue, revenue,
revenue. So, what they do is instead of sending these
people to traffic school, what they do is when soneone has
a red light, the judges cone out there and try to convince
‘em to plead guilty to supervision, so you get in
supervision. Al right. You get supervision, it neans it
doesn’t go on your record; Secretary of State’'s not
notified. But what they say is, I’'Il give you supervision
but I want a $125 fine.”

Mol aro:  “Wha...l’msorry. | thought it was for partial paynent.

The way | know it works is this, someone gets a fine, they
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don’t pay, it’s 30 days and they don’t pay. |If they nake a
partial paynent, the law is now that, now because it’s the
clerk or the judge who gave ‘em the perm ssion for partial
paynment, now it’'s up to the clerk to go collect it. You
can no longer bring the Secretary of State in on parti al
paynents. The only way to bring the Secretary of State in

is if there's no paynent whatsoever. So, what we’re naking

the Secretary of State do is kinda like be a bill collector
for the clerks of the circuit court. And all I’msaying is
that | think you create nore problens than you alleviate
But ... but what we’ll do is, |I’m not gonna keep bel aboring
the Bill. If you think it’s inportant and you’' re shaking
your head yes...

Soto: “And it is, otherwse | wouldn’t be introducing it.”

Molaro:  “I1’1l...1 know. I"ll vote for the Bill, but you gotta

talk to the clerks of the circuit court and find out what
sonmeone has to do.

1 understand that and | have a sincere
appreciation for the role of agriculture in our econony in
this state, but at the sanme tinme if an individual happens
to be in the trucking business and sonebody damages his
truck, he’s out of business as well. I f sonebody happens
to be a store owner and their store gets vandalized, they
have business problens as well. | guess ny concern is we
start to go down a slippery slope where Legislators are
gonna wanna show their commitnent to those businesses that
are in...local to their district to say we want special and
hei ght ened penalties for damage to this type of property.
If we wanna raise the penalties for crimnal danage to
property.."

Mtchell, B.: “This is.”
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Fritchey: “.let’s do it across the board. But if we start
carving out these niches, | think it’s just...it gets us
into a patchwork. And people wonder how we got from ten

commandnents to, ya know, 20 volunes of statutes in this
state and this is the type of way that we get there.”
Mtchell, B.: “l appreciate your concern, Representative, but
there’s a key difference between...and it’'s terrible if you
have a vandalism of any property, but if when you have a
vandalismof a field and there’s crops in the field and you
burn the field up, you can't replace that.

Fritchey: “There’s a conponent for trespass to agricultural
properties, but there’'s also heightened crimnal penalties

for crimnal damage to farm equi pnent.”

Mtchell, B.: “No, it..it...it's the..

Fritchey: “So, that’s not the field, that’s the tractor or the
conbi ne or whatever else it may be.”

Mtchell, B.: “It includes...it includes equipnent, but it..

Fritchey: “1 don’t know too nmany pieces of farm equipnent.
Those are all | can nane off the top of ny head.”

Mtchell, B.: “I beg your pardon?”
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Fritchey: “l said, | don't...l1 can’t nane too nany pieces of

farm equi pment or property, which includes the crops in the

field.”

Fritchey: “All  right. Ya know, | know you're very well-
intentioned, |...1 may vote against this just because of the
reasons that | stated. |’m sure it will fly outta here.

Thank you for answering my questions.”

Mtchell, B.: “Thank you, Representative.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman from Vermlion, Representative
Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker and Ladies and

Gentl enen of the House. | sinply rise in strong support of
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the Bill. As to the previous GCentleman’s comments, we
woul d certainly entertain any Bill that he would bring

forth on enhanced penalties for crimnal damage to anyone’s
property, your personal car, over the road trucks, whatever
that mght be that m ght be nore of a problemin his area.
You all know how you feel when your autonobile is danaged
keyed, spray painted, vandalized. |It’s...not only nakes you
angry, it ties up your vehicle for days, if not weeks, in a
body shop. But | think what the Sponsor of this
legislation is trying to get you to understand that during
planting or during harvest it’s often necessary for you to
| eave a $200 thousand tractor out in the field, no fence,
no nightlights. And if you're in counties like
Representative Mtchell and | Ilive in, you're lucky if
there nmaybe are four deputy sheriffs to patrol a county of
12 hundred square mles or nore. So, they may go by your
farnmstead once a night, they may not go by there at all
You may |eave a $285 thousand conbine in the field because
you need to...you can't drive it home every night and even
if you did, few farnmers can afford the kind of storage shed
in which to store these inplenments of husbandry. And for
people driving through fields, if you drive a four-wheeler
through a field that has just been planted, that loss is...
could be disastrous for a farner. Again, | don’t think
we’'re trying to enhance penalties just that occurred to
i npl enents  of husbandry or the Jland that’s under
cul tivation. It is wunfortunately recognizing a serious

problem that didn’t exist 15 years ago. W didn't... we
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didn’t always lock our doors in rural Illinois. We often
left the keys in the conbine and the tractor. W can’'t do
that anynore. We sinply can’t do it. That’s too bad, but
that’'s a fact of life. And yet, you cannot expect us to
| eave these kinds of expensive investnments in an unfenced
field, sonebody absolutely destroys it. The tires on one
of these inplenents may cost in the hundreds, if not
t housands of dollars. And you come out the next day, all
of the tires have been shot out, all of the glass has been
shot out, maybe the instrunent panel has been damaged wth
a hammer or |iquids or whatever, that takes that inplenent

of husbandry out of service during a very critical tine.

Yes, farmers will wusually come to your assistance, that’s
the way it still works. This is a Bill that recognizes the
differences that are now comng to rural Illinois that we
didn’t have to worry about 15 years ago. It makes good

sense for many, many people in the agricultural business in

rural Illinois. | think it deserves a ‘yes’ vote.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Mtchell to close.”

Mtchell, B.: *“I think, as usual, as Representative Bl ack spoke
very articulately on ny Bill and | appreciate that. Thi s
is an inportant Bill for Illinois’ econony.

M. Speaker, this Bill,
House Bill 6563, is a Bill that will anmend the Probate Act
of 1975. The Bill provides that the court may find that
appointing a person convicted of a felony to act as a
guardian of a mnor or disabled person, it may be in the
best interest of that mnor or disabled person that those
two be paired together. The current Probate Act woul d bar

any person with a past felony conviction from acting as a
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guardian. And the genesis of this Bill, sinply stated, is
to reaffirm our justice system and reaffirm that we trust
in the judgnment of those who wear black robes and are
referred to as judges to not be limted in making a
determination that would give them a free hand of picking a
guardi an who is available for a mnor or sonebody no | onger
to take care of thenselves. That's the sinplicity of the
Bill. And | remind ny colleagues, wth the nunber of
famlies who have been affected by people who have gotten a
felony for one reason or the other. Recently, this genera
Body | ooked at the nunber of nen and wonen who were on
death row, they too had a felony, but they too were
innocent and in sone famlies the choices are very limted
on who can take care of someone. And so, this Bill would
only broaden, keeping it in the hands of the court system
that we uphold and to reaffirm the trust that we want to
have and we do have with our judges that with the many
cases that conme across their desks we don’'t wanna tie their
hands in trying to make the quality of soneone who is a
m nor or is disabled even that much worse. Thank you, M.
Speaker.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman has noved for passage of House
Bill 6563. And on that question, Representative Bl ack.”

And in the famly
lineage there are sone ‘black sheeps’, there are sone
i ndi viduals who probably would fall wunder the categury...
category that you nentioned. But because soneone has a
fel ony background doesn’t in of itself measure the self-

worth of that individual. It doesn't..l would hope in the
eyesight of the judges who wll continue to nmake the
determ nation of what’'s in the best interest of a 16-year-

old, the exanple you gave, or a mnor, that those judges

will use the wi sdom that years of experience has brought

them and do, or at least attenpt to do and to give a try to
what is in the best interests of a child or a disabled
person who have very |limted options other than being a
ward of the state, a continual burden of the taxpayers.

And sonetinmes being anong strangers who they thensel ves nmay
have sonme hidden things in the closet and may not be in the
best interests of that mnor or that child.”

Bl ack: “Representative, | don’t fundanentally disagree with you

on this Bill, whatsoever. | ...children do not choose their

parents, that is correct. But there are hundreds of pages
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of case law where parental rights have been term nated
because of an action deened to be not suitable for a parent
to do to their children. And that includes everything from
incest, to child abuse, aggravated assault. ... 1 think,
Representative, what..well, | know in comrttee there were
people who said if you would anmend this so that nonviol ent
felons or m sdeneanants wanted to be appointed, that would
be fine. And | don’t think anybody would have a problem
with that. But your Bill is so broad that a person
convicted of a dass X felony, a person convicted of nurder
could serve his or her time, cone out of prison and be
assigned as guardian to a young child. Now, on its face
that may sound rather innocent and you wouldn’t get upset
about it, but | daresay if it happened in your district
there would be an outcry that that person who had comitted
a violent crinme, who had commtted nurder or sexual assault
should not be then nmade a guardian of a mnor child. A

m sdeneanant, a nonviolent felony, shoplifting, a sinple...

sinple case of battery, | don’'t have any problemw th that.
My problem is that | think the Bill as drafted is too
broad. As |I..as | talk to you privately, not too far from

my district there was a judge that while he was an attorney
| ooted an estate of millions of dollars. Now, that judge
obviously is no longer a judge and is serving tine in a
correctional institution in Illinois. Now, when that judge
is released, as |I'm sure he wll be, | wuld not be
confortable with that judge being granted guardi anship of a

trust fund set up to take care of a mnor child whose
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parents may have been killed in an accident. | don’t think
that’'s the kind of person that you would want. Yes, he’'s

paid his debt; yes, he may never |oot an estate again, but
that... you're taking a trenendous chance. If you would
narrow the Bill wth an Anmendnent to nmeke it a.. a

that couldn’t be appointed guardian, I'll be the first one
to vote for the Bill. But | cannot in good conscience vote

Collinsville to 1...to 1-64, 1-70 and I-55. Thi s nedi cal
district would be operated by a nedical district
comm ssion. There would be nine nenbers on the comm ssion
and four of them would be appointed by the Governor, two by
the mayor of the City of East St. Louis and three by the
county supervisor. And what the conm ssion would do woul d
be to nove the district towards nore hospitals, clinics,
research facilities, educational facilities and a rising
technol ogy of businesses. W have the support of the
[I'linois Medical District. Dr. Smth, who is the president
of that district, has witten a letter saying that he
supports this. W have the support of the mayor, the
county supervisor. And | think that this would greatly
hel p the econony in our East St. Louis area. And | ask for
your approval.”

Speaker Hanni g: “And on that question, Representative Parke is

recogni zed.”
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Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. Just a point, we do not find
this on our |aptops. This does not cone up. W have no
analysis of it. Is it now? Okay. Let nme ask you this; is

there any state noney involved in this?”

Younge: “No, there isn't. Al so, there is an Anendnent | had
forgot to say.

condemn it?”
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Younge: “W’ve taken out any bi.. or authorization of
condemation... not of condemation, but of quick-take or
em nent donmain for the conmi ssion that is being created by
this Act. That’s..

Parke: “Were’'s the noney gonna conme fromfor this progrant”

Younge: “What ?”

Parke: “Where will the noney conme fromto do this progranf”

Younge: “This medical district comm ssion and...and...is in the
enpower nent zone in East St. Louis. And I think that there
will be federal grants and state grants which can be
avai | abl e because of the nature of the work.”

devel opnment and to inprove healthcare in her region while

i nproving her comrunity through all of this. There’s no
money in this Bill. There's no noney avail able today. She
recogni zes that. She’s taken the quick-take authority out.

And all she's trying to do is help her comunity through

econom ¢ devel opnment, through healthcare and to Kkeep
medi cal people in the State of IIllinois. | can’t imagine
that that isn't a worthy goal. There’s nothing in this

Bill that’s egregious, nothing in this Bill that costs the
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State of Illinois any noney and nothing in this Bill that
shoul d of fend anybody. And the notion that the Cty of
East St. Louis or the region should not be pernmtted the
opportunity to inprove what they have there is... is
appalling to me that any Legislator would stand on the

floor and say that a responsible governnment in acity in

the State of Illinois should not be allowed the ability to
i nprove and enhance its econonmi c opportunities. So, | for
one, strongly stand in favor of the Bill and hope you’l

j oin Representative Young in hel ping her community.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Black, the Gentleman from
Verm lion.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. WIl the Sponsor
yi el d?”

Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she’ll yield.”

Bl ack: “Representative, | always hate to follow such an
el oquent, intelligent and attractive person as
Representative Lang, but let nme give it a try. The only

concern that anyone on our side of the aisle has with the
Bill and it was raised in conmttee, as | think you wll
recall. You nentioned in commttee that you... that vyou

would be willing, you didn't conmmt, you said you would be

willing to amend the legislation on the floor to clarify
your intent that this... the State of Illinois, i.e. the
t axpayers thereof, will not in any case be responsible for
debt . And... and the only question that | have and sone on
nmy side of the aisle have as well, we're not sure that that
has been clarified, because... if you'll bear wth ne.
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There’s language in the Bill talking about assessnents,
common facilities...the section on revenue bonds, it would
appear that if the bond does not...the bonds do not raise
sufficient noney to do this in your district that the state
may have to conme over and be...and the state may becone the
responsi ble party to pay off the bonds. And I think that's
the only concern and | think it's a legitimte concern.
Can you respond to that?”

Younge: “Yes. The only way the state could be responsible
woul d be that there is a provision in a Bill that the...the
full faith and credit of the state are... guarantee the
bonds. There’s nothing in this Bill like that. To nerely
say revenue bonds neans that it...the rent or the |eases or
the noney produced from the occupancy of the facility pays
for it. But there is nothing in the Bill to suggest in any
way that the state is going to be responsible for the debt
of this commssion. And | didn't understand that you were
expecting a...an Anendnent prepared. W tal ked about quick-
take, we tal ked about em nent domain and | prepared and as
you know, presented that to the conmttee. But | don’t
think there is any need to clarify further, the words are
just not there to obligate the state.”

Black: “Well, Representative, | think that’s our concern. The
words are not there to nmake it clear that these bonds could
perhaps in...in a...there’'s several stereos...scenarios that |
can see where the state may cone in because there...or be

hel d responsi ble, because there is no |anguage that says
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they will not be held responsible. For exanple, what
happens if the comm ssion defaults on the bonds?”

Younge: “I'f the comm ssion defaults on the bonds, | guess the
matter would go to court. But there...to ask the question

doesn’t say that the state would be responsible if there's

nothing in the Bill about pledging the full faith and
credit of the state, then it’s inpossible to do that. It
is i mpossi bl e to make it a state obl i gati on

Representative.”

Bl ack: “Do you have any correspondence from bond counci
stating that this is in fact an inpossibility?”

Younge:  “No. No, | don’'t. But, Representative Black, | wll
say this, I amwlling to work with you to put together
words that nmeke you feel nore confortable. There 1is

nothing in the Bill to obligate the state, but if there is
sone wordage that would...can be put together in the Senate

| wll work with you on that.”

Bl ack: “All right. Representative, |’ve worked for you..wth
you for many years in this chanber and | know you' re a
person of integrity. | would assune that as this Bill goes
through the process perhaps bond council my weigh in on
this. And if |anguage is necessary, | have no doubt that
you will add that in the Senate, should that beconme a

concern that the state needs to be protected by specific
| anguage. | know it’s not your intent. | know you woul d
not put the state in harnmis way. But just in case and |
know you to be a person of your word, a person of

integrity, as | said. But if it beconmes necessary in the
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opi nion of bond council or the Attorney General that we
need such |anguage, |1'm confident that you will add such

| anguage if that has to becone the case.”

Younge: “Absolutely.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Gles.”

Gles: “Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Gl es: “Ya know, when you're in this assenbly and you get a
chance to hear a lot of Legislators that bring forth
legislation to legislate in this Body often tinme you...
there's...there’s a variety of things that...that you hear
from different Legislators. Legislators may legislate a
var...a wde range of different issues. But, you know, this
is one Legislator that since |I’ve been here since '93, each
and every tine she’'s been consistent. She’s  been
consistent wth Jlegislation that deal with econonmc
devel opnment, that deals with having a stimulus for her
respective area, comunity, district. And so for any of us
to get up here and say that we feel that this particular
area or geographical area of the state do not deserve the
opportunity to have an advocate, to have a Legislator, to
have an individual to fight for resource... resources and
services for that community that’s a disservice to all of
us, because that’s what we’'re here for. So, it's just...
it’s just heartening for ne to hear soneone would allude to
that fact. You know, here is a Legislator that took quick-

take | anguage out of her legislation for whatever reason or
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not and | think many of you can recall and this usually
happens at the last hour, May the 21st or whenever we get
out of here, hours prior to adjourning we get this quick-
take | anguage and oftentines it is suspect and we end up
supporting that respective Legislator because this is
sonething that’'s very inportant for their conmunity. And
here’s a Legislator and it’'s not close to deadline or
adj ournnment and bringing forth such an issue... an issues...
that to ne, that just says that this individual is genuine
and trying to stimulate some type of opportunities and
create sone type of opportunities for his or her district.
And | just want us to just keep that in m nd as Menbers get
up to legislate for their area. This is what we are here
for and to respect that. And we have a Legislator that’s
tal ki ng about econom c devel opnment, healthcare facilities
and nedical research facilities, things of substance. And
oftenti mes we support legislation here that nay not have
such matters in that language. So, let’s just...let’s keep

focused what we’'re here for. Thank you, M. Speaker.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative G unloh.”

G unl oh: “M. Speaker, |’d nove the previous question.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman noves the previous question.
The question is, ‘Shall the main question be put? Al in
favor say ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The ‘nays’ have it. And
the main question is not put. Representative Myer is

recogni zed.”
Meyer : “Thank you, M. Speaker. Woul d the Sponsor vyield,

pl ease?”
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Speaker Hannig: “She indicates she wll.”

Meyer : “Representative, |I'm the person that in conmmttee
expressed concern about the state’'s liability on... as to

revenue bonds that are issued and that this... that this
medi cal district wouldn’t be able to generate the revenue
to pay those off and the concern that the state would
therefore be liable for that..for those paynents. | still

have that concern and certainly as a part of your

di scussion in the conmttee you did express a wllingness
to amend this Bill on the House Floor to nmake certain that
that concern was addressed. You' ve certainly had tine to
do that and I'm.. | do question, why was that not done?

Have you changed your m nd?”

Younge: “No. | don’t renenber agreeing to anmend it on the
floor, Representative Meyer, over the issue of whether or
not the state would be obligated for the debts of this
commission. M point of viewis that if the full faith and

credit of the state is not pledged, if it’s not in witing,

if it’s not in the Bill, it’s just sinply not a state
obligation. So, therefore, it’s not necessary. But | have
commtted to Representative Black that we wll get bond
council and whatever |anguage bond council believes is

necessary to make it clear that the state is not obligated,

" mwilling to do that in the Senate.”

Meyer : “Well, Representative, let nme read you a line out of
your Bill that causes ne to question this. And it’s on
page 9, approximately Iline 14, 15. ‘“In the event...in

evidence of and as security for the funds borrowed the
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comm ssion nmay issue revenue bonds in its corporate
capacity to be payable from the revenues derived from the
operation of the institutions or buildings owed, |eased or
operated by or on behalf of the conm ssion, but the bonds
shall in no event constitute an indebtedness of the
commssion or a claim against the property of the
conmmi ssi on.’ Now, if you re taking the conm ssion and
allowing themto...to give...to give out the bonds and then
you take them out of the mx, who is responsible for that
debt? It has to be another entity and the fact that the
state is allowing that entity to exist wuld seem to ne
that it would put the state in the line of jeopardy of
paynent of those bonds if the revenues weren’'t devel oped.”

Younge: “Well, there is nothing in what you read to suggest
that it would be a state debt.”

Meyer : “Then who 1is responsible if the conm ssion who
aut hori zes the bonds cannot generate the noney for it..to

pay off those bonds? That’'s what your |egislation says, is

that it takes the commssion out of that I|ine of... of
liability.”
Younge: “M. Speaker, may | take this out of the record?”
Speaker Hanni g: “Qut of the record at the request of the

Sponsor. M. Cerk, Commttee Reports.”

Cl erk Mahoney: “Representative Barbara Flynn Currie, Chairperson
from the Commttee on Rules, to which the followng
| egislative neasures and/or joint action notions were
referred, action taken on March 30, 2004, reported the sane

back with the following recomendations: 'approved for
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fl oor consideration' Amrendnent #1 to House Bill 4287,
Amendnent #2 to House Bill 4337, Amendnent #1 to House Bill
4372, Anendnent #3 to House Bill 4837, Amendnment #3 to
House Bill 6632, Anmendnent #1 to House Bill 6679 and
Anmendnent #3 to House Bill 6902.”

Speaker Hannig: “And just a point for the Calendar, and for the
Menbers, the appropriation commttees will neet inmediately
after we adjourn this a...later today. So, M. Cerk, would
you read House Bill 43377

Clerk Mahoney: “House Bill 4337, a Bill for an Act concerning
vehicles. Second reading of this House Bill. Anendnent #1
was adopted in conmttee. Fl oor Amendnent #2, offered by
Representative Steve Davis, has been approved for
consi deration.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Davis, on the Anendnent.
Representative Steve Davis, on the Anendnent.”

Davis, S.: “Yes, Thank you, Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen of
t he House. Amendnent 2 to House Bill 4337, it nmkes sone
changes that were requested, | believe, in conmttee and it

al so nakes sone changes that were requested by the National
Transportation Safety people who brought this initiative to
me. And, what it does is it allows the Secretary of State
to require drivers who have been convicted of two of fenses,
to attend a traffic... a traffic school, before they have
their third violation. These schools are set up all over
the State of [11inois. They’'re run by various
organi zations; some of them are run by comunity coll eges

in the various the circuits in the state, some are run by
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nonprofit organizations. | believe that the cost to go to
t hese schools, they are already set up for drivers who...who
can go to these schools if they have a noving violation.
If they attend the schools they get the noving violation
wi ped off their record. What this does is require bad
drivers, who have had two convictions in one year to attend
one of these traffic schools. And it also... it exenpts
counties of populations of nore than one mllion, which
woul d exenpt Cook County and | guess, DuPage County out of
the program Be happy to answer any questions.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Gentleman has noved for the adoption of
Amendnment  #2. s there any discussion? And on the

Amendnment, Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. WI1l the Sponsor
yi el d?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he’'ll yield.”

Bl ack: “Representative, why would you take Cook County out of
the a.”

Davis, S.: “1"m sorry, Representative Black, could you please

repeat the question?”

Bl ack: “Sure. Why... why in the Anmendnent would you take Cook
County out of the |egislation?”

Davis, S: “Representative Black, | think that the reason they
did, was because they don’'t have the school facilities set
up in Cook County. I think the nunber of violations that
woul d cone under this Act would be alnost a nightmarish

scenario, if it were to happen in Cook County, and...that’s
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what they told nme, the people that are asking nme to run the
Bill.”

Bl ack: “l was gonna say, seens l|like nobst of the noving
violations and accidents would occur obviously nore per
capita in the nost populated county, and yet they aren’t
included. And |I’ve always found that if there’ s a business
proposition, there’'re always people in the City of Chicago

that would crank up these defensive driving schools rather

qui ckly. I’m sure there would be hundreds of them
overnight.”

Davis, S : “Wll, maybe. Mybe I’'I|l open one nyself, wll take
it out..maybe both of us can open one up.”

Bl ack: “You... you said earlier that these schools were state
wide. |..1"msuch a good driver |'ve never had to go to a
defensive driving school. I don’t know that they're

offered in ny district, or around there.”
Davis, S: “Well, they're set up in judicial circuits, by each
judicial circuit. So, |I'’m not sure what circuit you are

in. But in..”

Black: “OCh, we’'re not inacircuit.”
Davis, S : “But, it’s ny understanding that..
Bl ack: “We have traveling... we have traveling judges that cone

in once a nonth.”

Davis, S.: “That’s ny understanding as how they re set up;
they're set up by judicial circuit.”

Bl ack: “All right. Now, you're not..

Davis, S: “You ve probably never had a violation. So, that’'s

why you’ ve never had to go to one, |'msure.”
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Bl ack: “Well, haven’t had for a while. | have had sone.”
Davis, S: “Actually, 1 think they just kind of started this

about six years ago.”

Bl ack: “I's this the judge wll have to sentence you to a
defensive driving school, or is it an option the judge can
use?”

Davis, S: “W’re keeping the judges out of this. This is at
the... this is at the option of the Secretary of State
requiring this. And it is permssive for the Secretary of
State to send notices to drivers who have had two
convictions in one year.”

Bl ack: “Moving violations, right?”

Davis, S.: “Myving violations, correct.”

Black: “All right. GCkay. So, it is aninitiative of S.OS. ?”

Davis, S.: “It is not, but they are not in oppositionto it.”
Black: “Okay. Did their liaison indicate to you they have the
staffing to track and notify these people? | know there,

like everybody else, the retirements have taken a |ot of
people out of various departnents, but from what you're
telling nme, the Secretary of State has not indicated any
opposition to this mandate, for |lack of a better word.”

Davis, S : “Well, | think one reason that they re not opposed
is because it is permssive and it’s not mandated upon the
Secretary.”

Bl ack: “Ckay. Representative Davis, thank you.”

Davis, S : *“Thank you, Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “No..
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Speaker Hanni g: “Any further discuss... Any further discussion?
Then the question is, ‘Shall the Amendnment be adopted?
Al in favor say ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The ‘ayes’ have it,
and the Amendnent is adopted. Any further Amendnents?”

Clerk Mhoney: “No further Anendnents. Al'l notes have been
filed.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Third Readi ng. M. derk, would you read
Senate Bill 1645?”

Cl erk Mahoney: “Senate Bill 1645 has been read a second ting,

previously. No Comm ttee Anmendnents. Fl oor Anmendnent #1
offered by Representative Phelps, has been approved for
consi deration.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Phel ps.”

Phel ps: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen of the
House. Amendment #1 to Senate Bill 1645 deletes all the
| anguage and becones the Bill. You probably renmenber this
Bill as House Bill 4462 that we did right before the
primary. This just maintains the status quo of the federa
overtime, so that we won’t have to be held by the whins of
the Federal Governnent. | ask for the adoption of
Amendnent #1 to Senate Bill 1645.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on the Amendnent, Representative Parke.”

Par ke: “Thank you, M. Speaker. Your Anmendnent does what ?”

Phel ps: “This is just like in commttee. This Anendnent #1
just deletes all the |anguage and becones the Bill just
like it was in House Bill 4462 that we debated on the fl oor

a coupl e weeks ago.”
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Par ke: “Does it add anything to the underlying Bill that you
originally proposed?”

Phel ps: “Representative Parke, this covers the Associated
Firefighters nore and the FOP. They asked us to do this
and it gives themnore protection and it just maintains the
status quo for them And sonme of them are in the gallery

here today.”

Par ke: “Thank you, Representative.”

Speaker Hannig: “Any further discussion? Then all in favor of
the Amendnent say ‘aye’; opposed ‘nay’. The *‘ayes’ have
it. And the Anendnent is adopted. Any  further
Amendnent s?”

Clerk Mhoney: “No further Anendnents. Al'l notes have been
filed.”

Speaker Hannig: “Third Reading. M. derk, read the Bill.”
Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bills 6... Senate Bill 1645, a Bill for an
Act concerning enploynent. Third Reading of this Senate

Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Phelps.”

Phel ps: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen of the
House. Senate Bill 1645 is the sanme Bill we debated a

coupl e of weeks ago, before the primary. This is supported
by Conmptroller Dan Hynes, the AFL-CIO, the |aborers, UFCW
AFSCME, the Associated Firefighters of Illinois, the FOP,
SElI U, various veterans groups. W just feel very strong on

this that keeps the overtine like it was since 1938, at
time and a half. If the federal regulations go through
it’s gonna be straight tine. There’s gonna be a |ot of
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nurses suffer; a lot of single nons, single fathers that...
that need this overtinme to make ends neet. And one thing |
do want to say to ny fellow Legislators, in Labor Commttee
the other day, there was a so-called nurses group that
opposes this Bill. Let ne make sure that you know that
there is a huge difference between the two nursing groups
that we’'re tal king about. The one that was discussed in
the Labor Committee was nursing executives. These are high

|l evel nurses who are part of nmanagenent. This group

i ncl udes the sane folks who will try to conme up to...of ways
to avoid paying overtine. The group that is for this, and
it represents over 6 thousand nurses in Illinois, is the
[I'linois Nurses Association. So, let’s make sure we get
our facts straight on this. The [INA support this
| egi sl ation. And the other thing | want to say is that
this Bill does not supersede anything 1in collective
bar gai ni ng agreenents. So, with that, | wurge an °‘aye’
vote.”

Speaker Hannig: “And on that question, Representative Wnters.”

Wnters: “Ch great, | just broke the...l broke ny speaker off,
and |'m not even wound up yet. Representative Phel ps, have
you ever heard of a deal? Have you ever been part of a
deal ?”

Phel ps: “1 have...|’ve heard of a |lot of deals, yes.”

Wnters: “Well, have you ever been..

Phel ps: “M deal is..

Wnters: “..have you ever been in on negotiations? Have you

ever negoti ated anyt hi ng?”
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Phel ps: “Absolutely, many tines.”
Wnters: “Do you get 100 percent of what you want, when you

negoti ate?”

Phel ps: “Absolutely not.”

Wnters: “Well.”

Phel ps: “Sonetinmes | do, though.”

Wnters: “Well, that’s... that’'s exactly the case wth the
federal update of the overtine |aws. There’s been a
negoti ati on. And as part of that negotiation, both sides
have given part of what they wanted. Neither one cane out
absolutely, absolutely satisfied with their position, but
they were willing to give up part of their position in
return for getting other parts of their negotiating
posi tion. Do you think that what... that this Bill,
conparing it to the federal Bill, do you think this is a
negotiated Bill where both sides are happy with it?”

Phel ps: “Well, Representative, | would love to know who was

negotiating, because this has been crammed down our

throats, so to speak, by the Federal Governnent. | don’t
believe there’'s been any negotiations on this. Matter of
fact, what the one thing that | want everybody to know is

that this maintains status quo. W have adopted..

W nters: “Ahh, but that’s wong. This does not maintain the
status quo. If you wanted it to maintain the status quo,
why didn’t you then just pass or put in front of us a Bill
that would rescind everything that the Federal Governnent
is doing? |If you want to mmintain status quo, don't make

any changes. But what you're doing, in fact, is you're
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cherry picking. What you're saying is we I|like sone of
this, which is the Federal Governnment is updating after 40
or nore years, we're updating the incone |evels. W' re
getting sone of it out of it, so we'll accept that. But
what you're not accepting is what had to be given up in
return. You' re taking one side of this Bill that was
negotiated at the federal level and taking only what you
want and rescinding everything that you didn't want. That
is not fair negotiations. That is absolutely, absolutely
unbel i evabl e that you want to go in, after a decision has
been made and say let’'s break the deal. VW' re the only
state that wants to do this. There’'s no other Bills in the
country that are advanced as far as this one, that would
basically thunb your nose at the Federal Governnment sayi ng,
the deal that was worked out in Washington, while they
think it’s fair, while both |abor and managenent have given
up sone of what they wanted and they re kind of accepting
it, instead Illinois is going to set itself off alone.
W' re gonna drive workers out of this state when enpl oyers
ook at Illinois and what we’ re doing and say, why would I
ever want to expand ny operation in Illinois? Wy would I
ever hire another enployee, if that’'s what the |abor
interests in Illinois want to do, is rescind any kind of
negoti ated agreenments? | think it’'s patently unfair that
we | ook at the decision that’s been nmade nationally and say
well, it wasn't perfect for us, therefore let’'s break it

| think that’'s what you're trying to do with this Bill and

| think it is an absolutely absurd way to |ook at
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negotiations at the federal |evel. Now, let’s get back to

the nurses, the firenen...from ny understandi ng, and correct

me if I’m wong, are nurses currently mandated to receive
overti me?”

Phel ps: “Yeah.”

Wnters: “Under current Federal Law?”

Phel ps: “Everybody is required to work overtinme after 40 hours

unl ess they’' re exenpted.”

Wnters: “Are nurses exenpt fromovertinme right now?”

Phel ps: “I'f they fall in that after 40 hours, | assune yes,
they do.”

Wnters: “Now, you...give nme an answer, are they exenpt or not?”

Phel ps: “Yep. They're...No.”

Wnters: “They are exenpt. They are exenpt.”

Phel ps: “Some nurses, if their duties are nanagenent, wll be

exenpt ed, yes.”

Wnters: “The vast mgjority of nurses today are exenpt.”

Phel ps: “That’s not...that’s not correct, Representative. That
is not correct.”

W nters: “Well, that is our wunderstanding from the Federal
Departnment of Labor, is that nurses are exenpt under the
current statute that we’'re working on, they continue to be
exenpt under the new federal negotiated settlenment.”

Phel ps: “Probably sone of the nursing executives that you refer
to are, but not the Illinois Nurses Association,
Representative.”

W nters: “I"’m not tal king about nurse executives, |’m talking

about RN s, are exenpt under the current f eder al
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regul ati ons of the Departnent of Labor. Al we're doing in
their case is raising the salary cap, so it would nake them
eligible, but they are not.. now, |’m not saying that
they’re not being paid overtine, because that is sonething
that organized Ilabor has received in many of their
contracts, they receive that as a matter of negotiations.
They are covered by a... by overtime requirenents. And in
many cases where they' re not represented by a nurses union,
they get it sinply because of the shortage of nursing
staff. Every hospital adm nistrator knows if | don't offer
overtinme |’m not gonna be able to hire a single RN.  Wuld
you say that’s a correct statenent?”

Phel ps: “Representative, just real quick. Very few nurses are
represented by union contracts in this state. Very few.”

Wnters: “Correct. 1...1 understand that and those that are not
represented by unions also receive overtinme benefits sinply

because of the supply and demand of nurses in the current

mar ket . There have always been too few nurses wthout a
hospital saying we'll cover you for overtine, then they
woul d never be able to hire a nurse. They’d all go to

anot her hospital that offers themthat.”

Phel ps: “Yeah, if the federal rules cone into effect they wll
be exenpted, | nean that’s for sure.”
Wnters: “I will sinply reiterate, though, that the reason that

nurses are paid overtinme today is not because they're
covered under current existing federal |abor statutes, but
because they have negotiated that ei t her in union

negotiations under their private... or under their private
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negoti ati ons before they' re hired by a hospital. They are

not covered by the federal |abor regul ations today.”

Phel ps: “Representative, you know how rmuch | respect you, but |
think that’'s just one thing | think we're just gonna
di sagree with. I really do. And when you refer to the
salary test, this wll nake everybody know what... what
they’'re voting on for sure. Presi dent Bush, that is his

initiative, that’s gonna happen regardless if this Bill
passes or not. That’s gonna go into effect by April 1 is
t he upgrade on the salary test.”

W nt ers: “And that’s exactly what | pointed out, is that was
part of t he negoti ati ons at t he f eder al | evel .
Manuf acturers gave up the higher... mnufacturers and other
enpl oyers, gave wup the higher Ilevels in return for
stream ining the process of determning who is exenpt and
who' s not exenpt.”

Phel ps: “Representative..”

Wnters: “It was a tit for a tat. Each side gave up sonething.
What you're going back in is..what you're doing iS going
back in and saying we’'ll take what you gave us but we won’t
give what we agreed at the federal l|evel to give up. I
think that’s the way it is. Can you...can you explain how
firefighters are currently treated?”

Phel ps: “EMIs, paranedics, sone FOPs, sone firefighters, if
these new rules go into effect, they could becone a | earned
professional and be exenmpted from overtinme. And | know
there's a lot of firefighters that would not want that to

happen.”
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Wnters: “Well, our analysis is that at this point you would
have to be an executive such as a police chief...chief of
police or one of his deputies, the one directly in
managenent with hiring and firing powers to be exenpt from
overti ne. O her than that, then you would not be exenpt
under the current Federal Laws.”

Phel ps: “Under current rules, that is correct..

Wnters: “And you' re saying that..

Phel ps: “..But not wunder the new rules. The current rules,

yes’, under the newrules ‘no’ .”

Wnters: “Well, we obviously don’t read the new rules the sane
V\ay_ ”
Phel ps: “Because no longer will you have to have a degree to

becone a | earned professional.”

Wnters: “l’msorry.”

Phel ps: “Because you will no longer have to have a degree to
becone a | earned professional under the new rules.”

Wnters: “You could get it through years of experience..

Phel ps: “EMIs and paranedi cs.”

W nters: “.rather than having a specific degree... degree. l's
that what you' re sayi ng?”

Phel ps: “Yeah, right. And that will start including EMIs and
par anmedi cs.”

W nters: “Well, again...again, and I'll... 1’1l read this from..
|’m sorry | don't...the statenment that | have here, both
under current and proposed federal |abor stand...standards,
paranmedics and other first-responsers as well as police

officers are eligible currently for overtine. And they
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woul d be under the proposed one. So, again, | think the
whol e issue on this is we're trying to go back in with a.”
Phel ps: “Representative, that’s not what the firefighters
bel i eve, though. They don’t believe that at all, that’s
why they cane to us with the FOP and wanted to nake...to

make sure they were protected. And... and as | do, because

this Bill’s gonna affect alnbst 400 thousand 1Illinois
wor kers. | don't care if we're...we should be the first on
to protect our workers and that’'s why | want to do... be
honored to do this Bill. Kentucky, California and Al aska

is already starting this too, and then | think you re going
to see a wndfall of states follow our |ead.”

Wnters: “Ckay, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Wnters: “lI think the main nessage that | want to give to this
chanber is that we're trying to go into a federa
negoti ated agreenment, one where both man... enployers and
enpl oyees have given up sone of their perfect position.
Much as our agreed Bill, they don't get to 100 percent
sati sfaction. The legislation that we have here in front
of this chate...state chanber, though, basically takes what
one side has given but doesn’'t take what the other side is
gi ven. | think it’s patently unfair to try to renegotiate
a federal negotiated agreenent at the state |evel. I
encourage a ‘no’ vote. And, M. Speaker, could you get ny
m ke fixed?”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Eddy.”
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Eddy: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker. WIIl the Sponsor
yi el d?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he'll yield.”

Eddy: “Representative, | have a... | have a couple questions
about this because as | read it I'ma little bit confused

as to all of the folks that mght be affected by this

Speci fically, what educational or school personnel wll be
affected by this Bill?”
Phel ps: “I'f you' re covered by a collective bargaining

agreenent, you're not gonna be affected by this anyway,
cause this does not supersede collective bargaining
agreenents. And nost of your schools, | would say, have
col | ective bargai ni ng agreenents.”

Eddy: “So, any...any individual who is covered by a collective
bar gai ni ng agreenent would not, because their salary is set
by that. Is that correct? What about individua
managenment people who are not covered by collective
bargaining? And 1’'lIl give you an exanple of a few that
I’m.. I'’m thinking of; business nanagers, transportation
directors, athletic directors who are not part, but are
instead covered by nanagenent contracts. l’"m trying to
think about those instances that are not covered by
col l ective bargaining that could be affected by this.”

Phel ps: “Representative, it just maintains the status quo on
every one you just said.”

Eddy: “So athletic directors, deans of students, departnent
heads, transportation directors, head custodians, food

service directors, all of those quasi admnistrative, who
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are not part of a manage...or collective bargaining are...are
not affected by this..

Phel ps: “I'f they' re exenpt today, from overtine, they Il be
exenpt when this Bill goes through.”

Eddy: “Well, the Bill references E2C of the Labor Standard Act
as the reference for definition of ‘governnent enployees’.
And that reading, that specific reading to ne, did not
i ncl ude school personnel as being exenpted because they
weren't listed as school enployees.”

Phel ps: “They’'re... they' re covered under neat h t he
adm ni strative, executive, and professional part of that.”

Eddy: “But E2C of the Labor Standards Act is the |egal
definition of ‘governnent enployee’', as far as this is
concer ned. And |’ m wondering if school district personne
fall under the ‘governnment enployee’ definition there or if
they are exenpted and covered by the contract that was
menti oned earlier. Now, understand |I’m concerned about any
m sguided intent of this legislation as it relates to
school enployees because wunder the rules that we are
decoupling from ny concerns are better defined. And |
think that it’s inportant that we do not decouple, because
| have a fear because of the governnent enployee definition
in EC2 that we mght be including some of those in the
gover nnent enpl oyee that are better defined in the |anguage
we are decoupling from?”

Phel ps: “Representative, those exanples you gave are exenpted
as bona fide executives, adm nistrators and professionals.”

Eddy: “Even if they’ re governnent enpl oyees?”
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Phel ps: “Correct. Correct.”

Eddy:

“ Ckay. | thank you for the answer to the question,

however...to the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Eddy:

“lI just...l just have sone concerns about the phil osophy
of the decoupling, nunber one. But certainly, although I
am not going to dispute heavily the...the...the answers that
the Representative gave, | think we have to be nore
cauti ous about this and make sure that we... we know for
certain that those school officials are not governnent
enpl oyees. O herwi se, we are |looking at sone incredibly,
possi bly incredible increases in cost for school districts.

| would urge the Menbers to vote ‘no’ on this Bill unti
there’'s a specific reference to those enpl oyees at |east.
And, in addition, the decoupling effects that were

mentioned earlier should be considered. Thank you.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Steve Davis.”

Davis, S: “Yes, thank you, Speaker, Ladies and Gentlenen of
t he House. | rise in strong support of Senate Bill 1645
and 1’11 tell you why. If we don't pass this Bill 400
t housand people in the State of Illinois are going to |ose
wages. It’s very sinple. You know four and a half weeks
ago we had a very spirited debate on this issue. I think

both sides of the aisle understands the issue very clearly,
but for nme there’s only one issue and that issue is
fairness to over 400 thousand Illinois residents, 400

t housand hardworking people in the State of Illinois. | f

you want to vote ‘no’ against 400 thousand people in the
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State of Illinois then be ny guest. But | would encourage

everybody on ny side of the aisle, especially, to cast an

‘“aye’ vote for this Bill. Thank you.”

Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker, an inquiry of the
Chair.”

Speaker Hannig: *“Yes, state your inquiry.”

Bl ack: “Thank you. |Is this Bill on Postponed Consideration?”

Speaker Hanni g: “M. Clerk, what is the status of this Bill?
Is it on Postponed Consideration?”

Cl erk Mahoney: “Senate Bill 1645 is on the Oder of Third
Readi ng.”

Bl ack: “Ch, thank you, then the Postponed Consideration Bill
was anended onto this Bill. Al'l right, thank you. W1 I

t he Sponsor yiel d?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he’'ll yield.”

Bl ack: “Representative, the last time you and | debated this
Bill | got confused and thought it was a Departnent of
Nat ural Resources Bill on the hunting of weasels. I ...
stand correct ed. It didn’t have anything to do with that.
Let nme just ask you a question. Now, this Bill was on a
fast time track just before the prinmary. Now, the
primary’s cone and gone, so we didn’t have to fast track it
maybe as much as we thought we did, right?”

Phel ps: “Well, we wish we could have now, because we're stil
| aggi ng behind on this. ‘Cause this is gonna go in by
April 1, so we're try... trying to hurry to get to the
Senate.”
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Bl ack: “Okay. Can you tell ne...the previous speaker...let ne
just back up. You know, you can package yesterday’' s fish
sandwich in gift wap, but it's still yesterday’' s fish
sandw ch. All right? So | get a little perturbed when
people get up on your side of the aisle and tell ne that
400 thousand people aren’'t gonna get overtine, and were
gonna destroy the fabric of western civilization as we know
it, if this Bill doesn’t pass, while crying real alligator
tears. The bottom line is this, have the federal rules
been witten and adopted as of this date?”

Phel ps: “They shoul d be adopted later this week.”

Bl ack: “Well, that answers my question. There are no federal
rules that have been adopt ed. S, youre..you're a fair
man. Is it accurate to say that 400 thousand people are

gonna |lose the ability to draw overtinme if we don’t act on
this Bill today?”

Phel ps: “Representative Black, in all due respect, very nuch
so. Quite possibly, I would say, because we know what the
rules are gonna be. Secretary Chow, President Bush have
said this is the way it’s gonna be. It’s gonna happen by
April 1, no negoti ati ons. So we’'re just doing our part to
try to protect those 400 thousand workers that are gonna be
affected here in Illinois that are gonna go to straight
tinme. But, Representative, the thing about it is, this is
something that we are all used to because this has been
goi ng back since 1938. The business comunity is used to
this and so are we. So, that’'s why we are just maintaining
the status quo.”
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Bl ack: “Ch, | know, Representative, | was here in 1938. I
remenber it very well. Do you know how many comments the

federal agency has received on their proposal? And it
isn't done yet.”

Phel ps: “The way | understand, thousands and thousands.”

Bl ack: “Over 80 thousand comments. So, it is not beyond the
realm of believability to think that these rules nmay be
changed, m ght be altered. You know, like Harry Caray, it

m ght be, it could be. Who knows? But, you know, |...again
| don’t think we have to hype it. | don’t think we have to
scare people. |’ve looked at these rules, and I’'ll be
doggone if | can figure out, even if they were inplenented

as originally introduced, it’s very difficult to figure out

who’s gonna be qualified for overtinme and who isn't. It’s
really gonna take sonme tinme to figure this out. But ... but

given that, let nme follow up on what sonething ny good
friend and coll eague, Representative Eddy said. When |
read this in sone detail, I, for the life of me, | couldn’t
understand...you tell ne, ‘cause |...1 can't figure it out.

If 1’mon salary and 1'm asked to work a ten-hour day or a
twel ve- hour day, or |I'm asked as part of a nanagenent team

to come in over the weekend and do a task, am|l going to be
eligible? As | understand it now, |I’'mnot. But am| gonna
suddenly be eligible to say, well, 1'll come in the
weekend, but you're gonna have to pay ne time and a half,
but I’mon salary.”

Phel ps: “Representative, it’s the sanme as it is today.”
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Bl ack: “Okay. And | think...l think what Representative Eddy
was trying to say.. there's some confusion, for exanple,
people that 1’ve grown up around and known and respect, |
know people that coach high school athletics, basketball,
basebal |, football. These people put in a tremendous
nunmber of hours of work, | nean, their full day at the
school, nmaybe three hours of practice after school, film
sessions, skull sessions, travel to football ganes that
m ght be a two... you know down in your area too, aid they
often end up driving the bus on top of all that. So, it’s
not unusual for a football or a basketball coach at a rural
school to put in 75-80 hours a week, but because they re on
a contractual pay basis they' ve never been eligible for
overtime. And I don't see that changing, do you?”

Phel ps: “No.”

Bl ack: “All right. So, if what you're telling ne is true, it
is people that are not covered under a salary agreenment or
a...a certain contractual agreenent that may no |onger be
eligible for overtine, that your Bill would try to |ock

themin place. Correct?”

Phel ps: “Correct, Representative.”

Bl ack: “All right. For exanple, when | grew up in Danville,
our biggest enployer was the General Mtors foundry. It’s
gone, | wish it wasn't, but it is. And | knew a |ot of

people... went to school with a lot of people that worked
t here. And if you were an hourly worker at the Cenera
Motors plant, there was no question in your contract what

you were going to be paid for straight overtine, weekend
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overtine. | nmean there was time and a half, there was
double time and | think in sone instances it could be

doubl e, double tinme. But that was all contractually bound.
Now, if that plant were still operating and even under that
contract, if the federal rules, as introduced, were
adopted, <could that abrogate that contract for hourly
wor ker s?”

Phel ps: “Col l ective bargaining agreenents take precedence over
all of this.”

Bl ack: “Ckay. Al right. So, a collective bargaining
agreenent woul d not be inpacted by the federal rules?”

Phel ps: “Correct.”

Black: “Okay. | see sone firefighters in the gallery and they
have ny... they’ve always had ny support and ny respect,
doubly so since 9 11. If...if...in the City of Danville I
believe they are covered under a collective bargaining
agreenent. They’re 24 hours on, 48 hours off. Now,
there’s nothing in the federal rules that would inpact
their...their current contract. Right?”

Phel ps: “Correct.”

Bl ack: “Okay. So we’'re talking about.. and we don’'t know
whether it’'s four hundred thousand workers, five hundred
t housand workers or a hundred thousand workers, but
basically it’s ained at people not covered by a collective
bargaining agreenent and not currently classified as
managenent people. Correct?”

Phel ps: “Correct.”
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Bl ack: “Okay. You know what, Representative, you ve done such
a good job and now that | am not confused and think it was
some kind of change in the wildlife code, | guess from what
|’ve read and what you've told ne, | still think the
federal rules may change. They may not, but it appears to
me that even three weeks ago you may have been right, | may
have been... and it pains me to say this, wong. So, it
isn"t the first time, Representative, probably won't be the
| ast tine. | appreciate your diligence, | appreciate you
answering the questions and | really appreciate you not
getting too upset with nme when | referred to you as under

sonmet hing of the hunting code, three weeks ago. Thank you

very nmuch.”
Phel ps: “Thanks, Representative.”
Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Soto.”
Sot o: “Thank you, Speaker. | nove to the previous vo...to the

previ ous question.”

Speaker Hanni g: “The Lady noves the previous question. The
question is, ‘Shall the main question be put? Al in
favor say ‘aye’ ; opposed ‘nay’. The ‘ayes’ have it. And

the main question is put. Representative Phelps to close.”
Phel ps: “Thank you, M. Speaker, Ladies and Centlenen of the
House. You heard the debate. | won’t take long, | just
want you to know that AFL-CIO the firefighters, FOP,
| aborers, UFCW AFSCME, all the veterans organizations

support this. | urge an ‘aye’ vote and thank you very

much.”
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Speaker Hannig: “The question is, ‘Shall this Bill pass? Al
in favor vote ‘aye’ ; opposed ‘nay’. The voting is open.
Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who w sh? Have
all voted who w sh? Have all voted who w sh? Joyce.
Mul ligan. Wait. Wuld you like to weigh in? M. derk,

take the record. On this question, there are 82 voting

yes’ and 32 voting ‘no’. And this Bill, having received a
Constitutional Majority, is hereby declared passed. M.
Clerk, would you read House Bill 6989?”

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 6989, a Bill for an Act concerning

child labor. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Gles.”

G les: “Thank you, M. Speaker and Ladies and Centl enen of the
House. House Bill 6989 amends the Illinois Vehicle Code to
authorize that the director of the I1llinois Emergency

Managenent Agency to make grants of nonies from Septenber
the 11th fund. Previously, this particular agency... the
commerce and econom ¢ opportunity adm nister this program

The reason why we're... we’'re doing this particular change

because the IIllinois Energency Managenent Agency would
di sperse these funds to the Illinois Terrorism Task Force,
and then that particular task force wll disperse the
amount of dollars to two different entities. One is the

[1linois Law Enforcenent Al arm System and the other is the

Mutual Aide Box Alarm System These two associations
represent |aw enforcenent and fire services in Illinois...on
[I'linois Terrorism Task Force. These funds will be spent

on equiprment or training... training to l|ocal governments
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that would prepare and protect them from acts of terrorism

| ask for a favorable vote for this legislation.”

Speaker Hanni g: “I's there any discussion? Then the question
is, ‘Shall this Bill pass? All in favor vote °aye;
opposed ‘nay’. The voting is open. Have all voted who

wi sh? Have all voted who wish? Have all voted who w sh?
Wul d Representative Jefferson and Steve Davis care to
vote? Have all voted who w sh? M. Cderk, take the
record. On this question, there are 115 voting ‘yes’ and O

voti ng no’ . And this Bill, having received a
Constitutional Majority, is hereby declared passed. M.
Cl erk, you wanna read...would you read House Bill 4265?"

Cl erk Mahoney: “House Bill 4265, a Bill for an Act concerning

education. Third Reading of this House Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Poe.”

Poe: “M. Speaker and Ladies and Gentlenen of the House, this
is a Bill that could get rather conplicated or it could be
pretty sinple. It depends how we want to pursue it. But

what it is, it provides a tax equivalent grant for the
Springfield school districts. And not only 1like your
school s, but our school here in Springfield is running in
deficits and been pretty hard to nmake the budgets. What
this Bill would do, there’s a large anount of state-owned
property in Springfield and the school district has no
access to that. And | know that’s not unique to sone ot her
cities around the state, but | think the reason it’s unique
in Springfield is because it’'s such a large mass. Just in
Springfield alone, we have 7,604,938 square feet of
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buil dings which represents 349 buildings in Springfield.
And that’s not accessible to property taxes for the Gty of
Springfield. And what I'd like to do is | wanna nake sure...
there's two things that | want to point out. This is a
strictly...if it...under appropriations, just if it’s funded
and then also |I think we gotta look at it as we don’t want
to take any noney out of the education fund. | think when

we come to the state property it ought to be sone property

taxes here in Springfield, alnost like the part of doing
busi ness. It’s like paying your Ilight bill, your phone
bill and your heat bill. This is sonmething that | think
the city... or the state could contribute to the schools,
since it'’s a large percentage of the assessed val ue. In
Springfield we operate off of $1.56 billion assessed

valuation and this property roughly figuring is $1.14
billion and it’s such a |arge percentage that we would |ike
to have sone reinbursenent. And again, |I’'d like to... hope
that that could be a tax equivalent grant and that’s
sonet hing we could consider as a part of doing business and
something that wouldn’'t take nobney away from education.

But this all depends on appropriations, so, if we pass it,

it still mght not be funded. It depends on the budget.
|"d ask for a favorable vote.”

Speaker Hanni g: “And on that question, the Gentleman from
Verm i on, Representative Bl ack.”

Bl ack: “Thank you very much, M. Speaker and Ladies and
Gentl emen of the House. | stand in strong support of the
Bill. If you' Il notice, it’s subject... | believe the Bill
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is subject to appropriation and | don’t think we' re gonna
solve this crisis overnight. Il wll just sinply say that

this is not a unique nor new idea. The Gty of Danville,
my hometown, has a very large veterans’ admnistration
medi cal center, not as big as it used to be, but covered
several acres. Well over a hundred acres when it started
out, right after the civil war, in the late 1890's as an
old soldiers’ hone and it has evolved now into a departnent
of veteran affairs nedical center. That ... that federal

installation has given the Gty of Danville, over the

years, a paynent. Now, |’ m assuming they still do, but |
may be w ong. They have given the Gty of Danville a
paynent in lieu of property taxes because the city provides
fire protection. The city generally wll respond if they
need additional |aw enforcenent, although the veterans

adm nistration facility does have their own police force

This is and | know many of you are concerned because this
could have ram fications for alnbst every conmunity in the
state. But | think it has very serious ramfications for a

City like Springfield, where you have so nany state

governnent buildings that are not on the tax rolls. It has
serious ramfications for a city like Urbana, where the
University of Illinois is located. And | know that many of
you would say, well, | have a state park. | have a state

office building. W'’re not going to solve this problem by
the passage of this Bill and | don’t think the Sponsor
woul d indicate or say to any of us that this will solve it.

But it is sonething we're going to have to take a | ook at
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when you have a mmjor state installation in your district
that begins to take up as many tax exenpt parcels as you
have taxable parcels of land. Then there should be either
a paynent in lieu of taxes or sonething, because | don’'t
think it’s fair that the City of Springfield provides fire

protection to all of these state buildings, police
protection, all kinds of services and yet they get
absolutely no noney for those services. And it certainly

has an inpact on the school system in the City of
Springfield. | comrend the Sponsor for bringing this. I
know many of us over the years have thought about the
i npact of governnment property and governnent buildings on
our communities. Certainly, it’s probably a greater inpact
in Springfield than it is in ny honetown of Danville, and I

know it’s a great inpact in the City of Ubana and

Chanpai gn because of the University of Illinois. | don’'t
know that we'll ever find an answer; | don’t know that
we'll ever find a solution, but it should conme to the
forefront. It should be debated, it should be discussed.
And at sone point, when budgetary nmatters are nore
favorably able to be considered... it’s just a matter of

sinple fairness, that there could be or mght be sonme kind
of paynment in lieu of property taxes to schools or
muni ci pal governments for providing the services to
children or providing the services to the state facilities

in lieu of property taxes. | think the Gentleman has an
excellent idea. | hope you'll vote ‘aye’.”
Speaker Hanni g: “Representative Franks.”
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Franks: “Thank you, M. Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”
Speaker Hannig: “He indicate...he indicates he will yield.”

Fr anks: “The w... Representative Poe, the way you ve witten
this Bill, is it only applicable to Springfield?”

Poe: “Ye... Yes, at this tinme, and 1'Il tell you why | think
it’s unique, is the anount. And these are rough nunbers

that we have conme up with working with CVM5 and there’s...
it’s 42 percent of the total assessed valuation of
Springfield that the school district has no chance of
drawing any noney off of and Iike many other school
districts they’'ve did a good job. They' ve nade $13 mllion
worth of cuts in the last three years. They’ ve el i m nat ed
200 staff, but there's still those financial needs and it’s
sort of at a point where we need to be capturing sonething
off of this |arge anmount of state property in the City of
Springfield.”

Franks: *“Thank you, M. Speaker. To the Bill.”

Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Franks: “l certainly respect what you are trying to do,
Representative, and we’'re all synpathetic, but what this
Bill really shows is an indictnent on the entire way we
fund our school education. W need to get away from
property taxes. This is a snmall solution for one area. As
the previous speaker had said, we all have the sane
probl ens. In McHenry County, where | represent, we have
state parks that have a |lot nore acreage than what we're
| ooking here in Springfield. This is not the solution,

because the noney that would be sent to the Springfield
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school s are gonna be taken out of everybody el se’ s schools.
Wiat we really need to do here is require that we have a
Speci al Session of the General Assenbly dealing only with
school funding and taking it off the burden of the property
t ax. Because until we fix that, every person is gonna be
comng with Bills like this. These all have nerit, but we
can’t do this, folks. W need to take a stand. W need to
tell the Governor, let’s call a Special Session of the
General Assenbly and let’s fix our school funding problem
W need to get rid of this antiquated formula that doesn’t
work, that puts 80 percent of our schools in deficit
spending. And where schools, such as in Springfield, have
cut to the bone, and have cut $13 mllion and have done the
right thing, they're still put in these types of pre...
positions. Enough is enough. Let’s scrap our system It
does not worKk. Passing this Bill is putting a band-aid on
a corpse. Vote ‘no’ on this Bill and let’s stand together
and require real change.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Muy.”

May: “Thank you, Speaker. WII| the Sponsor yield?”

Speaker Hannig: “He indicates he’'ll yield.”

May: “Yes, what is the cost of this? In other words, how nuch
money will the Springfield school district get, under this
for mul a?”

Poe: “First of all, it’s subject to appropriation, so if it’s

not appropriated through the budget process it mght be
nothing. But there s...there’'s several ways we can | ook at

this. There was a fiscal note filed, they said a hundred
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May:

and sixty-five thousand, but they said there was only |ike
569 acres. But like M. Franks said, | think we probably
got nore acreage than he realizes. W have 2,192 acres in
this district, so if you figure it on that basis, it’'d be
644 thousand. Now, if you took the land in, in
i nprovenents, then we're... you're talking a |ot of noney.

Bl ack: “Thank you very nuch, M. Speaker and Ladies and
Gentl emen of the House. To the Bill. The...the Sponsor of
the Bill is certainly trying to do her very best to get

sone infornmation that she wants on children who are kill ed
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in accidents where the parent or a famly friend,
grandparent, backs up a car, truck and backs over a child.
And that information...l can understand why she would want
t hat . She also wants information on children who are
killed as a result of power w ndows, that aren’t able to be
| ocked out. I have talked with her many tines. I  know
ot her people on our side of the aisle, on both sides of the
aisle have. W would try and do anything we could to help
her with this Bill, but this Bill is not drafted properly
and unfortunately will not do what the Lady would like to
do. Now, |...1 talked to the head of the child death review
team in Cook County. Cook County has two teans. | tal ked
to a Diane Scruggs, who is the Chairperson of the Cook
County Death Review Team team B, and tal ked to her about
this Bill. The death review teans are made up of
vol unteers, they are not paid and as D ane Scruggs told ne,
if you make these child review death teans review every
death certificate and coroner inquest, if there is one, on
every child that dies in the State of Illinois, they can't
handle it. They will sinply be overwhel med. They have no
staff. They are vol unteers. They could not handle the
sheer volunme of work that they would be given. They neet
about twice a nonth and what they do currently is to go
over death certificates of people who are wards of the
state or have been involved in the child protection
association...or the child protective association entities
in the State of Illinois. They do not go into detail on

the other death certificates unless they have a feeling
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that there was a possibility of abuse. So, if you suddenly
pass a law that says every death certificate mnust be
revi ewed by these death review teans, and these people are
vol unteers, they sinply would not be able to do their work.
And | daresay, although this is not what M. Scruggs told
me, many of them would sinply not be able to serve on the
commttee. W have offered suggestions. W think there is
a way to get the information that she wants through the
Bureau of Vital Statistics. W would help her in any way
possible to do that. W are not against what she is trying
to do. W sinply feel conpelled, based on what we have
been told by the Departnment of Children and Fam |y Services
who do not support this Bill as it is drafted, for the
sinple reason they can’'t handle the work | oad. W will
work with the Sponsor in any way, if she asks us to or if
we are given an opportunity to do so in the future to help
her get these statistics. But many of us who have tal ked
with the departnent, have understood how the child death
review teans work, cannot in good conscience vote for this
Bill that will sinply have an adverse effect on what these
child death review teans were originally set up to do. And
| again enphasize to you, these are volunteers. And in
it’s current form the Bill seenms not willing to address

that fact and it would probably have the opposite effect

that the Sponsor intends. And it’'s for that reason and
that reason alone, that | intend to vote ‘no’.”

Graham “Thanks for asking that, Representative Flowers. The
State of Illinois currently does not track the nunber of

children that have been backed over or killed by power
wi ndow i nci dents. | have gone to the Departnent of Vital
Records asking for the statistics. They can tell me how
many children that were hit by a car, but they cannot tell
me how many children that were backed over by a car or
killed in power w ndow incidents. Al so, Representative,
|"d like to add that the mission of the child death review
teamis sinply to review cases at random This Bill wll
not make the Illinois Child Death Review Team revi ew every
record. This Bill sinply asks that detailed reports be
sent with the death certificate to the Departnent of
Children and Famly Services. The Illinois Child Death
Review Team will not have to review every single record.
They review records of children that were involved wth
DCFS in the prior 12 nonths or has sone sort of invol venent
with them to see if DCFS has made the right ruling in the
child s death. They will not have to review every single
death cert... report. These reports wll sinply go along
with the death certificates, so that if questions cone
about, that these statistics wll be gathered for that
i nformation.”

Fl owers: “Thank you. To the Bill.”
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Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”

Fl owers: “M. Speaker and Ladies and Centlenmen of the House.
You know if we can’'t take care of the |least of thee, our
children, we really shouldn’'t be here. And what the Lady
is merely asking for is an account. If children were
getting their necks caught in power wndows, there’'s a
manuf acture problem that the car dealers needs to know
about or the car manufacturers needs to know about. |[If the
children were getting their hands anputated in the trunk of
a car because of the automatic trunk going down, the car
manuf acturers need to know about that, as they have done so
they can fix that problem so, so many children woul d not be
harmed by sonmething that they could fix, but if they don’t
know about it they can't fix it. So, what we're trying to
do here, Ladies and Gentlenen, is to help the nmanufacturing
industry to help protect our children. [If children are ran
over because they cannot be seen and if there’ s sone type
of mechanism or if they die as a result of that, we just
need to know about it. And it will not cost this state
anot her penny. Hopefully, hopefully, there’s not that nany
children dying in this state, but in the nean tinme, we
don’t know that. And | think this issue is too inportant
to sonme nmother’s, sonme father’s precious child. If only
t hey had known. They would have loved to have this item
They would pay for it thenmselves if it would have protected
their child, if it would be that their children would be
here today, had they only known. | conmmend you for what

you' ve done. | know that you have taken this Bill out of
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the record on nunerous of occasions. You ve worked in good
faith. As a result of this Sponsor acquiescing to a | ot of
your answers and questions and concerns about this Bill, |
woul d appreciate a ‘aye’ vote and if she needs to continue
to work on it, I'’m sure she will promse to do so in the
Senate. But our children’s lives are depending on this and
if there's a problem let’s fix it today so it can be

resolved tonorrow. Thank you very nuch.”

The
uni nt ended consequences is what is going to be sent and to
whom And that’s still very, very nmuch a gray area. And
just to close, Representative Flowers was won... maybe 100
percent correct, and that is that it nay be no additiona

cost to the state but be assured that it’'s gonna be
addi tional costs to your |ocal county governnent when they
have to prepare and send these records to a review team or

to DCFS, which much of this information can already be

accessi bl e. There’s nore efficient ways to do it. W’'re
all looking for nore efficient ways in governnent to do
things and | firmy believe that there’'s nore efficient

ways to do this. Thank you very nmuch, M. Speaker.”

Speaker Hannig: “Representative Colvin.”

Colvin: “And so at the end of the year we have all these child
deaths, but you don’t really know how these children died.

In...and that's interesting for a couple of reasons. To the

Bill, M. Speaker.”
Speaker Hannig: “To the Bill.”
Colvin: *“It was just a little over 20 years ago now, when there

was a huge debate in Wshington, D.C. with the auto
manuf acturers and a nunber of transportation officials in
Washi ngton, D.C. of whether or not a nunber of rear-end
accidents were happening in the United States as a result

of negligence, people driving too fast, following too
cl osel y. Then one federal transportation highway officia

suggested or proposed that a third |light be added to every
autonobile that’s sold in the United States and the debate
raged on for actually nore than two years in Washi ngton as
it related to that third light that we see on every car
that’'s sold in the United States now. But as a result of
research and during those two years that they argued and

they | ooked at those accidents where cars were rear ended,
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they were able to determine that there was a neasurable
probl em and that we needed sonething... we needed sone type
of legislation or sonme type of action to deal with the fact
that there were so many rear end accidents in the United
States of Anerica. And thus was born that third |ight
that’s sold, that’s on every SUV or autonobile that’s sold
in the United States of America. And | think that’'s what
the Sponsor of this legislation is trying to get at. I
don’'t think we could pass any Bill or any law w thout the
right type of research being done. It is enpirical
research and statistical gathering of data that tells us
how to act here in Springfield. | know the Representative
had a Bill earlier this year, dealing with nmechanisnms in
autonobiles that mnufacturers installing something in
aut onobi | es when cars back up, so that people behind those
aut onobil es woul d be aware of it. Well, this is our chance
to collect data to make certain that it’s not a problem
that we need to suggest... that we need to do sonething
about. | think this is what should happen first. W need
to collect good data on how children get killed in
aut onobil es or by autonobil es. And to have a system right
now where children who are killed in car accidents on the
Dan Ryan are codified the sane way as children who are
backed over in their driveways is not neeting that goal.
This is a piece of legislation that does one thing, it asks
these departnments to collect this information so that we
can make a review of that information and determne if such

necessary mechanisnms on autonobiles need to be installed.
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This is inportant. I don’t know if we are burdening these
departnments or what have you. It sounds like a little bit

nore research when the child death revi ew team goes out and
makes those determ nations. How nore difficult is it to
determ ne whether that child was killed in a car accident
on the Dan Ryan or killed by being backed over in his
driveway? | think as Legislators, in trying to determ ne
if this is a problem this is the best way to handle it.

Additionally, we have worked with IRVA, the Illinois Retai
Merchants Associ ation and Sears Roebuck, because they had
some concerns and we will be anmending this in the Senate to
make sure that their concerns have been addressed. | think
it’s a great Bill. The testinony in commttee showed the
hardships of the people who woirked in some of these
facilities for 19, 20, 23 years and the building was sold
and all of a sudden they are out of a job. This gives a

transition period, nunber one, for them to seek new
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enpl oynent or to prove thenselves to a new owner that they

may be eligible to stay on as an enployee. | would ask for
your favorable vote.

So, at the very best, it'’s led to the
col l aboration and coalition of others who are a part of
this film industry, mnority and nonmnorities, to nmake
sure that we don’t have any real problems as filns cone
here and we get blacks and Latinos in on sone of the
producti on. So, yes, there is a.. a.. a very active
coalition and effort on the part of individuals in the film

community participating in this new film industry that’s

comng here in the State of Illinois.”
Howar d: “So, it is your opinion, at this point, that there
ought not to still be problenms. That you...you think that

you have sufficiently addressed those problens that had
been articul ated?”
