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Salt Creek Golf Club, and after capital improvements, the
expanded Salt Creek Golf Course clubhouse facilities began
service in 1993, with a major expansion in 2003, and
significant affiliate enhancements by TopGolf Wood Dale

starting in 2006; and

WHEREAS, The Wood Dale Park District opened its Recreation

Complex in 2001; and

WHEREAS, The Wood Dale Park District Comprehensive
Community Action Master Plan was completed and officially

adopted in 2015; therefore, be it
