by the content of their character; and

WHEREAS, Extreme rhetoric can reverse improvements in race
relations, divide the nation, and foment hatred; therefore, be

RESOLVED, BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS, that we
strongly denounce and oppose the violent terrorism, extreme
rhetoric, and bigoted ideologies that are being promoted; and

be it further

RESOLVED, That we urge law enforcement to recognize this
violence as domestic terrorism, and to pursue the criminal
elements of these domestic terrorists in the same manner and
with the same fervor used to protect the United States from

other manifestations of terrorism; and be it further
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RESOLVED, That suitable copies of this resolution be
delivered to the President of the United States, all members of
the United States Senate, all members of the United States
House of Representatives, the Governor of the State of

Illinois, and all members of the Illinois General Assembly.
