WHEREAS, Bruce Clark is heavily involved in community
service with organizations such as the Kiwanis Club, St. Paul's
Lutheran Church and School, the United Way, the Salvation Army,

the Helen Wheeler Center, and the American Cancer Society; and

WHEREAS, Bruce Clark received his degree 1in political
science from the University of Kentucky; he resides with his
wife in Bourbonnais and together they have three children;
