Committeewoman and, in 1988, she received the State Democratic
Party Chairman's award for her dedication to the Democratic
Party; she also served as an Assistant Whip of the Illinois
Delegation at the Democratic National Convention and as an

elector at the Presidential Electoral College; and
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WHEREAS, Shirley McCombs was known for her enthusiastic
support for women in politics and other leadership positions;
in 2016, she was able to cast an Electoral College vote for
presidential candidate Hillary Clinton and regarded it as the

most important event in her life; and

WHEREAS, Shirley McCombs volunteered for numerous state,
national, and local election campaigns; she also volunteered
for various community and church projects and contributed to

the founding of the Menard County Tourism Council; and

WHEREAS, Shirley McCombs was preceded in death by her
parents, Harry and Stella Derry Hunter, and her siblings, Doris
Ebbing, Kenneth Hunter, Donny Hunter, Linda Moon, Harry Hunter,

Charles Hunter, and Harriet K. Hunter; and

WHEREAS, Shirley McCombs is survived by her daughter, Robin
Mathieu; her grandchildren, Vickie Mathieu and Jackie
Tserpelis; three great-grandchildren; her siblings, Nelda
