Hays and his wife, Ruth, raised their family
in Catlin; together, they are the proud parents of three adult
children, Leighton (Anna), Caleb (Alissa), and Damon; they are
the doting grandparents of three beautiful grandchildren,

Grayson, Wesley, and Genevieve; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Hays was appointed to the Illinois House of
Representatives in December of 2010 and was elected to serve

the 104th District in 2012, 2014, and 2016; and

WHEREAS, In recognition of his leadership, Rep. Hays was
promoted to the role of Assistant Minority Leader for the House
Republican Caucus under House Republican Leader Jim Durkin in

2013; and

WHEREAS, Rep. Hays served as the ranking Republican on

chapter of the National Emergency Number Association in 2017;
