Sec. 17. Illinois Articulation Initiative; dual credit. A

public university or community college, jointly with a high

school, shall grant dual credit to a student who completes a

course under the Illinois Articulation Initiative General

Education Core Curriculum package adopted by the public

university or community college under the Illinois

Articulation Initiative Act. A student may not receive more

than 60 hours of dual credit under this Section.

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect upon

becoming law.
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
