Ballroom, which attracted dancers from miles away; another
musical avenue was his clown band featured in parades, marinas,
and parks and delighted crowds at the Illinois State Fair for

51 years; for decades, he donated his time playing "Taps" at
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military funerals and veterans affairs throughout western

Indiana and central Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Dale Trimble and his wife were inseparable
partners in farming, music events, philanthropic and community

endeavors, and travel; and

WHEREAS, Dale Trimble was preceded in death by his parents;
his wife of 55 vyears, Ann; infant twin daughters; and his

brother, Doyle Trimble; and

WHEREAS, Dale Trimble 1is survived by his sons, Dana
(Binnie) and Tod (Monica) Trimble; his daughter, Beth (David)
