WHEREAS, James Augustine was a player and alumni of the
Livingston 3M "BlueSeals" baseball team and wore the now
retired #11; he served as commissioner of the 3M Amateur
Baseball League for many years; he was also a fan of the

Atlanta Braves and Dallas Cowboys; and

WHEREAS, James Augustine was affectionately known as J.H.
Augustine, Mr. Augustine, Coach Augustine, Mr. Democrat, and

Cowboy Jim; and

WHEREAS, James Augustine was preceded in death by his
parents; his sister, Nancy Augustine; and his brother, George

Driscoll Augustine; and

WHEREAS, James Augustine is survived by his children, Amy
