George Armenian Apostolic Church in Waukegan, where he served

as the treasurer for 25 years; he enjoyed vacationing in

Florida with his friends and spending summers at Brentwood
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Pool; he was an avid Chicago sports fan and was especially

excited to see his beloved Cubs win the World Series in 2016;
