WHEREAS, Louise Scheffel was a fantastic cook and known for
her pumpkin pie, homemade noodles, and wacky cake; she was a
talented seamstress and made numerous dresses, outfits, and
costumes; she loved her family and helping anyone who needed

her; and

parents; her husband, John; her son-in-law, Charles Anderson;
her grandson, Charles Anderson Jr.; her brothers, Willis,
Harry, and John Gillingham; and her sisters, Lillian Helderman,
