Training Corps and upon graduation was commissioned as an

ensign; after serving active duty aboard the USS Washtenaw

County in Yokosuka, Japan for two years, he completed his naval

service with the rank of lieutenant; and

WHEREAS, Doug Peterson returned to the Chicago area and

went to work for Allstate Insurance, first as an agent, and

later in the management program; in 1977, he joined CNA

Insurance as the Midwest Region Sales Manager; and

WHEREAS, Doug Peterson founded Peterson Insurance Agency
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in 1982, which later became Peterson and Associates Insurance;

WHEREAS, Doug Peterson was an active member of the St.

Giles Parish in Oak Park and the Forest Park Kiwanis Club; and

WHEREAS, Doug Peterson will be remembered for "crazy times"

at the place in Wauwatosa, his good humor, honesty, and genuine

care for others, as well as for being a man of tremendous faith

who faced chronic obstructive pulmonary disease with calm and

grace; and
