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where he served as president and founded the Deerfield Family

Days and the 4th of July celebration, now in its 55th year; and

WHEREAS, Bernie Forrest was most proud of his family, who

all knew him affectionately as "Gramps"; and

WHEREAS, Bernie Forrest participated in an Honor Flight to

Washington, D.C.; and

WHEREAS, Bernie Forrest is survived by his wife of 65
years, Joan; his sons, Kevin (Laura), Sean (Peggy), and Keith
(Niki); and his grandchildren, Colleen, Kathleen, Brian, Tara,
Shannon, Patrick, Connor, Jesse, Emily, Lauren, and Julia;
