Church choir for over 40 years and for many years with the
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Commuters barbershop quartet group; he had a love of physical

activity and the outdoors, especially tennis; and

WHEREAS, Harold Morrison loved science and was committed to
protecting water quality; when computers were first introduced
into the public school system, he spent many hours working at
North Lawndale College Prep Charter High School and at schools
in North Chicago to ensure classrooms were computer-ready;
together with his wife, Addie, he started a family foundation
as a way of bringing his family together to make a difference

in the world; and

WHEREAS, Harold Morrison is survived by his wife of 63
years, Adeline Steans Morrison; his daughters, Helen H.
Morrison, Amy M. Heinrich (Robert Heinrich), Lois L. Morrison
(Justin Daab), and Margot M. Brinley (Charles Brinley); and his
grandchildren, Maxwell, Ian, and Emma Heinrich, Josephine and
Adeline Daab, and William, Reily, and Catherine Brinley;
