education; and

WHEREAS, Craig Stettner joined the faculty at Harper

College in Palatine in 2002; he ran a popular study abroad

program in Costa Rica and inspired countless students to reach

their full potential; he was dedicated to sharing his passion

for conservation and the environment; for many years, he worked

with Harper students and volunteers from the community to help

restore the ecosystem in the Spring Creek Forest Preserve in

Barrington; and

WHEREAS, Craig Stettner was an avid bird watcher and board

member of the Chicago Audubon Society, where he led many bird

walks and shared the joys of birding with students and the

public; he cultivated an expertise in butterflies,

dragonflies, and damselflies and became an official dragonfly
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and damselfly monitor for the State of Illinois; beyond his

work and volunteer activities, he was a rock of unconditional

love and support for his family; and

WHEREAS, Craig Stettner is survived by his mother; his

brothers, Tom and Dave; his sisters-in-law, Allison and Amy;
