contributions under this Article; and (4) information about the

amount of each municipality's past required contributions to

the Fund for each year of participation on or after January 1,

1995 and before, if available.

(b) A municipality that has a website that is maintained by

the full-time staff of the municipality shall post to its

website, no later than January 1, 2021, a 1link to the

information provided Dby the Fund under this Section. A

municipality that establishes a website that is maintained by

the full-time staff of the municipality on or after January 1,

2021 shall post to its website a 1link to the information

provided by the Fund under this Section.

(c) This Section does not require the Fund to post on its

website information that is exempt from disclosure under the

Freedom of Information Act.

This Section does not regquire a municipality to establish

or maintain a website.

Section 90. The State Mandates Act 1s amended by adding

Section 8.43 as follows:

Sec. 8.43. Exempt mandate. Notwithstanding Sections 6 and 8

of this Act, no reimbursement by the State is required for the

implementation of any mandate created by this amendatory Act of
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the 101lst General Assembly.
