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and The Last Farm Boy; and

WHEREAS, Paul Beaver Jr. was a member of the First
Presbyterian Church and the Lincoln Elks Club; he was an
athlete who played on the 1969 State Champion Road Runner
Softball team and the Road Runner Basketball team and also a

coach at Elkhart Grade School; and

WHEREAS, Paul Beaver Jr. was named Professor Emeritus at
Lincoln College, Grand Marshall of the 2008 Lincoln Community
High School Homecoming, and Courier Citizen of the Year in
2008; he was a lifelong Cubs fan who lived long enough to

WHEREAS, Paul Beaver Jr. is survived by his wife, Sue; his
