1990, he served as 3rd Brigade Chaplain at the U.S. Army Basic
Combat Training Center, Fort Jackson, South Carolina; during
his military years, his education included a Chaplain Advance
Leadership Course and Combine Arms Service, Staff School In

Residence; and

1990; he continued to serve our country in the Army Reserve
from July 1990 until his retirement with the rank of Major on

August 1995; and

to December 1994; and

WHEREAS, Father Ryan continued his ministry as pastor of
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St. Dismas Church in Waukegan from 1994 to 2009 wuntil his

WHEREAS, Father Ryan continues to be available to minister
spiritually and convivially to the many groups and
