WHEREAS, On May 27, 1919, in celebration of the return of
peace and prosperity and with high hopes for the future, 24
business leaders met in Quincy with plans to create a statewide
business organization that would promote and protect the

business climate in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, The Secretary of State's office chartered the

Illinois Chamber of Commerce on August 2, 1919; and

WHEREAS, Many businesses throughout Illinois Jjoined the

new organization and raised resources to open the Chamber's

office in Springfield in 1923; and

WHEREAS, Since 1919, the Illinois Chamber of Commerce has
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used its resources to sponsor, publish, promote, and distribute
research on issues important to the Illinois economy and its

ability to maintain and create jobs; and

WHEREAS, In 2019, the Illinois Chamber of Commerce has
continued to take the lead in speaking out 1in favor of
Illinois' business community and advocating for pro-employment

and pro-growth policies throughout the State; and

WHEREAS, This year, the Illinois Chamber of Commerce 1is
celebrating its 100th anniversary as an entity that fights for
and protects workplaces, economic growth, and the development
of Illinois as a good place to live and to create Jjobs;
