Richard P. Leary during some of the most fierce naval victories

of World War II, which included eight battles in the South

Pacific (Saipan, Tinian, Peleliu, Philippines, Leyte Gulf, Iwo

Jima, Okinawa, and Tokyo Bay) from 1944 to 1946; and

WHEREAS, Harry Sandoval worked for International Harvester

for 41 years, retiring in 1988; he then worked as a driver for

the Milan Auction for 22 years; and

WHEREAS, Harry Sandoval loved to tell the tales of his

military experience; in 2009, he attended one of the first Quad

City Honor Flights to Washington D.C., which he considered a

highlight of his life; he loved spending time with his family

and cooking and sharing the food he cooked with family and

friends; and
