union board member and union president for several years; and

WHEREAS, John Corradetti was the recipient of several JJC
awards, 1including the Susan H. Wood Award; after his
retirement, he continued to assist his colleagues by forming
the JJC Annuitants Association; for seven years, he published
quarterly newsletters for JJC retirees; his legacy continues

with the John and Yola Corradetti Endowed Scholarship at Joliet
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Junior College; and

WHEREAS, John Corradetti loved the game of golf; he served
as a caddy in high school at the Homewood Flossmoor Country
Club, and for decades, he golfed every Sunday morning at the
Woodruff or Inwood golf <courses; he enjoyed painting,
gardening, reading, and traveling; however, his favorite

activity was spending time with his family; and

WHEREAS, John Corradetti was a member of St. Paul the
Apostle Catholic Church, the St. Paul Paulites, the Veterans of

Foreign Wars, KSKJ, and The 0Old Timers; and

WHEREAS, John Corradetti was preceded in death by his wife
