WHEREAS, SPC Mayfield Jr. began working as an Aircraft

Fueler at Aircraft Service International Group (ASIG) in 2016;

WHEREAS, SPC Mayfield Jr. enlisted in the U.S. Army on

August 21, 2017; he attended Basic Combat Training at Fort

Jackson, South Carolina and Advanced Individual Training at

Fort Lee, Virginia; he was awarded the MOS of 91C Utilities

Equipment Repairer; he was assigned to the 1st Battalion, 58th

Aviation Regiment at Fort Rucker, Alabama; he was deployed with

the 1st Battalion, 58th Aviation Regiment to Kenya, Africa in

support of Operation Enduring Freedom-Horn of Africa in October

2019; his awards and decorations included the Combat Action
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Badge (posthumous), the Bronze Star Medal (posthumous), the

Purple Heart (posthumous), the Army Achievement Medal, the

National Defense Service Medal, the Global War on Terrorism

Expeditionary Medal, the Global War on Terrorism Service Medal,

the Overseas Ribbon, and the Army Service Ribbon; and
