WHEREAS, In his earlier years, Everett Allen was a talented

sportsman; he won a track meet "by a nose", played a six-man

game of football and scored seven touchdowns, and scored 12

points at a 1953 Harlem Globetrotter basketball game; and

WHEREAS, Everett Allen began working at the Carbondale

"Fina" Gas Station in 1962; later, he took a job in Mason

County, working for the government clearing forests; he also

worked as a barge hand on the "Harriet Ann", a tow boat, up

until his time in the service; after honorably serving our

country in the United States Army, Everett purchased a dump

truck and began a trash route in Carterville; the business

eventually grew, thriving in southern Illinois, Missouri, and

Kentucky and employing over 90 workers.; and

Cream Man" by many families and kids during summers spent pool

side; he liked to help local kids by purchasing their class

rings and letter jackets and was also an avid NASCAR fan who

followed the circuit for many years; and

WHEREAS, Everett Allen was preceded in death by his

parents, Lindsey Everett and LaVeta Lilian (Bowman) Allen; his

daughter, Cynthia (Ronnie) Weihl; and his brother, Carl Allen;
