WHEREAS, Richard Nardini worked at the Chicago-Sun Times

for 56 years, where he worked his way up from messenger to

director of classified advertising; as director, he built

relationships with small local businesses to provide

reasonably-priced newspaper advertisements; he received the

prestigious Marshall Field Award for his salesmanship in 1976;

he retired in 2006; and

WHEREAS, Richard Nardini served as a board member of the

Leyden High School District 212 for 36 years; he served 29 of

those years as president; during his tenure, he worked towards

securing opportunities for every student that attended the

district's two high schools; he retired from the board in 2005;

and
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WHEREAS, Richard Nardini was a loyal volunteer at Hines

Veterans Hospital for much of his life; he was an avid golfer

and a respected community leader; he will be remembered for his

honesty, fairness, compassion, and mentorship; and

WHEREAS, Richard Nardini is survived by his wife of 63

years, Mabel Nardini; his sons, Richard Nardini, Ronald

Nardini, and Robert Nardini; his daughters, Donna Mueller and

Diane Weigt; his brothers, Ronald Nardini, Eugene Nardini, and
