Sec. 1-2-1.3. Pet grooming vending machines.

Notwithstanding any zoning ordinance adopted by the

municipality, the corporate authorities of a municipality may

pass an ordinance to prohibit or regulate the location of

vending machines that provide an enclosed space or designated

area for the use of a customer for pet grooming using goods or

services dispensed by the machine.
