role of supervisor; she was promoted again to the role of

manager of the IDES East Saint Louis office; and

WHEREAS, Charlene Willis attended Rising Star Missionary

Baptist Church in her formative years and joined the Junior
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and Intermediate choirs and served on the program committee;

after a ten year absence, she returned to Rising Star; and

WHEREAS, Charlene Willis was a mentor and a story teller;
she was beautiful and smart and loved to read; she was a deeply

spiritual person; and

WHEREAS, Charlene Willis was preceded in death by her
parents, Ethel Louise and Mack Charles Moore; her husband,
Pressgo Willis; her two brothers, Raymon Lee Moore and Bernard

Charles Moore; and her sister, Brenda Kaye Moore; and
