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WHEREAS, As commissioner, Paul Buss had all township roads

paved; he pledged to replace every bridge with a new,

code-complaint one, and the last bridge is currently being

replaced; he had street lights installed at all major

intersections; and

WHEREAS, Paul Buss mandated that all projects over $20,000

be done through a sealed bid to ensure fairness and

transparency, and he relinquished his pension to save taxpayer

money; and

WHEREAS, Paul Buss has been a member of the Plumbers &

Pipefitters Local #422 for 50 years; he is a past member of the

Elwood Lions Club; he is a Joliet Catholic Academy alumnus and

now serves as a member of the school's board of directors;
